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Foreword by the Chairman  
 
For those who know no better, it's not difficult to understand why Lancing Manor Cricket Club appears 
unremarkable.  People see a ground with an artificial pitch, trees within the playing area and one which is 
blighted by the constant noise from the traffic on the A27.  Although that causes far too many local players to 
give us a wide berth, the truth is a club with a rich history that few would associate with our modest 
surroundings.  It's a story that began in Worthing and has involved periods when we were amongst the 
strongest in the area, complete with players good enough for county cricket.  From 1958 onwards, home has 
been Lancing Manor Park, which all the way through to the early 1970Ωs was regarded as a highly desirable 
place to play as evidenced by the matches against Sussex CCC which were a regular feature of the fixture list.  
Whilst playing success has been limited, if measured by trophies, the Brighton League was won in 1982 during 
an era when the competition was tough. Those were days when the club had sufficient depth to field two sides 
both on a Saturday and a Sunday, all of which is far removed from the one eleven of today, playing modestly 
towards the bottom of the Sussex League. 
Perhaps the greatest achievement, however, is that we have survived the inevitable ups and downs to make it 
to our centenary.  This is a landmark that should not be under-estimated, especially when set in context of the 
number of cricket teams locally who have folded during the last thirty years. For all our outward disadvantages 
in a world that tends to assess clubs by their facilities, if there is one factor that has ensured our longevity it 
has been the spirit of the membership.  The simple pleasure of playing and the camaraderie which is an integral 
part of any successful club have been central to the Manor ethos.  The diverse mix of characters who have 
played for us over the years, and the loyalty that many of those have shown, is testament to that.  Long may it 
continue, because the increasing competition for leisure time makes it essential that cricket appeals to all parts 
of the community.   
It follows that this history is a celebration of all the 1,100+ people who have worn Manor colours.  Without 
them those outstanding individuals whose performances dominate the records would not have had a team in 
which to play.  I suspect I'm not alone in having memories that are as fond of those people, and the 
contributions that they made (including stalwarts off the pitch), as I do of match-winning innings or devastating 
spells of bowling. 
All of this creates a story that is well worth telling, so I was delighted when Steve Luckhurst mentioned to me 
that he planned to write this history.  Whilst I know that he would wish to acknowledge the role of others in 
researching some of the background information, especially David Wood, the drive and effort in putting this 
together has been his alone in what has become a labour of love (as befitting someone with encyclopaedic 
knowledge of club records!).  Well done Steve on the outcome.   
I hope everyone will enjoy reading it as much as I have done. Here's to the next 100 years. Come on Manor!

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Worthing Old Grammarians Cricket Club ɀ 1922 
 

After a meeting on Saturday 28th January 1922, the press reported "A Junior Club" had been formed with 
membership restricted to 'old public and secondary school boys'; the club colours were to be royal blue and 
gold with matches to be played at Broadwater Green, Homefield Park, Victoria Park and The Sports Ground. 
The press stated that 'several local lads' (they were 16-year-old Charles ΨBernardΩ Skinner, 17-year-old Melville 
ΨaŜƭΩ Jones, 16-year-old John Farrow, with guidance from 22-year-old Arthur Ψ[ŜǿƛƴΩ Edwards and 40-year-old 
George Kerswell) had founded "Grammarians Cricket Club" so that youths were able to play cricket before 
joining senior sides as they had found there was a gap between school and club cricket. John Farrow was 
named Captain, Jones the treasurer and Edwards would pick up the club secretary role in February when 
Harold Walker had to relinquish the position. 
It is perhaps noteworthy that in 1921 there were a handful of matches involving ΨMr {ƪƛƴƴŜǊΩǎ ·LΩ ŀƴŘ ΨMr G. 
.ƻƻǊŜǊΩǎ ·LΩ against various local sides, maybe planting seed to forming Grammarians. Those sides included 
John Sadler, Farrow, Walker, Cecil Hillier, Jones and of course Skinner and Geoffrey Boorer. All the youngsters 
would be Grammarian playing members in this summer of 1922.  
The Club Presidency was offered to Henry Brazier (owner of the Ψ{portsgroundΩ) who had to decline due to 
holding other offices. Therefore, the role was appointed to celebrated playwright Captain Edward Knoblock. 
¢ƘŜ άƛƴŘŜŦŀǘƛƎŀōƭŜέ newly appointed club chairman, George Kerswell, announced that the club was supported 
by a local MP, Edward Turnour 6th 9ŀǊƭ ²ƛƴǘŜǊǘƻƴ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŀǘ άMajor George Frederick Sexton had generously 
given five guineas to the new organisationέ. Both were appointed as Vice-Presidents. It was soon agreed that 
as there were several cricket clubs called Grammarians across the County, the name should be changed to 
'Worthing Old GrammariansΩ in order to define them, though press would refer to them ŀǎ ΨDǊŀƳƳŀǊƛŀƴǎ CCΩ. 
 

 
 

Homefield Park. Venue for Grammarians 1st fixture, Saturday 6th May, 1922. 
 
The first fixture, against YMCA on Wednesday 3rd May was however washed out and so the first match to be 
played occurred at Homefield Park on Saturday 6th May. Worthing Nomads were bowled out for 29, with  Mel 
Jones taking 5-8. Grams passed this on the way to a total of 75. For the record: Mel Jones 8, Cecil Peasgood 3, 
Geoffrey Boorer 8, Bernard Skinner 9, John Sadler 0, Browne 0, John Farrow 10, Lewin Edwards 12, Cecil Hillier 
6, Stanley Shears 2, 16-year-old Reginald Kerswell, son of George, 0no. It was common practice for much of the 
pre-war period for the chasing team to bat on after reaching the target. However, more often than not, the 
chasing team also struggled, sometimes becoming a two-innings match. ¢ƘŜ άǾŜǊȅ ŎŀǇŀōƭŜ wicket-keeperέ 
Lewin Edwards who had topped scored was to remain a stalwart of club though to 1954.  

A merger with the senior cricket side called Worthing Nomads mid-summer saw attempts at running 
two XI's, however, apart from a couple of double weekends, this failed to take off. 25-year-old Dairyman, 
Worthing FC goalkeeper and Worthing RFC player, Eric Firth, (159 runs at 14 with 56 top score) and 17-year-old 
John ΨbƻǊƳŀƴΩ Marshall (24 wickets at just 4 each) had joined and they duly won the Batting and Bowling Cups. 
Firth had played for Nomads in Grams first match, scoring 0. He had then played for Grammarians a week later, 
so the link between the two clubs was clear and the merger was perhaps always likely to happen. 

The statistics highlight that scoring runs wasn't easy for anyone, bar the very best. Having turned 17

an average of just 7.3 (high 25); diminutive Left-hander Melvyn ΨaŜƭΩ Jones scored 143 runs at 6.81 with a high 
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of 27, Les Nairn (another Worthing footballer) with 76 (15x4) ƘŀŘ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ǘƻǇ ǎŎƻǊŜ made from 140 all out 
versus Y.M.C.A. However, his other 8 innings of summer brought just 29 runs. However, over the next decade 
he would be a fixture in the Worthing CC 1st XI. Eric CƛǊǘƘΩǎ но ǿƛŎƪŜǘǎ ŀǘ сΦлпΣ (2x5w, best 6-12); John Sadler 30 
at 7.67, (3x5w, best 6-14); John Farrow 38 at 8.2 (5-25) and Mel Jones 30 at 9, (3x5w) with a best of 7-14 with

be deemed even more impressive. Worthing FC footballer, G Jones, bowled twice, taking 7-30 and 6-32. 
Someone always took cheap wickets so team totals of more than 50 were rarely seen.  

The leading fielders were Firth and Skinner, both of whom took 11 catches, Farrow 6 with Leonard

Grams fell 18 short of 121 target. In the match against Nomads with the two scorebooks showing 63-62 and

Skinner and G. Boorer would appear for East Worthing CC too, clearly keen to play regularly, whenever Grams 
were free of a fixture. 
Of the 21 matches played: 7 won, 2 drawn, 12 lost was the final record, which was reported as a άSuccessful 
Seasonέ. In August it was announced that a football club under the Grammarians name was to be formed as 
the cricket club had enjoyed their first season so much.

Kerswell standing as honorary treasurer also reported the club had 
finished the season with £1 15s 6d in the bank. Annuals subs were 7s 6d.

At Lancing Manor ground on 10th June, visitors Corporation CC skittled Lancing CC 2nd XI for a total of just 6, the 
lowest score ever recorded at that ground. Batters 1-9 scored 1 between them. 10 and 11 scored 2 and 3no.

At a committee meeting in February 1923, Worthing Old Grammarians accepted the offer by Worthing CC to 
amalgamate and effectively form the 2nd XI and be named Worthing ΨA' CC. However, they insisted on and 
retained the right to have their own committee positions of secretary, treasurer and Captain. They would run 
'parallel' to that of Worthing CC. This meant there could only be one President, so 6th 9ŀǊƭ ²ƛƴǘŜǊǘƻƴΩǎ Ǉƻǎƛǘƛƻƴ 
was somewhat hastily curtailed. George Kerswell was ŀǇǇƻƛƴǘŜŘ ƻƴǘƻ ǘƘŜ ΨƎŜƴŜǊŀƭ ŎƻƳmitteeΩ but press later 
stated he retained chairmanship of ά!έ. This merger enabled a higher standard of opposition as home games 
would now be played at The Sports Ground - an area north of Pavilion Road. Eric Firth was appointed Captain 
but was replaced in June by Charles Markwick when job commitments took him to Denmark. Markwick's 
performances, including the first recorded hat-trick in a 6-21 return, ǎŀǿ ƘƛƳ ΨǇǊƻƳƻǘŜŘΩ ǘƻ ǇƭŀȅƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ 
Worthing CC. 18-year-old Cecil Peasgood then took over as Captain and άcarried out the duties to the 
satisfaction of Ƙƛǎ ǎƛŘŜ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ŜƴŘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴέΦ  On field the record of 8 wins 5 draws 7 losses was encouraging 
for the Ψ!Ω team, which still consisted principally of teenagers. These included two midweek matches played 
under the Grammarians name played against Worthing Police, both won.  

Mel Jones, 310 runs, had most runs, top score 78 (12x4) and the best average, 19.4. Harold Walker 
238 at 11.9, Bernard Skinner 245 at 11.7 (47no), Cecil Peasgood 177 at 10.4 (39 best) and William Tree 137 at 
8.1 passed 100 runs for season. Tree's sole 5xw haul for club, 8-14, saw Shoreham Grammar School score just 
28. At one point he had 7-2!. This helped him ǘƻǇ ǘƘŜ Ψ!Ω Bowling Cup with 22 wickets at 10 each. Mel Jones 28 
wickets at 11.1 (6-18), Peasgood 30 at 11.8 (5-8), Walker 15 at 13.7, C Markwick 15 at 13 (6-21) and ΨNormanΩ 
Marshall 10 at 13 (5-28). Jones also took 7-18 in a GramsΩ match, but they were not included iƴ ǘƘŜ Ψ!Ω ŀǾŜǊŀƎŜǎ 
in the press ς though for the sake of overall club and player records, they are certainly included. The Bowling 
Cup award as far as club records are concerned will stay with Tree. Peasgood and Jones 9, Cecil Hillier 8 and 
Lewin Edwards 7, took the most catches.  
Bernard Skinner carried his bat for 47 not out in a total of 81 all out at Shoreham St Mary's. Southwick 'A' were 
bowled out for 25, East Preston for 42, and Worthing Police for 37.  The Police got their revenge the following 
month when bowling Grammarians out for 30 (in one of those mid-week Grams matches). The lowest total was 
42 against Storrington where the visitors went on to 93, despite the Markwick 6-21 return. Against East Preston 
the match became a two innings affair. East Preston had made 42 and 99 with Ψ!Ω making 129 and then 37-4, 
passing the 13 target and playing on.  
!ǘ bƻƴŘŜǎŎǊƛǇǘǎΣ Ψ!Ω ƳŀŘŜ ул with Laban Boorer making 46 of them. Lewin Edwards 7 was the next highest 
scorer in addition to 10 extras. Boorer once hit 4 hundreds in the 1909 summer for Horsham CC when άno one 
hit the ball over the trees and out the ground with such easeέ won their Batting Cup. He also had trials for 
Sussex CCC. The hosts passed that and batted on to 191-7. In August, 28-year-old Kentish man and Worthing 
dentist, Robert Goldsworthy Pengelly, joined the club. The άǎǘŀǊέ ƻŦ the Y.M.C.A. in 1922 for whom he scored 
514 runs and took 107 wickets at just 7 each. He ƻŦǘŜƴ ƳŀŘŜ ƻǇǇƻƴŜƴǘǎ άgo leather huntingέ including the 
Grammarians who he took for 85no. A glorious moniker and given the dubious quality of the local pitches he 
was potentially seeing a few of his future patients playing. He hit the only other 50 of summer, a score of 53 
against Mr Edmund Bayley tƛƪŜΩǎ ·L ƛƴ the ŎƭǳōΩǎ highest total of the season, 188-8. Hosts had earlier made 72, 
with Pengelly taking 3-25.  
In Lancing, the council accepted the donation by Mr George Stuart Croshaw of a piece of land for recreational 
use. This was initially called Cokeham recreation ground, renamed in 1939 as Croshaw recreation ground. 
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1924  
 

At the combined AGM meeting in April, held at the Mauvine restaurant in Montague Street, Eric Firth, the 
Worthing FC goalkeeper, was re-elected Captain ƻŦ Ψ²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎ !Ω CC for the upcoming 1924 season. Press 
reports show those in attendance at the AGM were predominantly past Grammarians and current 'A' team 
members, the 'Worthing Old Grammarians CC' representation still proving strong. Results of 12 wins 4 draws 
and 4 defeats saw further development άdespite adverse weather conditionsέ throughout the summer. Mel 
Jones retained the Batting Cup with 275 runs at 21 and a top score of 62. His record included carrying his bat 
for 33no in a total of 73 against Worthing High School. Robert Pengelly 222 at 18.5, Edward Swan 129 at 10.7, 
Bernard Skinner 159 at 8.8 and Cecil Peasgood 128 at 8.5 were leading batsmen. Pengelly had the seasonΩs top 
score of 78no (the only other 50) made in a club record total of 195-6 against Brighton College Colts.  

Left-arm bowler David McCormack won the Bowling Cup with 29 wickets at just 6.1 each (4x5w) 
with a best of a 6-for. Alongside 19-year-old Peasgood, 44 at 6.4 (4x5w, 6-9 best)) and Pengelly, 47 wickets at 
6.5 (5x5w with seasons best 7-32) they formed a devastating trio of bowlers, taking 13 hauls of 5 wickets 
between them; Mel Jones with 10 at 5.9 may have felt hard done by regarding lack of opportunity. 

McCormack (5-15) and Pengelly (5-19) disposed of Lancing College for 36 at the college ground when 
defending 102 (Peasgood 32no). Early season newspaper reports said άbad fielding was a feature and had cost 
the club at least 2 matchesέ though the press did go on to at least suggest that element of the on-field play 
improved as the season went on. Lƴ Wǳƭȅ ǘƘŜ IŜǊŀƭŘ ǊŜǇƻǊǘŜŘ άǇǊŀŎǘƛŎŀƭƭȅ ŀƭƭ ǘƘŜ ŦƛŜƭŘǎƳŜƴ ǿŀƛǘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ōŀƭƭ ǘƻ 
come to them instead of running to meet it, and thereby lose valuable seconds which nearly always result in 
an easy run for the opposing batsmenέ. Opponents were praised in that respect, none more so than Haywards 
Heath who in the match Ǌŀƴ ǘƘŜ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǘƘǊŜŜ Ψ!Ω ōŀǘǎƳŜƴ ƻǳǘΦ This is the only instance that can be found with 
first three wickets falling that way. 
Leonard Joyes, who had joined in 1922 as a 15-year-old, would take 13 catches άkeepƛƴƎ ǎǇƭŜƴŘƛŘƭȅέ and have 
a top score of 39 in his 12 matches. He would represent the club in its various guises up until 1934 in a recorded 
64 appearances. Jones, Pengelly and Peasgood often appeared for the Worthing 1st XI ς clearly the better of

as the host made 60 and 21-5 thus falling a mere 8 runs short of victory when time was called.

Worthing CC lost the use of the Sports Ground after it was converted into the tennis courts that remain to this 
day. Worthing CC therefore went into hiatus. Worthing 'A' continued as before, with all their fixtures held away 
recording 8 wins, 2 draws, 6 losses for the record; Eric Firth led for the 3rd season. The Press again emphasised 
that ά¢he town should be proud of the Old Grammarian spiritέ that continued to drive the team on.  Worthing

On the field, Cecil Peasgood won the Batting Cup with 283 runs at 28.3 and a top score of 84no (new 
club record high). That was scored out of a team total of 132 against Worthing FC. He then went on to take 7-
17. This is the only instance in the club's history of such a match double (70+ runs and 7+ wickets). He also hit 
the ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ only other half-century, 51no. Mel Jones 198 at 13, Bernard Skinner 138 at 10.6, William Tree 108 
at 9.8 and Robert Pengelly 101 at 7.77 all topped 100 runs for the summer; Jones, Tree and Pengelly hit a 40+ 
score. Tree had the ignominy of making a pair of ducks at Storrington. 

Mel Jones (32 wickets at 5.3, 2x5w), Cecil Peasgood (65 wickets at 5.6, 7x5w) and Robert Pengelly 
47 wickets at 6.7, 5x5w) well and truly dominated the bowling, with 144 out of the 148 wickets taken. They 
took 14 hauls of 5 wickets between them in the 16 matches, meaning at least one of them had a significant 
contribution every match. Whether Pengelly's 7-4 figures were trumped by Jones' 8-19 ς more wickets for more 
runs are a matter for debate. Pengelly at one point had 6-0 as Worthing High School made 29 of which 16 were 
extras. 6 batters made 0 and their top scorer was the number 11, with 6. Peasgood however had 5 hauls of 7, 
three of which came in August alone. He also had 12 wickets in a 2-innings match against Storrington (7-31 and

shot out for 16 in May. However, a month later 'A' were dismissed for 19 themselves at Graylingwell who clearly 
wanted a longer match and batted on to 138-7 before the match ended. 18-year-old wicket-keeper Lionel 
Watson made his first appearances and would serve the club for the next 34 years in many roles including 
Captain. Alongside Edwards he would in time be a driving force of the club.  

In December it was noted that the proposed new ground at Broadwater 'Manor' would not be ready 
for 1926, therefore Worthing CC would again have no team themselves for the following summer. Worthing 'A' 
would again only see away fixtures arranged for 1926. 9th September a press report on Lancing CC noted a 
άǊŜƎǊŜǘǘŜŘ moveέ from the Lancing Manor Ground to the new Cokeham recreation ground after 70 years. The 
press announced ǘƘŜ άgraceful bŀǘǎƳŀƴέ (former Sussex Colt who had played at Lords in 1882 for South versus 
the North), Laban Boorer, had been appointed as Worshipful Master of the Worthing Lodge of Craft 
Freemasons. He was soon to be ending an 18-year tenure as Headmaster of Durrington School. His 10 matches

summer listed Skinner and Firth having played, sharing their time with duties for Worthing Ψ!ΩΦ  

A press report detailed George Kerswell (1922-25 chairman) having been charged with fraud and 
sentenced to 12 months hard labour.

Season results of 10 wins, 2 draws and 9 losses saw a 'winning' season for the 3rd year in a row with the team 
reported as being now called 'Worthing II'. άThe side might almost with justification call themselves the 
Worthing Club, for they are they are certainly not far short of the strength of the Worthing Club when it ceased 
ǘƻ ŦǳƴŎǘƛƻƴΦέ Committee and players though were still principally those that began in 1922 as the Grammarians.  

In August the team had a Tour that would take in Steyning, Hailsham, Battle, Heathfield and finally 
Hellingly Mental Hospital. For the period this made significant headlines in the sports press. Hailsham recovered 
from 8-5 to post 252-8 (Pengelly 3-90) which was an incredible turnaround and άǎǘǊƛƪƛƴƎƭȅ ƛƭƭǳǎǘǊŀǘŜŘ ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘΩs 
ƎƭƻǊƛƻǳǎ ǳƴŎŜǊǘŀƛƴǘȅέΦ 'A' replied with 97. The tour party included many guests who proved to be more than 
useful allies. The first tour match at Steyning saw the Club's first ever century by Bernard Skinner (102), who 
had just turned 21, during a 10-wicket victory chasing 168. 'A' batted on to 288-7 which stood until 1992 as the 
highest team total and it remains the second highest away total. Alongside Jones, Skinner, a future Southdown 
bus driver, had another 100-run partnership against Arundel. John Matthews made a couple of appearances 
for 'A' and would later go on to score 1000+ runs for the reformed Worthing CC side and on further to represent 
Sussex CCC in 40 matches. Mel Jones with 604 runs at 35.5 scored nearly twice as many runs as the next man, 
Skinner. He hit 5x50 and became the first and last batsman until after World War II to pass 500 runs. In early 
May he hit 70no and 62no on consecutive weekends. Skinner 306 at 17, Robert Pengelly 254 at 14, Cecil 
Peasgood 187 at 13.3, the dairyman, Norman de la Fuente 152 at 13, Eric Firth 257 at 12.8 (best 66), Leonard 
Joyes 110 at 12 and Bernard Goodge 110 at 11.0 passed 100. George Nicholson (53no) and 25-year-old Herbert 
Sloane Mather (62, on tour) ŀƭǎƻ Ƙƛǘ рлΩǎΦ   
19-year-old Norman de la Fuente won the Bowling Cup with 31 wickets at 7.4 with 6-21 best and 3-4 which 
included all 3 in one over.  Mel Jones took 36 at 9 each with 6-17 and 5-21 his best returns. Pengelly bowled 
267 overs taking 64 wickets at 11 with 4x5w hauls which only placed him 3rd. Peasgood 25 at 11.2 (5-39) and 
Firth 19 at 14.5 were other qualifiers. Albert Matthews 17 wickets had 5-44 and 5-64. Leading catchers: Firth 
24, Pengelly 13, Robert de la Fuente 13, Norman de la Fuente 9 and Bill Tree 9. The de la Fuente brothers, 
Worthing born respectively in 1901 and 1907, were of Spanish ancestry.  
Much of the team would not play another season for the Worthing Old Grammarians CC/ 'A' /II club as on 8th 
December press announced Worthing CC would be re-starting in summer 1927 at their new Broadwater Manor 
ground and a full merger of members would see the end of the first phase of Worthing Old Grammarians CC. 

During the summers of 1927 to 1930, Mel Jones, Peasgood, Pengelly, Skinner, Tree and Firth would 
all feature regularly in the Worthing CC XI. Pengelly and Peasgood continued to be prominent all-rounders. In 
1931, Jones (batted left, bowled right) would move to Findon CC. Pengelly who had taken 14 hauls of 5 wickets 
of more in just 55 matches for Grammarians would only re-appear in press later in 1935 for crown bowls - 
perhaps he was concentrating on his dentistry practice. Firth would go on to be an influential administrator for 
Worthing CC right up to WW2 - where he would reach the rank of Major, Home Guard - which perhaps explains 
his continued presence in the side as he was a non-bowling tailender. A 1934 Worthing CC team photo had 
Tree and Peasgood (aged 29, see photo below) present. Firth, aged 37, besuited (see photo below). Peasgood 
was still representing Worthing CC occasionally in 1940 at the age of 35. All had ceased their time with Grams.

Ex-Gram, Herbert Sloane Mather scored 200no for Worthing CC against Hove CC at the County ground, Hove.  

 
Past Grammarian members were saddened by the news of the passing of Major George Frederick Sexton.  

Former vice president and a principal benefactor to the new club in 1922. He was just 56 years old.  

Worthing Old Grammarians Cricket Club - 1931-1964 
 
On 20th June 1931, Worthing Old Grammarians Football Club organised a cricket match against the footballers 
of Storrington FC. In the XI were 18-year-old William Ψ.ŜǊǘΩ Woolgar, Frederick ΨCyrilΩ Childs, Lionel Watson, and 
Henry Muggeridge, who would form the backbone of the reformed cricket club for the next two decades. Other 
players: Ronald Churcher, Walter ΨDouglasΩ Argent, CJ Hillier, AT Gravett, AE Swain, Anthony Clark and Hugh 
Denyer. ΨCyrilΩ Childs (as he would always prefer to be named) would continue playing for Worthing CC until 
1933 where he also held a committee position. ΨDougΩ Argent (another to prefer to be known by middle name) 
would be the GrammariansΩ President for many post war years.  
The match was won by Grams, despite defending only 83 (Woolgar 37) as Storrington could only muster 52 
with Albert Swain taking 6-30 and Woolgar 3-11.  
In January, 24-year-old Cyril Childs, άescaped serious injuryέ when άa loose horse galloping in the middle of the 
Beeding to Old Shoreham Bridge road struck the wing of his car and came through the windscreen.έ  

1934  
 
There was no formal announcement in the press, but from late June, match results began to appear.  

Four matches were reported, with Grammarians winning three of them. They were again calling 
themselves 'Worthing Old Grammarians' due to the link to the football club of the same name ς especially as 
since the break of the cricket club the footballers were principally the same lads/men who had been playing 
cricket up until cessation. They would keep that name now up until the 1965 season. 26-year-old Ernest 
Craddock shared bowling honours with 21-year-old William Woolgar and would continue to do so up until 
World War II. Woolgar took 13 wickets in the 3 matches he played at just 7 each with 4-43, 5-33 and 4-17. 

The top score of the summer of 67no (2x6, 11x4) was hit by Leonard Joyes, who was one of only a 
handful of players to represent the club before and after the 1927-33 hiatus though he was still appearing for 
Worthing CC. This was in a team total of 203-9 at Barnes Green on 23rd June. Grams had been 127-9 before last 
man Lewin Edwards (21no) helped Joyes put on 76 for the 10th wicket. It must be said that Barnes Green had 
earlier declared at 163-8, so Grams won by 1 wicket some 40 runs previously, then batted on. In another match 
against Brans Green, Cecil Hillier scored 48no from no.3 in the 143 total. Hosts were all out for 113, Woolgar 5-
33, Anthony Clarke 3-38, Hillier 2-22. Shoreham Grammar School made 33 with Clark 4-9 and Woolgar 4-17.  

In the 79 total against Old Azurians, extras made 38 (48% of total) followed by Lionel Watson with 
12. Full card, Watson 12, Childs 4, Hillier 1, Joyes 4, Edwards 6, Brazier 3, K Denyer 5, Craddock 0, Ruckledge 2, 
Elborough 3no, P Clark 1, Argent 0. Azurians won by 3 wickets and then continued on to 95 with Hillier taking 
5-27.  
It could be said that most of the original Old Grammarians CC ΨǘŜŜƴǎΩ ǘƘŀǘ ǊŜŀǇǇŜŀǊŜŘ ǿŜǊŜ ǎǘƛƭƭ ƻƴƭȅ ƛƴ ǘƘŜƛǊ 
late 20's, so were far from past their best by this time. Over at Worthing CC, former Grammarian, Cecil 
Peasgood, headed the bowling averages with 18 wickets at 13 each. 
The Football Club throughout this period had retained the Grammarians name, so the connection and 
association were still strongly linked to that original formation back in 1922.  

Mel Jones was at Findon CC throughout the мфолΩǎ scoring heavily, including 3 hundreds and a 99 
and was named captain for the 1946 season. He was aged 29 in photo used at the foot of the 1926 review.  

Peasgood (Worthing CC) also chose not to move back with a line/crease well and truly drawn in the 
sand. Cyril Childs played three of the four matches as his time at Worthing CC was ending, especially due to his 
increasing connection with Grams Football Club.  
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1935  
 
March 19th saw a meeting at the Central Hotel, where the club was officially reformed. Cyril Childs was named 
captain, Lionel Watson vice-captain, Lewin Edwards the club secretary and treasurer. Lionel ²ŀǘǎƻƴΩǎ ŦŀǘƘŜǊ, 
54-year-old John Leonard Watson, was named president and would hold that position until 1940.  

"The object is mainly to provide cricket matches for members of the football club, some of whom 
are nearing the veteran age for football but wish to keep in touch with the club. Membership shall be confined 
therefore to Football Club members and former colƭŜƎŜΣ ƎǊŀƳƳŀǊ ŀƴŘ ƘƛƎƘ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ōƻȅǎέΦ ¢ƘŜǊŜ ǿŀǎ ǘƻ ōŜ ƴƻ 
match fee as various money raising events were to be organised and the annual subscription was 2 guineas. 

September press "the newly reformed Worthing Old Grammarians Cricket Club had a successful 
summer. Results being 15 wins, 2 draws, 2 losses with home games played at Homefield Park, The Rotary and 
Victoria Park. Local newspapers (Worthing Gazette, Worthing Herald and Shoreham Herald) all continued to 
print full scorecards each week for all local clubs right up until the 1950's when the newspapers merged and 
the reporting changed to the odd paragraph and bullet point scores.  
William Woolgar headed the batting averages to win the Batting Cup, 307 runs at 18 with 57 top score. 
Second was Anthony Clark 136 at 17 (58 top score) with Ray Chesterton 3rd with 149 runs at 16.5 with 43 his 
top score. Lewin Edwards best season, 225 runs at 14 (with career best 42)Φ [ƛƻƴŜƭ ²ŀǘǎƻƴ ƘŀŘ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ǘƻǇ 
score, 67no, in his 203 runs at 12.7. Cyril Childs 157 and Anthony Brazier 101 were others to pass 100 runs.

The Bowling Cup went to Ernest Craddock, 46 wickets at just 6.43 (best of 4-8). Cyril Childs 21 wickets at 6.7 
included a remarkable 5-3 in the 12-run win over Worthing Law. William Woolgar added to his weight of runs 
with 40 wickets at 8.2 with 3x5w hauls ƛƴŎƭǳŘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ ƻŦ т-23 as Worthing FC made 40 chasing

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bowling hosts out for 43. At Petworth Park in August, the hosts scored a miserable 53, but that was sufficient 
to win by 5 runs. W Woolgar was leading catcher with 10, followed by L Watson 8, C Childs 7 and A Brazier 6.   

19-year-old Leonard Punter appeared in Gram colours for first time. Punter, of whom it was said 
was a άshy but determined individualέ, was still an Old Azurian of whom he had been a founding member in

summer of 1934 to take position as school master at Worthing High. He would initially share his time with 
Worthing CC 1st and 2nd XI.

Over in Lancing, the Manor House that had in 1920 been sold by the Carr-Lloyd family to Lancing

Again, playing once a weekend, the results of won 5, drew 5, lost 8, abandoned 1, cancelled 1 were a 
disappointment after the previous summer. New opponents included Broadbridge Heath, Slindon, and 
Amberley as well as the usual double-headers against Findon, Old Azurians and Clayton. Cyril Childs was Captain 
and would eventually play circa 200 matches for the club over a long career. Home games again saw the club 
host sides at Homefield Park, The Rotary, Victoria Park and Durrington Rec 

The Batting Cup was won by Leonard Pullen, who only twice batted above no.7 in the order and 
boosted by a few not-outs, including an innings of 59no from number 10 (a record for that batting position). 
He finished with 185 runs for an 18.5 average. Harry Foinette 105 at 17 was runner up. Anthony Brazier 213 at 
13 (56 best) and Childs 169 at 13 (67 best) next. William Woolgar 205 at 11 and Henry Muggeridge 134 at 8 
were the last of six to pass 100 runs for the summer. At the Victoria ground against Worthing Municipal, Pullen 
shared an 85-run partnership for the 10th wicket with James Black (29) in taking the score from 125-9 to the 
season high of 210 before the visitors were then dismissed for 96. That partnership record would stand for 50 
years! No other number 10 batsman would hit a 50 for another 83 years! Worthing Herald reported the

Lionel 
Watson and Lewin Edwards all featured heavily with overall 10 players appearing in more than half the 
matches. Bowlers were still having their say in most games as totals rarely passed 100. Broadbridge Heath 
making just 19 (Woolgar 6-7, Craddock 4-9). Watson took 6 catches and 7 stumpings in the summer and 
received headline ά²ŀǘǎƻƴ ƪŜŜǇǎ ǿƛŎƪŜǘ ǿŜƭƭέ when not conceding any extras as Petworth scored 187.

At the GrammarianǎΩ annual general meeting the treasurer and club secretary, Lewin Edwards, announced that 
funds were now £3 11s 6d. 
 

The club heard the sad passing of Laban Boorer. 30 seasons with Horsham CC then 20 with Worthing CC.  
A legendary figure in local cricket he played 9 matches for Grammarians, 1923-25. He was 70 years old. 
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1937  
 

Pre-season started with reports of an exodus of players. However, only Anthony Brazier, who had played 17 of 
the 18 matches in 1936, was gone for good (to Worthing CC). Nevertheless, by the end of 1937 season the 
backbone of the side remained strong. Pre-season nets were held at Victoria recreation ground, on Mondays 
and Thursdays shared with ƭƻŎŀƭ ΨrivalsΩ, Old Azurians. 23 matches were played, 14 were won, 2 drawn and 7 
lost. Homefield Park, The Rotary and Victoria Recreational Ground were 'home'. These parks still exist some 85 
years later, though only the Rotary is a venue for cricket. Last fixture of the season was only 28th August, mainly 
due to many of the cricketers were playing football for Grammarians FC.  

A May match report stated, άOf their new players (Charlie) Coleman showed promise with the bat, 
although he scored ƻƴƭȅ рέΦ 30-year-old William Ramsay Semmons appeared for the first time and would end 
the season winning both the Batting and Bowling Cups. Helped by 5 not outs, his 342 runs gave him an average 
of 57 - heights previously unheard of. His top score of 100no was the first under the 'Grammarians' flag, as the 
previous hundred, by Bernard Skinner, was as Worthing II. Len Pullen 306 at 21 included 3x50 (best 58), William 
Woolgar 358 at 19.9, оȄрл όōŜǎǘ тпύΦ /ȅǊƛƭ /ƘƛƭŘǎΣ IŀǊǊȅ CƻƛƴŜǘǘŜ ŀƴŘ [Ŝƴ tǳƴǘŜǊ ŀƭƭ Ƙƛǘ рлΩǎ ŀƴŘ ŎƛǊŎŀ нлл ǊǳƴǎΦ 

Semmons ripped out 31 wickets at 7 each too and alongside Woolgar, 42 at 9 (2x5w), left-arm 
Foinette 29 at 8 and Childs 31 at 10 (best 6-26) there was always someone grabbing the lions share each game. 
Ernest Craddock 19 (6-9 best), William Wells 17 (5-20 best), Punter 15 (4-2 best) and Lewin Edwards 13 also 
chipped in. Childs (54) and Semmons (68no) put on a then record 103 for the 4th wicket against Barnes Green 
as Grammarians racked up 245-5. Barnes Green then made 89 for a Grams win by 156 runs. Watson as keeper, 
was again the leading catcher, with 14 (plus 4 stumpings). Childs led the fielders with 10 ahead of Howard Jay 
(reserve keeper), Punter and Semmons all with 7. Invited to club by local estate agent Howard Jay, 30-year-old 
left-hander Frank Allen debuted in an innings victory over Ditchling. He hit a άrapidέ 61 in Grammarians 170. 
Ditchling then made 67 and 70. Allen was away άup North on businessέ for the next two years, so did not return 
to Grammarians until after the war. Woolgar achieved the Ψmini-doubleΩ, 300 runs and 30 wickets. 

Fourteen teams entered the inaugural Worthing Knock Out Tournament. Matches were 16 overs of 
8 balls. Grammarians lost in 1st round, scoring a paltry 30 all out chasing Worthing MunicipalΩs 42. That 
prompted ǘƘŜ ƘŜŀŘƭƛƴŜ ƻŦ ΨaǳƴƛŎƛǇŀƭΩǎ surprise for Grammariansέ. In the final, Nondescripts CC beat Old 
Azurians by 18 runs to win the splendidly named ΨAlderman Brackley CupΩ. !ǘ ǘƘŜ ŎƭǳōΩǎ !ƴƴǳŀƭ DŜƴŜǊŀƭ aŜŜǘƛƴƎ 
ƛǘ ǿŀǎ ŀƴƴƻǳƴŎŜŘ ǘƘŀǘ Ŏƭǳō ŦǳƴŘǎ ǿŜǊŜ άƻƴŜ ǇŜƴƴȅέΦ Lancing Manor House after years of closure was converted. 
Stables into flats, rooms for clubs to rent, dance hall, tennis and squash courts. Local press was promoting it as 
a centre of entertainment. Worthing CC now had a 3rd XI which focussed on attracting younger players from 
local/rival clubs. 
Lancing CC moved from their Cokeham recreation ground to Lancing Manor for this season, renting the pitch 
and the pavilion. Complaint soon arose that the pŀǾƛƭƛƻƴ ǿŀǎ Ƨǳǎǘ άŀƴ ŜƳǇǘȅ ǎƘŜƭƭέ ǿƛǘƘ άƴƻ ǎŜŀǘǎ ƻǊ Ŏƻŀǘ Ƙƻƻƪǎέ 
As the bowls club did not open until 1938 the cricket club had full use of the building, the only time a cricket 
team had that luxury. At the end of the season, as agreed they moved to the Monks rec. However, the grandiose 
plans of the local council to turn the area into a sports complex did not actually come to pass ς with local 
parishioners voting against it. The [ŀƴŎƛƴƎ aŀƴƻǊ ΨpavilionΩ then became home solely to the bowls club. 

 
The club heard the passing of Arthur Somerset. Former Grams vice president, Sussex CC player. He was 81.  
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1938  
 
Two principal events occurred this season: Grammarians reached the knock-out Cup Final (watched by over 
400 spectators at the Rotary) - and the hard-hitting batsman and medium pacer, 20-year-old Dave Rickard 
appeared in Grammarians colours for the first time. Having played for Broadwater in 1935 and Old Azurians in 
1936 (winning bowling cup, 30 wickets at 6.7) and 1937 (appearing in that first knock-out final). HeΩŘ be a 
stalwart in the Worthing FC and Worthing reserve sides too as full back/reserve keeper) for many years. 

18 clubs entered the knock-out competition, including 7 new sides that included the Worthing 
Unemployed Organisation, West Worthing Baptists CC, Boys Club CC and Worthing Brotherhood CC.  

The route to the Cup Final exploded during the quarter-final, with 29-year-old 'Harry' Foinette 
hitting 102no in just 62 minutes with 12x4, 2x5 and 5x3. His hundred came up off the penultimate ball of the 
20th over. ά¢ŜǊǊƛŦƛŎ ƻŦŦ-drives provided his main scoring strokesΣ ǿƛǘƘ ƴƻ ŎƘŀƴŎŜǎ ƎƛǾŜƴέ. His partner, Punter, 
had only 7 by the time Foinette brought up his 50. This stood for over 70 years as the quickest hundred scored 
for the club ς and still the fastest by a left-handed batsman. Newspaper reports later praised CƻƛƴŜǘǘŜΩǎ 
άHurricane Hittingέ being a feature of his great all-round play. The Semi-final saw Grams defend 59 by 
dismissing N.A.L.G.O for 47 with a key feature being άbrilliant work by Watson ōŜƘƛƴŘ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳƳǇǎέ as well as 5 
wickets each for both Woolgar and Semmons. The final against Worthing Chippingdale at the Worthing Manor 
started in rain then abandoned in a storm after just 5 overs with Grams 12-1. In the replay at the Rotary, Punter 
24, Rickard 12, Foinette 11, Watson 16, Woolgar 25no and R Coleman 0no saw Grams make 97-4 in their 20 
overs. The only maiden of the match by Woolgar saw the crowd άwarmly applaudingέ, but ChippΩǎ Captain, 
Cecil White, hit the winning runs off the first ball of last over at 98-5.

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The start of the season was pretty good too. 22-year-old Len Punter (111no, 17x4) and 31-year-old William 
Semmons (102no, 1x6 12x4) came together at 13-2 and were not parted taking the score to 225. The 212 
unbroken partnership for the 3rd wƛŎƪŜǘ ǊŜƳŀƛƴǎ ŀ ǊŜŎƻǊŘ ǘƻ ǘƘƛǎ ŘŀȅΦ άtǳƴǘŜǊΣ ǎŎƻǊƛƴƎ ŦǊŜŜƭȅ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ ƻŦŦ-side,

partnership was controversial for some years. With press regarding it being the record in local cricket, other 
clubs pointed out Grammarians had passed their opponents total (85) after opening bowlers had bowled 19 
overs. They then batted on, with the ƴŜȄǘ άф bored bowlers of N.A.L.G.Oέ ƘŀǾƛƴƎ ŀ ōƻǿƭΦ Cǳƭƭ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ ǊŜǎǳƭǘǎΣ 
which included the Cup matches, were 25 matches, with 15 won, 7 draws and only 3 defeats. The season 
finished 3rd {ŜǇǘŜƳōŜǊΦ CƛȄǘǳǊŜǎ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŜȄǘŜƴŘ ǘƻ ƳƛŘ {ŜǇǘ ǳƴǘƛƭ ǘƘŜ мфрлΩǎ ŀƴŘ ǘƻ ƭŀǘŜǊ ƛƴ {ŜǇǘember until the 
ǘǳǊƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ мфслΩǎΦ Grammarian cricketers; Rickard, Foinette, Watson, Punter, Semmons and Pullen, were also 
Grammarian footballers, so likely some conflict of interest and split loyalties.  

Helped by their hundreds, Punter 572 at 31.8 (also 2x50), Semmons 409 at 31.4 and Foinette 400 at 
28.5 headed the Batting averages. Watson (285, 67no best), Woolgar (293,) and Rickard (300) all scored well. 
Leonard Pullen (124), Cyril Childs (140) and Howard Jay (110) all scored over 100 runs.  

Foinette won the Bowling Cup, in 130 overs he took 51 wickets at 7 runs each with 3x5w. A best of 
8-21 and an astonishing 7-5 as Barns Green made just 27, plus a 6-23. So, a hundred and an 8-fer in the season. 
Other notables: William Semmons 27 at 9 (2x5w), Woolgar 51 at 9.7 (2x5w, 5-12 best), with Ernest Craddock 
18 wickets, Punter 16, Childs and William Wells 12 next. The Herald printed the full averages for 12 batsmen

Only 13 matches were reported. 8 won, 1 drawn and 4 lost. Homefield Park and The Rotary were "home".  
The star player of the season was Dave Rickard. He was to unluckily finish second in both the Batting 

and Bowling Averages despite 351 runs at 21 (2x50, 80 ŀƴŘ ŀ άǎǇƭŜƴŘƛŘέ тр) and 29 wickets at 5.3 (2x5w, 7-25 
best). Rickard finished behind the occasional player, 25-year-old ΨŘƛǎǇŀǘŎƘ ǊƛŘŜǊΩ George Cannons, who had 
scored just 23 runs in 4 innings prior to hitting a match winning 86no (16x4) at no.6 against Portsmouth 
Bohemians ǿƛǘƘ ǇǊŜǎǎ ƘŜŀŘƭƛƴŜ ƻŦ ά/ŀƴƴƻƴǎ Goes Great GǳƴǎέΦ The match was won by 1 run though Grams 
chased the target and once passed it they lost their last wicket. {ŜŎƻƴŘ ǘƻǇ ǎŎƻǊŜ ǿŀǎ /ŀƴƴƻƴǎΩ ōǊƻǘƘŜǊ CǊŀƴƪΣ 
making his sole appearance as a guest, 13. A final 109 runs at an average of 27 was a rather sneaky Cup win. 
Having 4 innings would have discounted him, but this 5th innings of the summer appears to have been enough 
to see him qualify. Cannons found more success as a local footballer with the press calling him άǘƘŀǘ ǿŜƭƭ ƪƴƻǿƴ 
ǎǇƻǊǘǎƳŀƴέΦ Rickard had however made a marker for future seasons. Harry Foinette, Cyril Childs and Len Punter 
all scored 200+ runs. Punter, Foinette and Lionel Watson ƘƛǘǘƛƴƎ рлΩǎ during the summer.  

William Semmons and another Worthing CC guest (and future Sussex CC player), Denys Greenfield, 
all took around a dozen cheap wickets, as did Foinette, 13 at 9 each with 5-30 best. Perhaps decent groundsmen 
were thin on the 'ground' at the time. Guest bowler, 18-year-old William ΨNormanΩ Mercer (future Worthing CC 
stalwart and 3-time Sussex CCC player), ripped out 12 wickets at 4 each from just 13 overs with his leg-breaks 
to win the Bowling Cup, by far the fewest number of overs bowled to win the Cup. On 8th July at the Rotary 
against Southwick CC, Ernest Craddock took a hat-trick with his second and third victims being two ΨloanedΩ 
players, ǘƘŜ DǊŀƳƳŀǊƛŀƴǎΩ William Woolgar and George Cannons!

Low scores were a common feature. Having bowled Barns Green out for 55 (Rickard 7-25), Grams fell for 28 
with Childs top scorer with 7. Grammarians managed to defend 81 against Clayton (56) though due to efforts 
of Denys Greenfield (4-14) and Punter (3-16).  There was no repeat of the Cup heroics as Grammarians fell in

out for 84 before surpassing that and then continuing to 138 with Foinette (55) and Greenfield (40) to the fore. 
Punter 9, Rickard 8 and Lionel Watson 5 were the leading catchers. During a bitterly cold first match of the 
season at Broadwater, Howard Jay (38no) and Len Pullen (47no) came together at 47-6 and put on a record 88 
unbroken for 7th wicket. W Wells (unknown Christian name), 58 matches and 71 wickets between 1936-39 did 
not return after WW2.  
At the AGM, March 13th, Lewin Edwards resign as Club Secretary due to business pressures, having first 
undertaking the role at the inception of the original Grammarians CC club in 1922. He would however regain 
the position post war. Lionel Watson, club treasurer, announced that the club funds were ΨŎƻƳŦƻǊǘŀōƭŜΩΦ

It is of little surprise that the season was cut short due to WWII. Local press in January was concerned that 
cricket Ŏƭǳōǎ Ƴŀȅ ƴƻǘ ƘŀǾŜ ŜƴƻǳƎƘ ƳŜƳōŜǊǎ ǘƘŀǘ ŀǊŜ άǘƻƻ ƻƭŘ ǘƻ ōŜ ǎƻƭŘƛŜǊǎΣ ōǳǘ ȅƻǳƴƎ ŜƴƻǳƎƘ ǘƻ ŎƘŀǎŜ ŀ 
ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘ ōŀƭƭέΦ aŀƴȅ Ŏƭǳōǎ would have to share their playing members and grounds to get by. Grammarians were 
άluckier than most in the reserved occupations, expect to be alrightέ.  

February press stated Grams and Old Azurians were to unofficially merge in order to have sufficient 
members. As it transpired, only six local matches were recorded for Grams, 2 won, 1 drawn, 3 lost being the 
results and only 5 of 24 players in the summer had been or would be future Grammarians players. Those being 
Harry Foinette, Lionel Watson, Cyril Childs, Ernest Craddock and Dave Rickard. The remainder being guests. 
One guest, ²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎ //Ωǎ John 'Jack' Eaton played 5 of the 6 games. He had played for Sussex CCC on a few 
occasions as wicket-keeper. For Grammarians he was of course a standard above. He scored the only 50 of the 
summer, 53no against Lancing out of 102 all out. He took 16 wickets at a little over 4 runs apiece with a best of 
7-18 at Victoria Park when Grams defended 95 by bowling Nondescripts out for 75,  which just pipped ahead 
of Rickard's 16 at 5.6 each. Rickard took the seasonΩs best 8-26 against Lancing CC, who were ripped out for 51. 
He also took 5-65 against Worthing CC in a 12-a-side match at the Manor ground including that of ex- 
Grammarian, Peasgood, playing the last recorded match for him in the area. The batting of Eaton (27) and 
Watson (33) was άƻǳǘǎǘŀƴŘƛƴƎέ ƛƴ ǘƘŀǘ ƳŀǘŎƘΦ Mr A. Wormold guested once (5-18). As fixtures and player 
availability fragmented, three Grammarian players joined Findon CC. Foinette (playing 5) won their Batting Cup 
pushing ex-Gram Mel Jones into 2nd place. Foinette also took 7-24 in a rout of Storrington on way to winning 
their Bowling Cup too. Grams (with Foinette) played Findon, having them at 72-9, prior to a 61 last-wicket stand 
taking their score to 133. That would prove to be 14 too many as only Foinette (40) and Watson (34) did well. 

The following six summers were pretty much devoid of any local cricket. Broadwater, Chipps, 
Nondescripts, Findon and Worthing all continued with a pool of guest players helping whoever needed it most.  

Rickard missed the (peak?) years of playing from the age of 21 to 27. When his final career figures 
are noted, the period 1940-1946 arguably cost him 2,000 runs and 300 wickets, Foinette feasibly the same 
level. 27-year-old William Woolgar the leading run-scorer and wicket taker of the мфолΩǎ did not return after 
the war for Grammarians. Neither did 33-year-old William Semmons, who from 1937 and 1939 scored over 800 
runs at average of 31 (club average was <15). Playing for Broadwater CC during Grams War-time hiatus, he 
continued to play golf post-war as captain of the Hill Barn Club up until 1960 with a handicap as low as 3. He 
held the course amateur record with 66. A big loss to the Grams, though that partnership record remains.  

²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎ //Ωǎ 17-year-old left-hander, Donald Smith, guested for Grams, (scoring 30 and taking 1 
wicket). In June he scored a ton for Worthing CC and was soon on radar of representative sides and Sussex CCC.

The 5th (Sussex) Battalion Home Guard Cricket team for a match at Lords against 5th (Surrey) Battalion Home 
Guard on July 24th was announced with Lionel Watson selected as wicket-keeper. Past/future Grams players 
also selected were: Home Guard cricket secretary, 44-year-old Lieutenant Eric Firth (Grams 1922-26), 41-year-
old Herbert Mather (1926), Norman Mercer (1937-56), WƻƘƴ ΨJackΩ Eaton (1940-51) and Ron Sexton (1953-58).  
There was some doubt if the match would be played, as you can expect, circumstances could change rapidly. It 
was stated that five reserves were named, including Ψkeeper, W.E Grace. Though press first announced ά²ΦDέ 
this was not the hirsute England legend nor W.DΩǎ ǎƻƴΣ ŀƭǎƻ ƴŀƳŜŘ ²ƛƭƭƛam Gilbert, but was still a member of 
that cricketing dynasty. He was an ex-Kent ΨcoltΩ stationed in Worthing. It makes for a nice story. Lieutenant-
Colonel Grace was honoured with an O.B.E in 1943. For the record: Ψ{ǳǎǎŜȄΩ нпн ōŜŀǘ Ψ{ǳǊǊŜȅΩ фн ōȅ мрл Ǌǳƴǎ. 
Mather 54, Eaton 11, Sexton 25, Firth 27 and Watson 18. Watson kept wicket with his main success being to 
stump the former Arsenal, Aston Villa, and England footballer (6 caps) and Test Cricketer (1 Cap versus the 1921 
Aussies) Andrew Ducat, for 0. Alongside the celebrated C.B Fry, Ducat is one of only 11 to have played 
internationally for England at both sports. Eaton 2-37 and Sexton 1-9 were the successful Gram ΨƭƛƴƪŜŘΩ bowlers. 

The Herald began reporting matches by ά¢ƘŜ ƴŜǿƭȅ ŦƻǊƳŜŘ [ŀƴŎƛƴƎ !ǘƘƭŜǘƛŎ //έ at Lancing Rec. 
 

The club heard Edwin Strudwick, the pre-war Old Azurian Captain (1930-39), whoΩŘ played for Grams in 
1935, had been killed in action, flying for the Royal Air Force. He was just 30 years old. 

1942  
 
The repeat match of 5th (Sussex) Battalion Home Guard against 5th (Surrey) Battalion Home Guard was 
abandoned when Andrew Ducat suffered a suspected heart attack whilst batting. He was facing spinner Jack 
Eaton and had just joked to keeper W.E DǊŀŎŜ άǘƘŀǘ ǿŀǎ ŀ fast ƻƴŜέ ŀƴŘ then άplayed a yorker to mid-off with 
a slightly jarring stroke. He then stood back, rocked on his heels and then pitched to the ground.έ Ducat who 
was 56 years old had been involved in a motor accident on his way to the ground and was said to have been 
suffering from shock and it had been suggested that he ǎƘƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǇƭŀȅŜŘ. He was pronounced dead before 
arrival at hospital. He is the only person to have died while playing in a match at Lords. His entry in the scorecard 
has an unwanted ǳƴƛǉǳŜƴŜǎǎΣ άƴƻǘ ƻǳǘ dŜŀŘέΦ For the record the past/future Grams players present were Eric 
Firth (Grams 1922-26), Norman de la Fuente (1926), Herbert Mather (1926), Donald Victor Smith (1940), John 
ΨJackΩ Eaton (1940-51) and Ron Sexton (1953-58).

The club was very sad to hear that the 1935-40 club president, John Leonard Watson, had died aged 61.

A third and last match at Lords was now between 5th (Sussex) Battalion Home Guard and a team from the whole 
Surrey Battalion Home Guard (as they struggled to recruit from just one Battalion) ǎŀǿ ŦŜǿŜǊ ΨGramsΩ 
associated players appear. Eric Firth was now a Major of the Home Guard and still the cricket secretary. 36-
year-old Norman de la Fuente (1926), Robert de la Fuente (1926) being somewhat ΨpastΩ and only WƻƘƴ ΨJackΩ 
Eaton (1940-51) what you might call present, albeit he only played a reported 7 matches for Grams. Eaton was 
making his third appearance at Lords, though he most likely had played there as wicket-keeper for Sussex CCC 
during his time with them from 1926 up until the war. HŜ ǘƻƻƪ н ǎǘǳƳǇƛƴƎǎ ŀƴŘ ŀ ŎŀǘŎƘ ŀǎ Ψ{ǳǎǎŜȄΩ Ǌŀƴ ƻǳǘ 
winners by 9 wickets. Eaton scored 11 but it was Norman de la Fuente, with 45 (including a six), who was the 
innings top scorer. Post war Fuente would join Middleton CC and right through to the 1960Ωǎ he was to star for 
them, hitting thousands of runs and many hundreds that were ƭƛǘǘŜǊŜŘ ǿƛǘƘ сΩǎΦ  

At the Lancing Manor Park, the newly formed άLancing Clubέ played its first cricket match at their 
ƴŜǿ άƘŜŀŘǉǳŀǊǘŜǊǎέ. Lancing Civil Defence CC were also hosting matches at the Manor ground. In fact, over 
the next couple of wartime summers the Manor was used by various cricket clubs as other parks and recreation 
grounds throughout the Worthing area were still unavailable, many being used as allotments. Sgǘ άtŜǘŜǊέ 
Rickard, R.A.F, is announced in Worthing press as new father with his Christian name in quote marks, suggesting 
a pseudonym/alias. 9ǊƴŜǎǘ ΨHarryΩ Foinette moved from Worthing to Derbyshire for two years to be a wartime 
schoolmaster. Leading Aircraftman Cyril Childs would soon be stationed in Cairo with the R.A.F and his brother 
Norman, a former Gram, a Sergeant stationed with an infantry battalion in Italy. 

1944  
 
Former Grammarian, 31-year-old PC William Ψ.ŜǊǘΩ Woolgar, had begun appearing for both the Worthing and 
²Ŝǎǘ {ǳǎǎŜȄ tƻƭƛŎŜ ·LΩǎ ŘǳǊƛƴƎ the 1943 summer. From 1944 through to 1948 his name would only ever appear 
fleetingly each summer playing ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ tƻƭƛŎŜ ·LΩǎ, nearly always taking a handful of wickets. Perhaps his career 
prevented him playing elsewhere. That said, Grammarians had of course stopped. A big loss to any proposed 
re-forming Grammarians, though he held the honour of being the first bowler to reach 200 wickets for the club. 

Herald again (see 1941) reported: άLancing Athletic Club Ƙŀǎ ŦƻǊƳŜŘ ŀ ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘ Ŏƭǳō ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǘƛƳŜέ.  
 

Press reported that Ronald Churcher, who had the initials R.A.F, had died in Burma of his battle wounds.  
IŜΩŘ played in the 1931 match versus the Football Club before going on to play for Worthing CC. He was 31. 

1945  
 

Pre-war player and future chairman, 36-year-old Freddie Bedward, was demobbed after more than 5 yearsΩ 
service. He had volunteered in February 1940 and as an electrical and radio engineer his role encompassed 
servicing radar equipment. Donald Smith was a Royal Air Force pilot ƛƴ Ƙƛǎ ŜŀǊƭȅ нлΩǎΦ LǘΩǎ ƘŀǊŘ ǘƻ comprehend 
how harrowing the war must have been for all. Respect to all Grammarians who served their country and to 
those who did not return at all to their pre-war lives. 
 
In July club heard Hugh Denyer who played in the 1931 match and 6 more in 1934, had died of cancer at 38. 

 
Later in July the club heard Edward G Knoblock, the clubΩǎ мst President, had died. He was 71 years old. 

1946                                                                       
 
In March Grams announced plans in the local press that they intended to play during the summer. However, 
pitches, fixtures and players could not be brought together in time. It wasn't until 23rd August that a meeting 
held at the Cricketers Hotel, Broadwater, that it was declared ǘƘŀǘ άōƻǘƘ football and cricket elevens should be 
Ǌǳƴέ ǿƛǘƘ plans set for 1947. Lionel Watson and Len Punter ΨƎǳŜǎǘŜŘΩ for a club that had started, Worthing CC. 
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1947  
 

The club was officially reformed on Friday 7th March at the Worthing Squash Racquets Club. Officers elected: 
President Doug Argent, Secretary Lewin Edwards, Team Sec Len Punter, Treasurer Cyril Childs and some 22 
years after first playing for the club, the club Captain was Lionel Watson. 28 fixtures had been organised over 
the winter - all but five being away due to a 'chronic shortage of pitches' in the Worthing area. 17 won, 10 lost, 
1 cancelled. No draws mainly as scores continued to be low and only 5 totals over 150, with "home" games 
played at either Broadwater Green or The Rotary ground. Sunday matches were also still banned in some local 
districts. However, when the proposal to play cricket at Lancing Manor on Sundays was put to the Worthing 
Rural Council, the press reported some objections, written by the Vicar of South Lancing and the Lancing 
Methodist Minister to the ΨParks and Open Spaces CommitteeΩ. Their concerns included άChildren being drawn 
away from Sunday Churches and Sunday Schoolsέ, άGranting of this concession would be tantamount to a 
denial of the authority of the Ten Commandments of the Bible.έΣ έIt would be a calamity to our village if we 
ŀƭƭƻǿŜŘ {ǳƴŘŀȅ Ǉƭŀȅ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ aŀƴƻǊέ and άSuch activities would be a source of grave displeasure and unrest to a 
ǎǳōǎǘŀƴǘƛŀƭ ƴǳƳōŜǊ ƻŦ ǊŀǘŜǇŀȅŜǊǎέΦ A compromise was eventually agreed, άAs long as the matches were orderly 
promoted cricket rather than inefficient disorderly ΨǊŀōōƭŜΩ ƎŀƳŜǎέΦ One Council member remarked άtǊƻǾƛŘŜŘ 
I go to church every Sunday and do my duty to the Maker, I feel free to do as I wish later in the dayέ.  

31-year-old Len Punter was the star batsman with a new record aggregate of 713 at 29.7 (4x50, 83n 
high). However, 30-year-old Ron Edgson, who had joined from Worthing CC late in the season, hit 76no and 
saw him jump to 187 runs at 31.1 to win the Batting Cup. He would only play 3 matches over the next 5 seasons 
before returning in 1953. Yet another season, and there would be more of course, where the winning 
Batting/Bowling Average was not the principal player. That is not to discredit Edgson as a player - during his 
time with Grammarians he'd average nearly 26 in his 54 matches - but Punter could perhaps have felt robbed. 
Punter further contributed 41 wickets at 10 each with 3x5w hauls too with 5-20 his best. With Edgson (76no), 
Punter (83no) recorded a 10-wicket win chasing Portsmouth Bohemian's total of 163-9 as Grams made 168-0. 
Chasing Clayton's 91 all out, Grammarians finished just 20 short though Punter had carried his bat for 42no. 
Dave Rickard also hit 4x50's in his 506 runs (Av. 22) with one innings of 69 made out from 123 all out when next 
highest scorer made 11. /ȅǊƛƭ /ƘƛƭŘǎΩ made 221 runs (53 high). Lewin Edwards played 20 matches with little 
success with the bat, his top score being just 16.    
28-year-old Rickard added to his runs with a record breaking 88 wickets at just 7.1 each. 7 times he took 5 in 
an innings, twice 7, the best being 7-26 at the Rotary in May aǎ bƻƴŘŜǎŎǊƛǇǘǎ ƳŀŘŜ фл ŎƘŀǎƛƴƎ DǊŀƳǎΩ фт with 
Lionel Watson taking (a record) о ǎǘǳƳǇƛƴƎǎ ƻŦŦ wƛŎƪŀǊŘΩǎ ƳŜŘƛǳƳ-pace. Rickard also took hat-tricks on 
consecutive weekends in September. The highlight of Rickard's season was the last match at West Chiltington, 
where he scored 77 out of 162 and then took 5-21, including a hat-trick for Grammarians to win by 100 runs. 
He became the first player to achieve the 500 run / 50 wicket season double. Foinette's 35 wickets at 10 seemed 
lean despite 2x5w and a best of 7-23. Frank Allen had re-appeared and snared 19 wickets at 14. He was to 
remain for another 15 seasons and dominate the club, perhaps as much off the pitch as on it. His driving 
commitment to both Cricket and Football Clubs can't be questioned as he held numerous committee positions 
over the years for both clubs. Local 16-year-old Worthing High School άCaptain, best player and star all-
rounderέ Peter Bromley appeared for first time. As well as being a άsound batsmanέ his άǎƭƻǿ ƭŜŦǘ-arm break 
ōƻǿƭƛƴƎέ would soon be wreaking havoc in ΨadultΩ opposition batting orders. Press reported a previous school 
summer when he had taken 47 wickets at just 4 runs per wicket. On rare occasions he would be described also 
ŀǎ άƭŜŦǘ-arm medium ǇŀŎŜέ ŀƴŘ άŀƎƎǊŜǎǎƛǾŜέ, so either he changed his action according to conditions or reporter 
deemed some deliveries as being quicker than just being ΨflightedΩ spin.  

In May, N.A.L.G.O slumped to 13-8 before 9th wicket stand of 61 and a final 82 total. Grams last eight 
batsmen made 11 combined as they totalled 55. At Partridge Green in late August, Gram were 124-2 (Punter 
71, Edgson 40) before collapsing to 151 all out (27-8). The hosts then passed that on way to 176-4. Portsmouth 
Bohemians 108 (Foinette 6-22) beat Grams 63. Rickard and Allen both took 5xw versus N.A.L.G.O in August. 

In December, Sompting CC were reported as being the latest tenants of the Manor hŀǾƛƴƎ άǎŜŎƻƴŘ 
call behind the Lancing Athletic /ƭǳōέ for summer 1948. With no alternate ground they pleaded that they would 
άbe out of the ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘ ǿƻǊƭŘέ if not given that opportunity. 
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1948  
 

A shortage of local pitches and the restriction on allowing Sunday cricket meant most fixtures were away. 14 
of the 31 matches were won, 11 drawn/abandoned and 6 ƭƻǎǘΦ Iƛƭƭ .ŀǊƴΣ wƻǘŀǊȅ ŀƴŘ 5ǳǊǊƛƴƎǘƻƴ ǿŜǊŜ άƘƻƳŜέΦ 

Unfortunately, no averages were printed in the local press and full scorecards weren't so common 
either. That said the reports from other papers around the county (West Sussex Gazette, County Times) and 
details picked up from opposition clubs have provided much information in recent years.   

Len Punter scored his second hundred for Grammarians όмлтύ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ǘƻǇ ǎŎƻǊŜ ƻŦ нмф 
against Amberley in July. The Sussex CC handbook reported the leading Averages. Punter with 647 runs at 23.96 
in 28 innings led the way with a further 3x50 to add to that ton. Harry Foinette (302 at 16.8), Cyril Childs (329 
at 16.4), Dave Rickard (305 at 15.2) and Lionel Watson (317 at 15.1) all exceeded 300 runs in the summer. 
DŜƻǊƎŜ /ŀƴƴƻƴǎΩ мон Ǌǳƴǎ ŀǘ нн ǎŀǿ ƘƛƳ нnd in the listings. In August Rickard took a hat-trick in his 5-14 at Barns 
Green who made 51Φ [ŀǘŜǊ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ƳƻƴǘƘ /ŜŎƛƭ ²ƘƛǘŜ όƻŦ /ƘƛǇǇǎΦ /ǳǇ Ωоу Cƛƴŀƭ ŦŀƳŜύ ŀƴŘ Captain Lionel Watson, 
put on 75 unbroken against Ferring for the 10th Wicket. Harry Foinette (65) and Rickard (50) also hit half-
centuries during the summer. Punter, Foinette, Childs, Rickard, Watson and (most likely) Frank Allen all played 
20+ matches. 
George Cannons topped the bowling averages with 31 wickets at just 6.77 each, with returns of 6-50, 5-30 and 
6-9! Peter Bromley 11 at 7.6 was runner up. Rickard took a reported 4x5w (6-41, 5-8, 5-14, 5-30) within his 54 
wickets at just 10.4 each placing him third in the list. Punter 46 at 10.8, Foinette 31 wickets at 14 and Frank 
Allen with  wickets at 14.88 each completed the listing. Lesser performances are not fully known and so this 
season is mainly 'highlights' rather than inclusive of 'lowlights' too.  
One performance that cannot be missed is a bowling feat by John 'Jack' Eaton. Having set a target of 106, 
Grammarians decimated Watersfield for 20, with Eaton taking a startling 7-3. They remain, perhaps 
unsurprisingly, the best 7-wicket analysis for the club. Foinette (6-24) and 16-year-old Peter Bromley (6-28) also 
took 6-for's during the season as teams simply refused to open up games on the basis there was no guarantee 
they would chase the target if what could be called 'lesser bowlers' were used. If the opposition was 30-6 
there'd be no let-up at all by the dominant bowlers as 80 all out could be more than enough. Perfect example, 
Grammarians were rolled for 60 against Portsmouth Bohemians who then made 35 (Rickard 5-8). 

Against Clayton at the Rotary ground, Grammarians made just 94, but then Rickard and Cannons 
bowled Gramms to victory with 5-30 each as visitors fell 14 runs short of target. Against the Oxford touring 
side of Old Bastonians, Gramms made 86 then saw visitors make 96 in reply, Rickard taking 6-41.   

In May, Punter and Bromley were called up to represent a Worthing and District Select XI for a 
match against Sussex CCC at Worthing Manor ground as part of the John Langridge benefit season. A crowd of 
1,100 spectators άōǊŀǾŜŘ ƛƴŎƭŜƳŜƴǘ ǿŜŀǘƘŜǊέ to see Sussex win by 3 wickets with one ball to spare. However, 
Punter made 0 and the Herald ǎŀƛŘ άBromley was inclined to pitch the ball ǎƘƻǊǘέ before being quickly removed 
from the attack. At Worthing High school, a crowd of over 300 saw the Staff XI, Captained by Foinette, up 
against the School XI, Captained by Bromley. Pupils won by 22 runs. Foinette must surely have influenced 
Bromley in joining the Grammarians ŜǎǇŜŎƛŀƭƭȅ ƎƛǾŜƴ CƻƛƴŜǘǘŜΩǎ ǎƛƳƛƭŀǊ ŀƭƭ-round skills. In the Staff XI were 
GramsΩ Hugh Jay and reserve keeper, J Smith. At the end of the school summer term, Bromley had 57-275 off 
151 overs (average 4.8). Lƴ !ǳƎǳǎǘ .ǊƻƳƭŜȅ ǊŜǇǊŜǎŜƴǘŜŘ ΨWǳƴƛƻǊΩ {ǳǎǎŜȄ ŀƎŀƛƴǎǘ [ŜƛŎŜǎǘŜǊǎƘƛǊŜ ¸ƻǳƴƎ !ƳŀǘŜǳǊǎ 
ŀǘ ²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎΩǎ aŀƴƻǊ ƎǊƻǳƴŘ having been selected from over 100 trialists at Hove. He batted at number 5 with 
future Sussex CCC stars Jim Parks and Robin Marlar at 4 and 6 either side of him in the order. He made second 
top score of 24 and took 1-6 before rain forced the match to be abandoned before his bowling could be seen 
on such a prestigious stage., Along with the benefit match in May, Bromley missed another opportunity to

Grammarians reached the Knock-Out Cup Final for the 2nd time. However, they were shot out for 
just 24 by Broadwater, with Punter, Allen and Watson being victims of a hat-trick. This total stands as the lowest 
ever made in a cup final. 
November press reported that a piece of land in Forest Road (due south of where the Charmendene Hall is 
today in Worthing) had been acquired on a 5-year lease. There was hope that cricket could be played at the 
'fine little sports ground' in 1950. As things transpire the first cricket would not be played until June 1951. 
Grammarians were praised in the press ŦƻǊ άōŜƛƴƎ voted ǘƘŜ ōŜǎǘ ŦƛŜƭŘƛƴƎ ǎƛŘŜ ƛƴ ²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎέΦ 
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1949  
 
At the AGM in February a record 37 fixtures were announced. This grew to 39 with Won 22, Drawn 2 and Lost 
15. For the 3rd year running, Lionel Watson was club Captain. Home games were still being played at council 
grounds, Durrington Recreation ground, Hill Barn and The Rotary.  
No centuries were scored, but Len Punter (99) and Harry Foinette (90) came close. tǳƴǘŜǊΩǎ фф (caught) is the 
only known such score. Foinette had 2 other 50+ scores as he won the Batting Cup with 576 runs at 21.33. 
CƻƛƴŜǘǘŜΩǎ фм҈ ōƻǳƴŘŀǊȅ Ŏƻǳƴǘ in that 90 (3x6 16x4) was a record for over 60 years. Punter's 681 at 21.28 came 
just 5/100ths behind. 17-year-old Peter Bromley 350 at 20 and Cyril Childs 402 at 13.4 also scored 50's. Lionel 
Watson 271 runs and George Cannons 218 runs. Punter, Watson, Childs played 30+ games. Punter and Childs 
put on 116 for the 1st wicket against Partridge Green in a game they won by an innings (178-5 versus 46 & 126).  

The outstanding bowler was newcomer Ron Goble, a 24-year-old medium-fast bowler who took 97 
wickets at 6.47 each in 25 matches (248 overs at a strike rate of just 15 balls per wicket). Stunning figures in 
any era. He reportedly took his 100th wicket of the season in the last game of the season, but the additional '4' 
wickets were taken in the Knock-Out Cup earlier in the summer, which for this season were not included in the 
averages, otherwise he would have been the first bowler to the 100 mark. He did have a record 17-42 over the 
weekend of 11/12th June (with 8-14 and 9-28) when 16 of those 17 wickets were clean bowled with 1 x lbw.  
Away at both Barnes Green (31 all out) and Arundel (62 all out). That Arundel total proved two runs too many 
to chase as Grammarians folded for 60. Arundel had seen Goble bowl all nine victims. Foinette took 47 wickets 
at 8 (4-5 best), Bromley 43 wickets at 9 each, with 2x5w (best of those 6-8 when Rustington were shot out for 
24 after Bromley had scored 24 of Grams 64), Ernest Craddock 19 at 10 each. άFŀǎǘ ōƻǿƭŜǊέ George Cannon's 
47 wickets at 10.8 placed him down in 5th place, but he did take a hat-trick in his 7-18 haul against Clayton as 
Grams defended 57 to bowl visitors out for 43 on Durrington Rec and also 6-14, alongside Foinette 4-17, in 
dismissing Rustington for 36. Frank Allen's 47 wickets at 11.5 was his first real stamp on the side though it saw 
him remarkably as low as 7th in the bowling averages listing.  
άNƻǘŜŘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ƪŜŜƴƴŜǎǎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŦƛŜƭŘƛƴƎέ the club reached the Knock-Out final for the 3rd time in their history. 
However, they imploded to 25 all out in only 11 overs to lose badly by 8 wickets to Broadwater. Three schoolboy 
members, R.J Adam, Peter Bromley and newcomer, Andrew Joanes, were selected for the Sussex Young 
Amateurs - playing alongside future Sussex CCC 'stars' Robin Marlar and Don Bates. Foinette and Bromley were 
selected for a Worthing and District XI against a Jersey XI at Worthing Manor. Over the coming seasons' Bromley 
would move from Worthing and play cricket for Streatham, only reappearing for Tours and the odd match 
thereafter. A huge loss it could be said, but his final record proves he was , perhaps, too good for Grams.

267-6 to win by 128 runs. One 'star' name missing from the season was Dave Rickard who records only three 
nominal appearances. In late April press reported a άrecurrence of a groin injuryέ would see him miss the end 
of the football season. IŜΩŘ missed previous football matches due to άŀƴ ƻƭŘ ƪƴŜŜ ƛƴƧǳǊȅέ, so it seems an injury 
ravaged cricket season. In November was injured again άwith a pulled thigh muscleέ. An exceptional sportsman, 
but now aged 32 was starting to suffer fitness setbacks in both main sports. Goble may not have taken his haul 
if Rickard was around. ²ŜΩƭƭ ƴŜǾŜǊ ƪƴƻǿΦ IƻǿŜǾŜǊΣ DƻōƭŜΩǎ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ ƛǎ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ƴƻǎǘ ǊŜƳŀǊƪŀōƭŜ ever ς the 
lowest bowling average of anyone taking 70+ wickets, let alone more than 90 wickets. A newcomer to club was 
the 23-year-old son of the late player Hugh DenyerΣ !ƭŀƴ ΨJohnΩ Denyer. Later in 19рлΩǎ Denyer would skipper 
Grammarians Football Club. The first encounter with Clayton in May saw the hosts muster 71 with Foinette 
taking 4-5. However, Grams could only scrape to 61 all out to lose by 10 runs with extras top scoring with 13. 
The two matches/four innings between the sides had therefore been 71, 61, 57 and 43. Perhaps a third match 
would have seen 30 and 20! In August Amberley saw all 10 batsmen bowled as they fell 7 runs short of Grams 
118, of which Punter scored 62. At East Preston, defending 137, the first 4 balls of innings bowled by George 
Cannons were all hit for leg-side boundaries. IŜǊŀƭŘ άbone hard wickets are heart breaking for bowlersέ as 15th 
July saw 4,725 runs in 21 matches at 12.3 runs per wicket. Many years later that would be deemed ΨlowΩ scoring.  

In January 1949, Worthing Rural Council agreed that Sompting CC and the Lancing Athletic Club 
should now share the use of the Lancing Manor ground equally this summer. Athletic then asked the Rural 
Council to άdo something about the trees that surrounded the pitch as ǘƘŜȅ ƛƳǇŜŘŜ ǘƘŜ ƎŀƳŜέ. άhƭŘ ǘƛƳŜǊǎ 
ǎŀƛŘΣ ŀǎ ōŜŦƻǊŜΣ ǘƘŜȅ ŘƛŘ ƴƻǘ Řƻ ǎƻ ƛƴ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŘŀȅέΦ It was argued the pitch used to be further East, so the suggestion 
was it would be easier to move the square than remove the trees! In June a concrete practice wicket was 
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applied for. Declined by the Council ǿƘƻ ǎǘŀǘŜŘ άŀǘ ǘƘƛǎ ǘƛƳŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ ƛƴǘŜǊŜǎǘ ƛƴ ǇǊŀŎǘƛŎŜ was rapidly on 
the declineέ ς though clearly that the club was seeking the wicket to be installed suggests there was indeed 
interest and it was only June. 
In November press reported plans to turn the Rotary ground and Hill Barn ground into a multi-sports complex 
called ΨWest Park StadiumΩ were scrapped. They had included a άcentral amphitheatre ǘƻ ƘƻƭŘ ǘƘƻǳǎŀƴŘǎέ 
bordered by cricket and football pitches and also tennis courts to the north. Originally said to costs circa £47,000 
the central area was eventually coppiced (see photos in 1957 review) in addition to a playground. When you 
consider what happened with the nearby Forest Road park it is a real shame this failed to happen.

Fixtures reduced to 35 for the summer. 30 played, 10 were won, 2 drawn and 18 lost, 5 were lost to the weather. 
Sunday cricket was still banned on corporation grounds. Grammarians reached their 4th Knock-Out Cup Final. 
Held at Worthing Manor, they completed a hat-trick of defeats. Totalling 66-9 in chasing the Broadwater total 
of 138-7 from 20 overs. Cecil White who had been ChippΩǎ Captain in 1938 was now the Broadwater Captain.

The Worthing Evening cricket Association formed a midweek league -ƛƴƛǘƛŀƭƭȅ ǿƻǊƪǎΩ ǎƛŘŜǎ only for those unable 
to play at weekends. Sides included Bentalls, Cheal & Sons and the Co-op, though we would not join until 1980.  
Len Punter took over as Grams Captain with the club colours now said to be Black, Blue, and White. The club 
had hoped the end of National Service would mean more members being available. However, 18-year-old 
Bromley was still a huge loss as he would remain in the forces stationed in Egypt. The Worthing Herald gloriously 
reported in late October that the English lŀƴƎǳŀƎŜ ƴŜǿǎǇŀǇŜǊ Ψ9ƎȅǇǘƛŀƴ DŀȊŜǘǘŜΩ had a headline of ά.ǊƻƳƭŜȅΩǎ 
Big Share in Ismalia Victory.έ They hoped that άhe keeps his play up to standard and that Sussex cricket will be 
glad to see him back eventually.

Punter broke his own run-aggregate record with 752 runs at 20.9 (3x50, 82 high) to win his 3rd 
Batting Cup. Only just behind, by 0.3 runs per innings, was Harry Foinette with 495 at 20.6 (3x50, 72 high) and 
after missing most of the 1949 season, Dave Rickard 517 at 19.8 (High of 94). Hugh Jay hit a 53. Frank Allen,

John Denyer and the άdour Yorkshiremanέ, George Butterfield, all hit a 30 in their 150 runs. Cyril Childs the 5th 
player of summer with a 50 (52), also with over 100 runs to his name. 
Harry Foinette trumped Goble's previous season by taking exactly 100 wickets in 279.5 overs at 8.62. By mid-
July he had 52 wickets at 7 each. The final average is still astounding by modern standards. In all he took 8 hauls 
of 5 wickets, 5 of those being 6-fors, the best 6-19. Dave Rickard was in full force, with 72 wickets in 231.4 overs 
at 10.8 each with the seasonΩs best figures of 8-33 within his 5 hauls of 5w. Goble ended with 25 wickets at 11 
each, somewhat down on the 1949 season. Bromley appeared a couple of times taking 11 cheap wickets 
including 5-19 as well as being called up to Worthing CC for a representative match. Frank Allen took a career 
best 9-28 as Arundel made 139 in a match where Grams could only make 102, a loss despite Allen's efforts. 
Rickard of course had again achieved the 500 run and 50 wicket ΨdoubleΩ. Foinette had come within 5 runs from 
achieving the unique and remarkable 500 run and 100 wicket double.  

At Findon (82), GramsΩ won by 9 wickets but then continued to 237-6 with Punter, Foinette and 
Childs all hitting рлΩǎΦ Punter with Foinette putting on 96 for the 2nd wicket. Foinette (72, 5-45) did the match 
double in June at Petworth Park, the next highest score was 13 in a 140 total. He also hit 64 and took 6-39 
against Goring in July. At Arundel chasing 139, Len Punter saw his first 6 partners score just7 between them, 
before John Denyer (32) and George Butterfield (13no) άǇǊŜǾŜƴǘŜŘ ŀ Ǌƻǳǘέ ŀƴŘ saw final total to 102. Dave 
Rickard (77) and Len Punter (46) put on 105 opening stand at Amberley in pursuit of 172 target, but Grams fell

with Rickard 5-17 and Foinette 4-9. The last planned 'nomadic' season saw ΨƘƻƳŜΩ games at the twin grounds 
of Hill Barn and The Rotary.

After around 80 home matches at various grounds since 1922 (The Rotary 27, Homefield Park 15, Victoria Park 
11, Hill Barn 9, The Sportsground 8, Broadwater Green 4, Durrington Recreation Ground 3 and Goring 1) the 
club finally had a home ground they could call their own. 
That said, the Forest Road ground wasn't in fact ready for the start of the season as the Grammarians had 
hoped, with the 'opening' delayed until 23rd June. Until then they played matches away. The first match at 
Forest Road saw a thumping 186 run defeat to Preston Nomads as Grammarians could only muster 52, then 
saw Nomads pass and go onto 238-7. The ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ǊŜǎǳƭǘǎ ǿŜǊŜΥ ²ƻƴ фΣ 5ǊŜǿ п and Lost 13. 

Len Punter retained the Captaincy and then the Batting Cup too with 692 runs at 27.7 with his 3rd 
and last century for the club, 110 at Parham Park, being the seasonΩs top score. Only one other player, Harry 
Foinette with 379 at 22 (top score of 80 at East Preston), passed 250.  Lionel Watson, Dave Rickard and Frank 
Allen all passed 200 runs, however they all averaged <11, which for Rickard was around half his career average. 

Foinette took 34 wickets at 14, Allen's best season saw 70 at 12 off 270 overs and Punter 39 at 11.8 
all came behind Rickard, who took 77 wickets in 252.2 overs at a cost of 9.9 each. Allen had 8-19 ǿƛǘƘ άƳŜŘƛǳƳ 
ǇŀŎŜέ as well as 8-24, 7-19 and 5-45 to put up against Rickard who had 9 hauls of 5 wickets in an innings - 8-38, 
6-30, 6-44, 6-35, 6-56, 6-39, 5-21, 5-25 and 5-27. Goble took just 2 early season wickets and after Ψ2 and a bitΩ 
seasons, one devastating, he left for Worthing CC with a brief time at Lancing Manor in 1954.

Grammarians won by 10 wickets against Amberley after Rickard and Foinette took 5 wickets each in dismissing 
their hosts for just 47. Rickard (23no) then opened the batting with Punter (38no) to see Grams home. A week 
later chasing Partridge Green's 57 (Allen 8-19) they made a paltry 39! The day after saw Barns Green score 88, 
Grams only 72. Having made just 64 against Inland Revenue, Rickard took 5-27 before Revenue passed the 
target on way to 97 all out. At the Rotary, Brighton Teachers made 76-9 (Rickard 6-39) but both sides fell short 
of victory with Grams at 75-9. Angmering made 45 when Allen took 7-19.  At Southwater, Grams (79) beat hosts 
(63) due to bowling of Punter 4-8, Allen 3-16 and Foinette 3-34. At Arundel in mind July the hosts made 74 
(Allen 8-24), however that proved enough as Grammarians could only muster a feeble 56.

In August Rickard was in the press that he might be out for 2 months of the upcoming football season

ǇƛŎǘǳǊŜǎǉǳŜέ Manor ground with its άǎŎŜƴƛŎ ōŜŀǳǘȅέ. This was partly enforced as the Sompting Council were 
hoping to entice the club ΨƘƻƳŜΩ.

Season results: Played 28, won 12, Drawn 3, lost 13. Club captain was 9ǊƴŜǎǘ ΨHarryΩ Foinette. Pre-season nets 
were at the King Alfred, Hove. While not so local, the facilities attracted many clubs from throughout Sussex.  

άDǊŀƳƳŀǊƛŀƴǎΣ ƻne of the most go-ahead clubs in the townέ reached a milestone prior to their game 
with Partridge Green on Sunday 25th May, with the opening of their Forest Road pavilion by Club President, 
Doug Argent. 30 years after their first match, they now had a home. It was to be used by both cricket and 
football clubs. The cost was shared between club funds and an anonymous benefactor. Caps and ties in the 
new club colours of dark blue, light blue and white would mirror those of the new match-day flag. Grams won 
the match chasing 137 by 6 wickets. The day after his 16th birthday, debutant Les Lenham, saw the scoreboard 
at 2-2 before support from Harry Foinette (37) and Frank Allen (35). Grams batted on with Lenham, having 
already passed his 50, going on to 97 (1x5 11x4) before he was bowled in the last over before close, with Grams 
on 214-7. άHe earned the warm applause of the ring of spectatorsέ whoΩŘ stayed after the pavilion opening.  

Lenham would go on to win the Batting Cup; 407 runs at 33.9 with 3x50. Dave Rickard returned to 
form with 531 runs at 22 and 74 wickets at 9.6 for another 500/50 season double. He scored the seasonΩs only 
hundred (101), as Grammarians ran up 234-6 against Dunsfold. His wickets included 5x5w and a best of 7-9. 
That Sunday 7-9 was the day after 6-37 on opening weekend. He won the Bowling Cup for the 3rd time. Joining 
Rickard in the 500/50 double was Harry Foinette with 588 runs at 21 (2x50, 64 best) and 70 wickets at 9.9. His 
best figures were a stunning 9-55 which included a hat-trick (a unique top-three batsmen) and three wickets in 
his last over. Some 70 years later it was discovered that his daughter still had the mounted ball that he was 
presented with! It is hoped this trophy will be bequeathed to the club in due course. HeΩŘ 3 hauls of 5 wickets. 
Lionel Watson was again a near ever-present, playing over 30 matches and scored 332 runs at 11 (44no). Sadly, 
his keeping statistics for the season were not reported in the averages listed in the local pressΦ /ȅǊƛƭ /ƘƛƭŘǎΩ нфм 
at 17 (1x50) and Frank Allen 241 at 9 also qualified. Charlie Coleman had top score of 63 (2x6 7x4) in his 194 at 
11.4 average. 32-year-old Ralph Parsons 30 wickets at 10 (2x5w, best of 6-8) and Frank Allen, 60 at 14, 3x5w 
and best of 6-41, came 3rd and 4th respectively in bowling average list. 18-year-old Mike Graham appeared for 
first time, though he continued to play for Worthing High School and the Old Azurians CC too.  

Making a rare appearance at Amberley, since moving to the Streatham area, 20-year-old Peter 
Bromley took 19-5-29-7 then scored 41no (2x6 3x4) in sharing a match winning 101 partnership with Foinette 
who scored 64 (3x6 6x4), taking the score from 20-4. Another match highlight to mention; Grams were bowled 
out for 35 at Goring, Lenham, batting at no.3, finished unbeaten on 25. Lenham would join Sussex CCC as part 
of their junior academy and therefore would only appear fleetingly, over the next 27 years.

Press reports in April had Worthing Old Grammarians CC άsatisfied with the upcoming fixture list being the best 
everέΦ Harry Foinette was Captain. Aǘ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ŜƴŘ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǎǳƭǘǎ of the 31 matches played were: won 14, drawn 
5, lost 12. 7 matches were cancelled.  
Pre-season nets were held at the new indoor cricket school at the ΨCƭŀƳƛƴƎƻ /ƻǳƴǘǊȅ /ƭǳōΩ in Durrington, which 
was opened Christmas 1952. This was later re-named, perhaps less exotically, Field Place. The offer of free nets

They came in 31 innings at an average of 18 with 87no the best of his 3x50 scores made on what the Herald

Foinette with 35 wickets at 10.4 (4x5w, 6-42), Lenham 16 at 10.7 (4-21) and Ralph Parsons 36 at 10.9 with 6-42 
best, lead averages. Followed by Rickard (66 wickets at 11) who could console himself with his first 600/60 
season double - the only player ever to achieve that. Frank !ƭƭŜƴΩǎ ом ǿƛŎƪŜǘǎ ƘŀŘ the ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ figures of 
7-33 in a match at Ferring where Grams (81) saw hosts win by 3 wickets, prior to going on to a final 95 all out. 

Highlights: Winning by 10 wickets chasing Brighton Insurance's 41 (Knight 4-2). Chasing 
Billingshurst's 58, Grams made 46. At Shipley the 10-man hosts were bowled out for just 11 (4, 0, 2, 0, 0, 4, 0, 
0, 0no, 0, extras 1) with D Staplin 4-1, Rickard 4-7 and Ralph Parsons 1-2, doing the damage. Rickard then helped 
himself to a 50 as Grammarians made 123-6 declared before Shipley showed a little more fight in their second 
innings, albeit all out for 49, for a Grams innings victory. This is the lowest team score involving our club and 
only the second innings victory. After Grams had scored 108-9 (Allen 43, Watson 38), Old Portmuthians (109-
8) won when the last ball of match bowled by Rickard beat the batsman and wicket-keeper and went for 4 byes.

The hosts made 107-8 as Harry Foinette (5-24) took out the middle order 
before batting out time. At the Rotary, Grams made just 79 and hosts Old Azurians were cruising at 75-5 when 
they lost 4 wickets for 1 run, 76-9, before the last man hit a boundary. The all-day match at Steyning saw Grams 
90-5 at lunch before Mike Graham hit out for 80no and the innings was declared at 199-8. Steyning lost two

being the envy of many. In April, ex-reserve team goalkeeper Rickard was called out from a year-long retirement 
by Worthing FC due to a goalkeeper crisis. Worthing FC records 60 1st XI appearances between 1948-53 as 
left/right back for the team, with the last being that appearance in goal. Reports chronicled during WWII he 
had assisted Notts County as a goalkeeper, though only in regional / cup matches.  He also played for the R.A.F. 
Ferring CC moved to their new Twitten ground. A similarity to the Lancing Manor ground was that they were 
to be using an old train carriage as the changing rooms. Press announced that Frank Allen was to be a squad 
player for Ferring if they were ever short. Wigmore CC won the Knock-out cup, beating Pathfinders in the final.

A long list of fixtures saw 37 matches played, 16 won, 11 drawn and 10 lost. ¢ƘŜ Ŏƭǳō ƧƻƛƴŜŘ ǘƘŜ Ψ/ƭǳō /ǊƛŎƪŜǘ 
/ƻƴŦŜǊŜƴŎŜΩ ǘƘƻǳƎƘ ƴƻ ŦǳǊǘƘŜǊ ŘŜǘŀƛƭǎ ƻŦ what that association meant were to be found. The club now provided 
'free' parking as well as being able to offer teas and refreshments to spectators. An extension was built to the 
pavilion to store kit and a new concrete practice wicket was laid. ¢ƘŜȅ ŀƭǎƻ ǇǳǊŎƘŀǎŜŘ ŀ ƴŜǿ ΨŦƛǾŜ ƎŀƴƎ ƳƻǿŜǊΩ 
which was to be pulled around the ground behind ƳŜƳōŜǊΩǎ cars. Herald: άDǊŀƳƳŀǊƛŀƴǎ expect to retain all 
ƭŀǎǘ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ǇƭŀȅŜǊǎΣ except wicket-keeper Charles Matten, who broke his jaw ƭŀǎǘ ȅŜŀǊέ.  

In June, the committee received a letter of resignation from 45-year-old ΨHarryΩ Foinette from his 
role as Captain. He immediately left the club to join Worthing CC. The Worthing Herald stated that Foinette 
άǊŜƳŀƛƴŜŘ ŀ ƳŜƳōŜǊ and there is no question of ƛƭƭ ŦŜŜƭƛƴƎέΦ He had served for some 20 years, albeit broken by 
the war, and his record as an "all-rounder" was perhaps second only to Dave RickardΩǎ. In a recorded 216 
matches the dashing left-hander scored over 3,700 runs with 15 scores of over 50, including that Cup Final 
Hundred scored in an hour. He won the Batting Cup in 1949. His bowling saw 474 wickets at 10.03 each with 
27 hauls of 5 wickets or more and he also took a hat-trick. He won three Bowling Cups, 1938, 1950 and 1953. 
Despite remaining a member, he was not to appear again for Grams. Later in the summer the press had a 
quarter-page article on him, regarding his career as the Biology and Sports Master at Worthing High School. It 
covered his time at Cambridge University where his sporting prowess took him into the Athletics team. It 
detailed his role as cricket master at the school since 1934 and his various roles associated with cricket: 
Chairman of the West Sussex Schools Sports Association, member of the Sussex Youth Cricket Council 
Committee and the West Sussex School representative on the Sussex Young Amateurs Committee. He had 
played football for Grammarian FC and won golf tournaments too. He would play with great effect for Worthing 
CC into the early 196лΩǎ whilst himself being in Ƙƛǎ рлΩǎ and undertake ŀŘƳƛƴƛǎǘǊŀǘƛǾŜ ǊƻƭŜǎ ƛƴǘƻ ǘƘŜ мфтлΩǎ. IŜΩŘ 
retire from teaching duties in 1972.  
Foinette was replaced as Captain by 47-year-old Frank Allen, who would then take up the post officially the 
following year and remain in the role until his departure in the early '60s.  

The club had its first tour since before the war with a four-match venture to the West Country, 
taking in matches against άунр ŦŜŜǘ ŀōƻǾŜ ǎŜŀ ƭŜǾŜƭέ {ƘŀŦǘǎōǳǊȅ, Crewkerne, South Wiltshire and Dorchester 
Casuals. The tour party was said to number 33 ς a quite staggering number when you consider the logistics and 
just four fixtures to keep everyone happy ς assuming they all went for the cricket. Press reported with the two 
weekends book-ending the tour, Grams will play 8 games in 9 days. Perhaps the reason for the large tour squad! 
At Crewkerne last man Tony Downing was stumped with 8 runs to win and 7 minutes of allotted time remaining. 
Later in the ΨlocalΩ, Allen was leaning over the bar admiring an array of ties pinned to a wall, when he heard a 
snip and his too was soon on that wall. The tie had been a gift from Sussex Captain David Sheppard, so Allen 
was a little shocked to say the least.   
On the field two outstanding seasons were had. Firstly, 37-year-old άōƛǎŎǳƛǘ ǘǊŀǾŜƭƭŜǊέ Ron Edgson retained his 
Batting Cup (his 3rd) with 717 runs at 23 average with 4x50 (75 high) and a 48no in an abandoned match of 65-
3. Adams scored 519 at 14. Lionel Watson, Rickard, Mike Graham, John Denyer, Ray Knight and the returning

The second star was bowler Dave άtŜǘŜǊέ Rickard who blew records away with 104 wickets at an average of 
only 6.66 in just 255.4 overs. On 10 occasions he took 5 wickets or more, including 9-11 against Brighton & 
Hove 'A'. This remains the best 1st XI figures in the clubΩs history. The match was a two innings affair where 
Rickard took 5-33 in the second innings too - 14-44 in the day. The following Sunday he took 11-62 (7-38, 4-24) 
in another two innings match. Not forgetting 8-23, 7-23, 7-35 and 7-46 (off 14 overs against Worthing) in other 
matches. In all his figures were 255.4-42-693-104. A strike-rate of a wicket every 15 balls is astonishing. He took 
39 wickets in July, a record for a single month. When he'd passed 50 wickets for the season, he became the first 
bowler to take 500 for the club. 70+ years on he is one of just nine to have reached that mark ς and one of only 
4 to have gone on to 800+ wickets. 
Despite all his efforts he was pipped to the Bowling Cup by left-arm ΨspinnerΩ Peter Bromley, who took 28 at 
only 6.64 with 3x5w (8-32 best at Burgess Hill). Had he conceded a single run more he would have dropped 
below Rickard. This was to be the first of three second place finishes in the mid-1950's for Rickard, who would 
end 'runner up' on six occasions to go with 4 Bowling Cups. Bromley's efforts were helped by the Tour. On 
consecutive days he managed to help himself to 7-29 and 7-54. That 7-54 was followed by 63 at Dorchester 
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Casuals ς just missing out (by 7 runs) on matching Cecil PeasgooŘΩǎ match double of 70 runs and 7 wickets. Les 
Lenham's influence saw future Sussex player 16-year-old Derek Semmence appear for Grams. He chipped in 
with 5-5 and 4-21 in a two-innings match, a nice 9-26 match return. Ray Knight took 39 wickets at 12 (6-9 off 8 
overs ŀǎ wƻǿŜΩǎ IƻǊƴŜǘǎ ƳŀŘŜ рм) and Allen 52 at 12.2 (7-21 best, 6 clean bowled) as eight bowlers scrambled 
to take any wickets that Rickard didn't. Mike Taylor 5-11 and Ron Sexton 5-32 also took a 5-wicket haul.

8, Ray Knight 2-25 and Ralph Parson 2-28). Against Keymer ŀƴŘ IŀǎǎƻŎƪǎΣ DǊŀƳǎ άǿŜǊŜ ǎŀǾŜŘ ŦǊƻƳ ƛƎƴƻƳƛƴȅέ 
of 10-3 by Graham (67) and Edgson (57) putting on 97 for 4th wicket. Tea at 164-7 led to 83-run win. Former 
player Norman Mercer hit 54 and took 5-25 for Ferring as Grammarians held on at 86-9 chasing 173. 

Two other matches in August of note: Edgson (57) and Graham (67) put on 97 for 4th wicket at 
Keymer & Hassocks after Grammarians had slumped to 10-3. Against Southwick, Rickard 21.4-4-44-6 and 
Graham 19-?-28-2 combined to seize victory. Later in August, Graham was the sole Gram player selected for 
the Worthing and District XI to play thŜ .ǊƛƎƘǘƻƴ ŀƴŘ 5ƛǎǘǊƛŎǘ ·LΦ IŜ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ōŀǘ ŀƴŘ ŦŀƛƭŜŘ ǘƻ ǘŀƪŜ ŀ ǿƛŎƪŜǘΦ 

Lancing Athletic won the Herald Knock-Out Cup, beating Azurians in the final. 18-year-old [ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ 
sole innings of the summer, άŀ ǎƻƭƛŘέ 54no, was out of 95-7 in a draw at Petworth Park. The Herald called GramΩǎ 
54 total chasing Horsham Leatherhunters 184-т άan inept ōŀǘǘƛƴƎ ŘƛǎǇƭŀȅ ƻƴ ŀƴ Ŝŀǎȅ ǿƛŎƪŜǘέΦ Rickard took 5-19 
in win over Hersham and Claremont, including a unique instance of three being άcaught and bowled.έ The Gram 
bowlers devoured Chipps, bowling them out for just 30. Rickard 3-2, Parsons 3-5 and Knight 3-17. Local club 
umpires voiced anger that the new ΨWorthing and District Panel of Cricket UmpiresΩ could see governance and 
registration. Proposal  was the ǇŀƴŜƭ ƻŦ ΨǉǳŀƭƛŦƛŜŘΩ ǳƳǇƛǊŜǎ ǿƻǳƭŘ stand in evening cup/league matches.  

At the Club dinner held at the Elms on 11th November, Frank Allen ǊŜǇƭƛŜŘ ǘƻ ŀ ǘƻŀǎǘΤ ά²Ŝ ǎǘǊƛǾŜ ǘƻ 
play cricket as it should be played and by doing so our club is probably looked at as the best club in the town 
ǘƻ ōŜƭƻƴƎ ǘƻέΦ An uplifting and proud statement. The AGM followed the dinner at which they agreed to recruit 
a groundsman as voluntary labour from members was not forthcoming. They would be purchasing practice 
nets for the concrete wicket.

Arthur Lewin Edwards called time on playing ŎŀǊŜŜǊΦ {ǘŀǊǘƛƴƎ ƛƴ мфнн ƘŜΩŘ ōŜŜƴ club secretary for the majority 
of the past 30 years, in whatever form the club had taken. Playing over 150 matches his on-field performances 
were perhaps overshadowed by those off it.

36 weekend, mid-week and tour matches were played. Results 19 wins, 5 draws, 11 losses with one abandoned.  

A new batting star for Grammarians was 17-year-old Ian Pitt, who had won Lancing Manor CC's 
Batting Cup the previous summer. He would go on to Captain the Worthing and District Junior Cricket 
Association XI this summer too. He was to move clubs' again, to Worthing CC, before too long though, as his 
talent was clear to see. Pitt was important as after just one match Ron Edgson moved back to Worthing CC, 
ǿƘŜǊŜ ƘŜΩŘ have success for the next three summers before leaving local cricket. Pitt duly came top with 467 
runs at 23 with a top score of 84no with 3x50. Another newcomer, Phil Akam, was a 30-year-old all-rounder 
just discharged from the Royal Navy. His debut season of 493 runs at 22 (1x50) and 72 wickets at 10.9 (6x5w, 
best 7-32) with his off-spin has never been bettered. Other achievements include Andrew Joanes 263 at 21 
(57n), Dave Rickard 373 at 17 (2x50), Ken Males 153 at 13 (56), Frank Allen 329 at 13, Alan Adams 379 at 12 
(2x50) and Mike Graham 215. Lionel Watson, Cyril Childs, Ron Sexton, and tourist/Azurian George Renham all 
passed 100. Ron Sexton was the brother of Dave, the then Brighton & Hove Albion footballer and future 
Manchester Utd ŀƴŘ 9ƴƎƭŀƴŘ ¦нмΩǎ Ƴanager. 
Akam with Rickard (who took 74 wickets at 9 with 7x5w, best 7-51) formed another devastating pair of bowlers 
each bowling over 200 overs. The Bowling Cup was again won by Peter Bromley who took 34 wickets at the 
ridiculously low average of 4.9. This was mainly due to his tour performances of taking 24-108 off 63 overs in 
the four matches he bowled where he took 7-35, 6-23, 3-9 and 8-41. David Duffield, Worthing CC guest, took 
8-16 including a hat-trick as Cooksbridge fell for 41. Ralph Parsons 24 at 12, included 6-18 when Scaynes Hill 
were reduced to 8-8 before scrambling to 31 at Forest Road. Ray Knight 25 at 13 had his moments too.  

At Scaynes Hill the Grammarian batsmen ramped up 247-7 by tea with Rickard 53, Pitt άǎǘǊƻƪŜ-
ƭŀŘŜƴέ 48, Akam 43 and άeven A. Patience who ranked number nine in the batting order, wielding the bat with 
ǎǳŦŦƛŎƛŜƴǘ ǎƪƛƭƭέ 41no.

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The tour to the West Country took in Shaftsbury, Frome, South Wiltshire, Dorchester, and D&M School who 
played at Bovington military base ground. 17-year-old Derek Semmence was given leave from Sussex CCC to 
tour - duly hitting the seasonΩǎ best score of 88 in his 234 runs at 39 average. Tour party consisted of 14 players 
and umpire, 46-year-old Freddie Bedward. Press reported that άrival University studentsέ Andrew Joanes 
(Oxford) and Mike Graham (Cambridge), would be touring together. Allen had ά5ΦRickard as Vice-Captain.έ 
Press reported: "Worthing Old Grammarians' Cricket Club is an unconstitutional club, for it has no rules and 
stipulates only that members must be good cricketers and good sportsmen". Speaking at the Club Dinner held 
at the Berkeley Hotel, Allen said "we like it that way and hope those who meet us like it too". 

Guest speakers included the former Gloucestershire CCC Captain, Beverley Lyon, who had been in 
the Scaynes Hill XI when the clubs had met and Colonel Grimston, Secretary of Sussex CCC. Representatives 
from 14 other clubs were present at the dinner. Grammarians were hoping to focus on increasing junior 
members the following summer. It was hoped that a fixture against Findon could be arranged in 1957 having 
άƭŀǇǎŜŘ ŘǳŜ ǘƻ a little ill feelingέ. This stemmed from AllenΩǎ ŎƻƳƳŜƴǘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǇǊŜǎǎ ǎƻƳŜǘƛƳŜ ǇǊƛƻǊ ǿƘŜǊŜ ƘŜ 
bemoaned Findon CC playing at home on the same day as Grammarians as it often saw a decline in the number 
of spectators at Forest Road. In his view the standard of play was equal. Though no fixture would be possible 
for the 1956 summer as the club was άfully bookedέ.  
33 clubs were now playing in the Worthing and District Evening League competition (which had its own Cup 
too). The 20-over Herald Knock-out Cup Final was won by Old Azurians who beat Lancing Manor by 35 runs at 
Worthing Manor. Ex-Grammarian, Len Punter, the Azurians skipper scoring 34 runs for the Azurians.  The Sussex 
Cricket Association reported 289 clubs were now affiliated, far more than the present day. The Flamingo Club, 
recent venue for winter nets, went into liquidation due to lack of support by its members. It was subsequently 
purchased by Worthing Council for £17,500 in May 1956 with plans to develop site into a άŦƛǊǎǘ Ŏƭŀǎǎ ǎǇƻǊǘǎ 
ŎŜƴǘǊŜέΦ  Those plans reappeared frequently through the next couple of years.

37 matches were played during the season - Won 16, drawn 5, lost 16 with Frank Allen again as club captain. 

The club was looking somewhat lacking strength as they had lost Ray Knight (Northern Command) 
and Ian Pitt (stationed in Rhodesia) to National Service. Andrew Joanes, having gained a law degree at Oxford, 
had according to the Gazette, emigrated .άTeaching American law to the yanks at /ƘƛŎŀƎƻέ ǿƘŜǊŜ ƘŜΩŘ ǊŜƳŀƛƴ 
until 1959, before returning to a practice in London. This meant an intensive push for new players, which it 
transpired, didn't materialise. As this and other clubs have found, it is difficult to entice players from other clubs 
due to loyalty, therefore new members are sought from junior interest or people new to the area.  

Dave Rickard carried the team almost single-handedly, being the leading run-scorer, 611 at 30.5 
(1x100, 4x50) and taking 76 wickets in 283 overs at 9.9 each (9x5w); the second time he'd do the 600/60 double 
for the club, which is unrivalled. Twice in the season he did the match double of 50 runs and 5 wickets. Best of 
those (65, 6-26) saw the last wicket win the match with 5 minutes to spare. Phil Akam did his best to challenge, 
finishing second in the Batting Cup, but his 328 runs were at 13.7 and his 45 wickets came at 16.5 each with 6-
79 best of 3x5w. Alan Adams was near ever present and scored 422 runs at 13.6. Frank Allen (231), Mike 
Graham (179), John Denyer (108) and Lionel Watson all contributed to the runs. Hard hitting all-rounder Ken 
Batchelor made his debut. Another making a debut was 19-year-old Les Lenham ς but that was for Sussex CCC. 

The Bowling Cup was won by Ray Knight, appearing fleetingly just 4 times when home on leave, his 
34 overs brought him 13-67 and an average of 5.15. Rickard again finished second. Allen took 30 at 16, Ralph 
Parsons took 17 (2x5w), but Rickard taking 9 hauls of 5 inc. 7-48, 7-27, 6-26, 6-39 and 5-10 was on another 
level. Graham had 27 at 13 with a best of 5-27 best. 16-year-old Peter Sydenham, son of Umpire Robert, made 
his debut for the club. Lenham scored 34, on sole appearance, out of a total of 80 all out at Southwick.

With Watson (25no), Rickard put on a record 148no 
for the 4th wicket before Allen declared at 192-3, thus denying Rickard reaching 150. мнн ƻŦ wƛŎƪŀǊŘΩǎ Ǌǳƴǎ ŎŀƳŜ 
in boundaries. A month later versus Emmanuel College (Cambridge), 34-year-old Worthing CC guest, Norman 
Mercer, batting at number 9 scored 96 not out (2x6, 12x4), going in at 72-7 and taking the Grams score to 188-
8 at the tea declaration. He then bowled 18 overs of left-arm leg-spin, taking 5-56, as visitors scored 172.  

Finally, 36-year-old Ralph Parsons' 11.2-4-9-7, which ǎǘƻƻŘ ƻǳǘ ŀǎ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ analysis to win 
a game (Slinfold 66 all out) where Grams had earlier crashed from 90-2 to 91 all out - an astonishing 8 wickets 
falling for just 1 run scored, which club records state is the worst/biggest batting collapse known. 

Reinforced by six players from other clubs that included two from Petworth Park and Worthing CC

tea. Grammarians only had 2 hours to bat and guest Sid Green (of Wisborough Green) hit 14x4 in 81no as 
Grammarians scored 109-2 and never played for the club again. Grams beat Old Parmiterians with an overthrow 
from the last ball of the match. They lost by 2 wickets against Wisborough Green with 2 balls of last over to be 
bowled after Grams 137-9 had 7 players with double figures scores, but nobody more than the 26 scored by 
Adams. 41-year-old Robert Parsons was proving to be a very capable wicket-ƪŜŜǇŜǊ ǿƛǘƘ άCt. Parsons B. 
tŀǊǎƻƴǎέ ŀ ǊŜƎǳƭŀǊ ŦŜŀǘǳǊŜ in the scorecard. 18-year-old Derek Semmence scores his maiden county hundred. 

Opening match of the season at Ditchling was won by 4 runs with 3 minutes of the allotted time left 
when their last man was caught by Akam off bowling of Rickard. An era of close finishes, principally due to low 
scores. At Chichester Ivanhoe in July, Grams 91 was due to 45 from opener Rickard as only AdamsΩ 11 also 
making double figures. It proved enough as GrahamΩǎ 5-27 saw hosts 88 all out for Grams to win by just 3 runs 
with the last wicket falling LBW after the last pair had scored 17. At Arundel, Grams were soon 5-4. Rickard 
then hit out for 61 as total reached 70-5. A late flurry by Childs (21) and Watson (12no) saw total to 118 all out. 
Arundel were 42-5 before an unbroken stand saw them home. Grams defended 116 at Steyning as hosts could 
only make 100 with 7 of their order ƳŀƪƛƴƎ ΨŘǳŎƪǎΩ. Rickard 5-38 and Ralph Parsons 5-50, bowling unchanged. 

Another mid-July tour, based at Shaftsbury, saw four matches - Shaftsbury, Frome, Shaftsbury 
Grammar School, and Bovington Camp. The Dorchester Casuals game was rained off. The touring party

join the tour but their weekend play was elsewhere. Players such as Harold Goodwin and George Renham 
(hallowed Azurian openers) joined most tours and contributed well. However, the last match of the tour saw 
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Grammarians bowled out for 36, with Peter Bromley's 26 nearly 3/4 of the total. This was 24-year-old .ǊƻƳƭŜȅΩǎ 
62nd and last recorded match for the club. Finishing with 150 wickets at just 6.7 runs per wicket and 12 hauls 
of 5. Only Robert Pengelly (14 times in 55 matches) took 5-wicket hauls on a more regular basis. Only 3 bowlers 
with 20+ wickets have a lower average and they all played on pre-war wickets. In fact, two of them (John 
Marshall and David McCormack), ǇƭŀȅŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŜŀǊƭȅ мфнлΩǎ ǿƘŜƴ a team total of 75 was deemed to be ΨgoodΩ 
enough to win most matches. He may have been headhunted by Worthing CC had he stayed in area.  

The Knock-Out Cup Final was surprisingly won by Goring CC who beat favourites and holders Old 
Azurians by 8 wickets. Gramms had lost in quarter finals to Nondescripts by 1 run with 3 balls remaining when 
the last man was out. Ψ.ŜǊǘΩ Woolgar returned for one match, some 16 years after he last played, taking 4-27 
to add to the 200 pre-ǿŀǊ ǿƛŎƪŜǘǎΦ WŀŎƪ 9ŀǘƻƴΩǎ мт-year-old son, Richard, guested as keeper, taking 2 stumpings. 
CƻǊƳŜǊ DǊŀƳǎΩΣ Harry Foinette, Ron Edgson and Ron Goble represented Worthing and District CA against Sussex 
2nd XI.  
The annual club dinner at the Berkeley Hotel saw Sussex CCC Coach, James Langridge and players, Donald Smith, 
and Ken Suttle as guest speakers. 12 other clubs were represented. Donald Smith had played once for 
Grammarians in 1940 as a 17-year-old. The club had invited both Sir Len Hutton and Dennis Compton to be

The club won just 9 of 33 matches, drawing 2, losing a record 22 matches. 9 cancelled due to poor weather.  

This was a significant season in the history of Worthing Old Grammarians Cricket Club. In February, 
Worthing Council had abandoned its plans to build a school on the Forest Road site with the possibility of 
Grammarians playing home games on the playing field. Instead, the ground was to be sold to housing 
developers unless the club managed to find £90,000 to purchase the land. They were able to complete this 
1957 season, but then began a frantic search for a new home. In May they had begun reserving corporation 
pitches for the 1958 season. Perfectly timed, it just so happened that Lancing Manor //Ωǎ ǊŜǎƛŘŜƴŎȅ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ 
Manor ground had been terminated by the Worthing Rural Council who told the club they were άƳƻǎǘ 
ŘƛǎǎŀǘƛǎŦƛŜŘ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ŎƭǳōΩǎ ƭŀŎƪ ƻŦ ŀǘǘŜƴǘƛƻƴ ǘƻ ǘƘŜƛǊ ǇƛǘŎƘΦέ In April GrammariansΩ application to move to the 
vacant Lancing Manor ground for summer 1958 was rejected, but then subsequently approved, subject to no 
other applications being received before the end of June. The Rural Council were hoping though that the ground 
could be shared. The evicted Lancing Manor CC did re-apply, though that was not given consideration. The 
ŎƻǳƴŎƛƭΩǎ ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘ ǎƛŘŜ then offered to buy the Lancing Manor CC kit, which understandably was bluntly turned 
down. In September the Council confirmed that Grammarians would be the new Lancing Manor tenants which 
would see them move from being a Worthing based cricket club after 35 years. They would initially have to 
share the ground with the Council team (N.A.L.G.O.) on weekday evenings and the odd Sunday. Grammarians 
were not at all impressed with the Manor square and discussed moving their own Forest Road square, or part 
of it, turf by turf, until the quoted costs of over £100 was deemed to be άfinancially a farcical ideaέ. 

The Annual Tour had to be cancelled due to petrol rationing, which also effected local away matches 
with fewer busses being made available, so a cricket week at their home ground was to be arranged. GramsΩ 
50-year-old Captain, Frank Allen, missed a period of the season after an operation and convalescence.  

The performances of Dave Rickard (282 runs), Phil Akam (162) and Frank Allen himself (<100) were 
well down on recent seasons. However, 23-year-old Mike Graham had his most successful season for the club, 
330 runs at 23 to win the Batting Cup. Ken Batchelor impressed during his first full season in finishing 2nd in

He hit 41 (1x6 5x4) on debut 
and 72 at Arundel in his next match when helping side from 60-6 to 189-фΦ IŜ ƘŀŘ ǘƘŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ ŦƛƎǳǊŜǎ ƻŦ 
16-4-42-7 as Burgess Hill made 86. he then followed with 31no, to take team to a 7-wicket victory. 22-year-old 
Barry Harman made his debut and later scored his maiden 50. His association would subsequently span some 
30+ seasons. Ray Knight nipped in with 14 wickets in 47.4 overs at 6 each to retain the Bowling Cup in a handful 
of games. Adrian Snow a hard-hitting all-rounder from Hurstpierpoint College hit 3x6's in a maiden 50. 19-year-
old Derek Semmence had pre-Sussex CC practice in hitting 105no for Grammarians at Findon. Later in the 
season, Rickard 5-9 and Bee 5-10 bowled Horsham Leatherhunters out for 24 (seven ducks). After his 104 
wickets in 1956, Rickard with only 34 wickets at 12 was a big drop off. Akam too, from 72 to less than 30. At 
Ditchling Grams recovered from 49-7 to 96 (Judd 25, Harman 19, Patience 15no) before host were bowled out 
for 59 with Allen taking 4-1. 19-year-old Graham Forshaw returned from national service in Cyprus, to make his 
debut. The building presently called the Charmendene was the Drill House ς a Territorial Army training building. 

In hosting 'Sussex Cricket Club & Ground' a large crowd gathered at Forest Road. However, Grams 
made just 40. The renamed άWorthing and District Knock-Out Cupέ run was ended at 1st round ς with dispute 
after the game as Grammarians as hosts should have provided two neutral umpires as stipulated in competition 
rules. However, as the visitors won, the result stood. Les Lenham hits his first 100 for Sussex. The Treasurers

From having 289 members in 1955 the Sussex Cricket Association now had 254 clubs affiliated. 
Meanwhile over at Sussex CCC, 20-year-old Les Lenham playing his first full season of county cricket, scored 
over 1,200 runs. At Lords on 20th June, one time Grammarian, ex-²ƻǊǘƘƛƴƎ // ŀƴŘ ƴƻǿ {ǳǎǎŜȄ ///Ωǎ 5ƻƴŀƭŘ 
Smith, made his Test debut against the West Indies a week after his 34th birthday. He opened the batting in 
three Tests, (including Trent Bridge and Headingly), scoring 8, 1, 16no and 0 and taking a combined 1-97 (Collie

During the four summers, 1954-1957 there was a quirk in the newspaper reports concerning Rickard. In that

With the one year 'trial' lease taken up, Grams moved to the Lancing Manor Ground.  43 Fixture were played - 
a record - with 17 wins, 6 draws and 17 defeats (as well as 3 abandoned). The first season at the Manor proved 
to be substantial and not without its success on and off the field. 13 new members had joined, some of whom 
would contribute much, ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ Ψ²Ŝǎǘ /ƻǳƴǘǊȅ ¢ourΩ was back on too. However, within a couple of games the 
square became an embarrassment. Grammarians Captain, the quantity surveyor Frank Allen, ǿŀǎ ǉǳƻǘŜŘ άǘƘŜ 
aŀƴƻǊ ǿƛŎƪŜǘ ǿŀǎ ŎƻǾŜǊŜŘ ƛƴ ǿŜŜŘǎ ŀƴŘ ƛǎ ǘŜǊǊƛōƭȅ ǎƻŦǘέΦ The surface became dangerous and visiting sides often 
complained. More so if they were beaten of course! Storrington (55) stormed off to their coach without 
accepting Frank Allen's apology or an offer of drinks. Allen then broke his thumb during another match though 
returned from hospital to find Grams at 88-9 chasing 113 target and along with last man, David Bell, took the 
score to 107 before Bell was run out with 6 needed and one over remaining.

22 wickets taken 
in 4 matches in 16 days! Allen took 46 wickets at 12 with 5-8 best. Ken Batchelor 29 wickets at 15 (8-35), Dave 
Rickard 29 wickets at 17 (5-68) and Phil Akam 26 wickets at 18 (5-48).  

During the main season, 23-year-old Geoff Bee (John's brother) re-joined the club and would play 
over 30 matches with 375 runs at 12. (John was soon Australia bound). Ken Batchelor (352 at 12), Alan Adams 
(346 at 11) and Frank Allen all played 30+ matches too. Allen had one of his best seasons with the bat and 
ended the top run-scorer with 433 with 2x50, his first since 1937. His 2nd placed average of 16 was some 13 
below the winning average of Dave Rickard who hit 416 at 29 to win a final Batting Cup. He had 3x50 (inc. 81,

In a special feature in the press during May, Lancing Athletic and Grammarians argued over who 
nurtured Les Lenham's early career. Athletic had a team photo from 1951 that included a lad with a large sunhat 
said to be Lenham. In fact, he won the Lancing Athletic bowling cup in 1951 with 19 wickets at just 8 runs per 
wicket. He played a full season in 1952 with Grammarians. Athletic won the 'debut', but Grammarians provided 
the true platform. It could also be said that as cousins Ray Knight and Lenham spent their summer holidays 
playing on the Lancing Manor outfield that both their careers would see them 'come back home' when Grams

Later in year, 20-year-old Knight made his Worthing Football Club debut.

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Worthing and District Knock-Out Cup Final: Won by Old Azurians (who had knocked out Grams in round two by

This was Rickard's last season for Grammarians as he retired aged just 41. His all-round record will surely not 
be beaten. In 321 known matches he scored 5,425 runs at 19.8 with 2x100 and 27x50. He also took 66 hauls of 
5 wickets or more in reaping 800 wickets at under 10 each. First to 5000/500 career double. His 9-11 remains 
the best 1st XI figures. The 146no stood until 1983 as the top individual score too. Injury may have stopped him 
playing or maybe he simply didn't like the Manor ground. His batting was always described as 'hard-hitting' (he 
was once out in the first over of a match for 14!) The bowling figures are simply irresistible. At the time of 
retirement, he had scored more runs, taken more wickets and held both the batting and bowling records. Those 
6 seasons lost to WW2 perhaps reduced the final totals by feasibly a third - truly a giant of any time. Alongside 
Harry Foinette he is the only non-Sussex CCC player to average circa 20 with the bat and <10 with the ball. The 
three Sussex players, Derek Semmence, Jack Eaton and Norman Mercer, played a combined 28 matches.

Worthing Old GrammariansΩ second season at their Lancing Manor home saw a record 44 fixtures played 
through the season, with 18 wins, 5 draws and 21 defeats.  Not a surprise with so many matches that runs and 
wickets were at high levels too. For only the second time of three occasions ever, three bowlers took over 50 
wickets each: Frank Allen 53 at 16 (2x5w, 6-16 best), Tom Dix 53 at 14 (3x5w) and Ray Knight with 58 at 7.9 
(3x5w), head and shoulders above the rest of the bowlers to win the Bowling Cup for the 4th consecutive year. 

Considering Allen 228.5 and Dix 218.1 bowled more than Knights 156 overs, the strike rate of 16 for 
Knight was some 10 fewer than any of the six other bowlers who qualified. Over the weekend of 16/17th May 
he took a combined return of 15.1-9-19-14. He took 7-10 against tourists, Coalville Town, who made 34, with a 
3-wicket maiden ς the Leicester Evening Mail ŎŀƭƭŜŘ YƴƛƎƘǘ άŀŎŎǳǊŀǘŜέΦ The next day his 7-9 included a hat-trick, 
then in the next over 4 wickets against Sussex Downs who managed a paltry 14 all out. An amazing 7 wickets 
in 2 overs and another example of not letting the opposition off lightly. Tom Dix in his debut season supported 
Knight with medium pace and had the astonishing figures 10.1-2-15-9 against Worthing 'A' who collapsed to 
103 all out. The other wicket being a run-out! In a season of new blood, tall fast bowling 16-year-old Keith 
Forshaw, took 6.5-3-9-6 to help ŀ άƳƻŘŜǊŀǘŜ DǊŀƳƳŀǊƛŀƴǎ ǎƛŘŜέ defend 48 by bowling Amberley out for just 
30. Bill Garland had scored 23 of the 48 and taken 4-18. Grams had shot them out for 21 in 1958. 13-year-old 
Tony Harding took 4-мт ǿƛǘƘ άƳŜŘƛǳƳ-paced spinnersέ.

YŜƛǘƘ CƻǊǎƘŀǿΩǎ нм-year-old brother Graham won the Batting Cup with 194 runs at 21.5 in 12 innings 
with best of 49no. Frank Allen's 38 innings saw the left-hander hit a personal best 758 runs at 19.9 with 3x50 
scores, 65 best. Geoff Bee 207 (41 best), Knight 315 (53 best), Alan Adams 329 (48 best), Phil Akam 320 (60 
best), Arthur Patience 267 (career best 44) and dentist Bill Garland 275 all topped 200+ runs. Garland appeared 
17 times having played twice in September 1958, moving after some years playing for Petworth Park CC.

In January the Worthing and District Cricket association stated 29 local clubs were affiliated. In doing so they 
could call upon the panel of umpires if required. In April the club posted another appeal in the press for new 
players, "We have the lowest playing membership since the club was formed in 1922" said Allen, during one of

The club 'toured' to the West Country for the sixth time, taking in fixtures against Shaftsbury, 
Midsomer Norton, Shaftsbury Grammar School, Dorchester Casuals and finally, Crewkerne. Allen followed 48 
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with 6-16 that enabled a win against Shaftsbury for first time in five attempts. The touring squad again consisted 
of 50/50 Grams/guest players that included Noel Bennett and Arundel players, John Clavey and Ernie Blackall. 
A 10-wicket defeat against M.D Neligan's XI with 18-year-old Nicholas Treadaway, on the Sussex CC books, 
blowing them away for 57 with 6-13. A weekend to forget against Findon and Slinfold when they lost by 207 
and 156 runs. Three times in the season Grammarians lost by 100+ runs. Four injuries in one weekend saw John 
Rushton, Keith Forshaw and Phil Akam pulling balls into their faces. Rushton had three stitches at hospital to a 
split lip. Keeper John Bennett also visited hospital for an x-ray of toe after being hit while batting. In August the 
council deferred a decision to demolish the Manor house άindefinitelyέ whilst considering options for its future. 
The Worthing and District Knock-out Cup was won by Findon beating N.A.L.G.O by 1 wicket with 3 balls to spare. 

So that batsmen were not unfairly dazzled by the setting sun, Allen had an idea: άŎƘŀƴƎŜ ǘƘŜ ǿƛŎƪŜǘ 
and change your ƭǳŎƪέ. So, prior to the 12th of September fixture the wicket was aligned North-South. The first 
two matches saw scores of 182-6, 181, 207-7 and 191-9 before the last saw 137-9 play 68. The wicket was to 
remain North-South right through until the start of the 1969 season when the nearby A27 was widened and a 
large area of the ground was lost. The wicket was then re-aligned East-West and further towards the pavilion.

Fixtures were reduced to 35 with only 9 won, 4 drawn equalling the record of 22 defeats. Meanwhile the last 
conscripted soldiers to National Service were to start this year.

What a difference a year makes! What a difference having a classy batsman makes too - Ian Pitt had 
now returned fully, and the 23-year-old stormed the Batting Cup with 635 runs at 27.6. He scored his maiden

Phil 
Akam 23, Pitt 35, Allen 25 (2x5w), Batchelor 29 (2x5w) and Lloyd-Evans 25 all took a generous helping of wickets 
at under 20 each.

A pre-season 'dance' attended by some 130 members, wives and friends had been organised to raise 
funds for crockery, cutlery, tablecloths etc. as the club wished to provide its own teas. By April the 'mortuary'  
had been transformed into changing rooms, a lounge and a separate kitchen. Carpeted, it had a large settee in 
addition to a three-piece-suite and other furnishings which made for a splendid social club. The kitchen had the 
latest 'mod cons' including 'Harlequin' crockery. One drawback was the discovery of a rat that had been living 
in the settee! It was officially opened on Sunday 30th April.

Nevertheless, it was said that the new look social lounge encouraged new members to join and

The members, plus the groundsman, had improved the wicket enormously. After the first match this 
new 'clubhouse' was opened with a big party. The train carriage pavilion overlooking the ground was the sole 
residency of the Lawn Green Bowlers who had taken a firm hold after earlier disputes with the previous cricket 
club. Sadly, apart from one room used by visiting cricketers to change and kit storage very little access was 
permitted to what would have made for a fantastic club facility (see photos). 

By June a licence had been granted for a bar and the social club was now fully operational. However, 
there was disharmony at the club when bar takings began to άgo missingέ due to an unknown culprit.  

A new mower was purchased at a cost of £40 and the new 'covers' were being used to protect the 
wicket. After the last game of the season some 50 cricketers + friends (not partners) attended the end of season

This was a far cry from the players and ex-
players of Sussex County Cricket Club who had previously been guests of honour. 

After a player dropped out on the morning of a game, Les Lenham just happened to call saying he 
was available. He eased to 98, before being bowled in the last over before tea after hitting 12x4 and 3x6. It was 
a fortnight before his 25th birthday. The all-day game against New Haw turned into a two-innings match after 
both teams had been bowled out for sub 60 scores. Gerry Dawson's debut season was marred by a broken hand 
having fallen when delivering a ball. Another injury set-back was to fast bowler Tom Dix. Dix missed several 
weeks post operation to his thumb after an accident whilst cleaning the ŎƭǳōΩǎ mower!

Only 1x50 (90) and 2x5w 
hauls (8-33, 7-28), so when he did well, he did very well. 17 matches in 1959. 1960 full averages were, however, 
not reported, but there were very few headlines in the press concerning Garland. 

Ian Pitt (73) supported by Garland put on 92 for the 4th wicket at The Rotary versus old foes, Old 
Azurians. Grams fell to a 46 run loss chasing 214 target with the last wicket falling 5 minutes before end of 
allotted time. 
Away to Glyn Mills Bank, Grams were closing in on 119 target when Ken Batchelor playing well on 25, was it by 
a rearing ball off the wicket to hit him in the mouth. Off to hospital he went for 6 stitches, whilst his teammates 
folded for 95. Batchelor was living and working in London, but played most weekends for Grams. 

In June, a full-page press feature on a local 'Cricket Captain' focussed on Frank Allen, complete with 
photo and biography.

In June, the defeat to Inland Revenue in the quarter-final of the Knock-Out Cup by 8 runs was said 
ǘƻ ƘŀǾŜ ōŜŜƴ ΨŜƳōŀǊǊŀǎǎƛƴƎΩΦ ! WǳƴŜ ƴŜǿǎƭŜǘǘŜǊ ǎǘŀǘŜŘ ǘƘŜ ŎǳǊǊŜƴǘ ŦƛŜƭŘƛƴƎ ƭŜǾŜƭǎ ǿŜǊŜ ΨǿƻŜŦǳƭƭȅ ǿŜŀƪΩΦ 
In the home game with Patcham Priory, an umpire halted the match after a few minutes to inform Allen that 
Grams had 12 on the field. Derek Grimes dropped out. There is no record of him playing before or again for 
Grams! For the record, Grams lost 7 wickets in the victory chasing just 68. 

At Wisborough Green reports stated that an area of the ǇƛǘŎƘ ǊŜǎŜƳōƭŜŘ ŀ ΨƳŀǎǎ ƻŦ ŎǊǳƳbƭŜŘ ŘǳǎǘΩ 
after the groundsman had repaired a divot with seed and soil that had not bound and Grams simply crumbled 
too against an off-spinner. Earlier the Grams quicker bowlers failed to hit the danger area.  

Against West Chiltington at the Manor, David Peskett went in to bat with 7 to win with just 3 balls 
of match remaining. He hit a 6 and then scrambled a single off the last ball. Job done. 
Later in September, Grammarians took part in a 6-a-side tournament at the County Ground Hove, where each

James in the Grams XI. Semmence scored 32 and took 3-13, James 2-14. Post match 50+ attended an end of 
season social in the club bar/social room. A cake, decorated like a cricket field, was raffled, making £3.18s  

In October, Ray Knight played in a charity football match for Sussex Cricketers XI versus a Showbiz XI 
at Lewes.

In September, Robert Gilbert, who had played twice for Grams in 1956, died suddenly at the age 

of 51. He was a former Captain of Worthing Rugby Club.

Another full summer for Worthing Old Grammarians saw 39 matches played. However, a club record 28 losses 
that still stands today must have been demoralising for the players. Just 7 wins and 4 draws saw any respite 
from a series of heavy defeats. It wasn't until the 19th match of the season, 15th July that the first game was 
won. September saw 4 wins and the season ending on a high of sorts. One critical factor was the loss of Ray 
Knight, 5-time (possibly 6) winner of the Bowling Cup, had left the club for Goring in May. As it transpired for 
one season only ς though he did not return to Grams. Press around the same time reported that when 'rested' 
by his Football Club, he immediately left them and went elsewhere 'to feel wanted'. He was certainly wanted 
at Grammarians. His 9-year association with the club (1953-61) saw 267 wickets at 9 runs per wicket, 15 hauls 
of 5 wickets in his recorded 112 matches. Dave Rickard had been replaced by Knight. Now Knight was to be 
replaced by Tony Watts, who in fewer seasons would take more wickets than Knight (though perhaps due to a 
significantly heavier over rate).  
The undoubted batting star was Ken Batchelor who in 37 innings scored 677 runs at 20 with 4x50 and 18x6! He 
outperformed the rest. Newcomer 29-year-old Brian Moore with 351 at 15 (52no high) the next top scorer. 
Watts (311 at 9), Geoff Bee (204 at 20 with 57 high) with another new player Steve Slater (275 at 12.5) 
accumulating too. Other achievements include Phil Akam 259 runs at 12.3 (62 high), B Hughes 217 at 8. Freddie 
Greenwood 159, Stan Hawken 126, Roy Loveland, and David E Peskett passed 100 for season too. As did Dublin 
University student Adrian Snow, who had 176 in 6 innings with a high of 63. Leading catchers, Batchelor 15 (+5 
stumpings), Watts 10, Moore, Slater, Peskett 8.  
Watts is seen to have taken 73 wickets at 14 each, with best of 6-12, 5-15 and 5-19 in a huge 404.3 overs, 108 
of which were maidens. He conceded just 2.6 runs per over. B Hughes with 16 at 14.9 came a close second. 17-
year-old Phillip Neller stood up too, his 27 wickets at 20.8 (5-24). Phil Akam 19 at 21, Ian Pitt 14 at 12 with 2x5w, 
Adrian Snow 12 at 11, Tom Dix 18 at 24, Gerry Dawson 14 at 16, Richard Lloyd-Evans 12 at 20 and Ken Batchelor 
11 at 30 all had supporting roles. Guest players Richard Day and D Atkins took 6-fors. Day had a remarkable 
debut, 21-5-53-6 the most overs bowled by a bowler on debut. It is not reported what the current players 
thought of that, but we can perhaps guess. That said, bowlers were often seen bowling 15-20 overs in a match. 

It is perhaps no coincidence that the press reporting waned from this season onwards - as there was 
another significant loss to the club on the playing field. Frank Allen who had played since 1937 - and voiced his 
concerns that new players were needed in pre-season press, failed in both games he played. It is not reported 
if he still received the gold watch. February press highlighted that for a club that had been one of the strongest

In January the mystery of previous summers theft from the club social bar was revealed in the Worthing Gazette 
as being former club secretary John Bennett.

At the December '62 AGM, it was agreed that annual subscriptions for 1963 of 30 shillings could be paid in 3 
instalments of 10 shillings on 1st of May, July and September. Match fees were to remain at 1 shilling. Although 
Frank Allen had resigned as Captain almost as soon as season started, he was elected President. Tony Watts 
would be Captain; Ken Batchelor became Team Secretary and Fixture Secretary. Freddie Greenwood became 
Vice-Captain despite achieving little of note on the field of play, averaging 9 and not bowling, so perhaps he 
was a great man-manager ŀƴŘ ƻǊƎŀƴƛǎŜǊ ŀǎ ǘƘŜ ŎŀǇǘŀƛƴΩǎ ǊƻƭŜ ŜƴŎƻƳǇŀǎǎŜŘ several off-field roles. 

 
Ex-Grammarian and Test player Donald Smith was appointed sports master at Lancing College.  
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The season started with an exciting finish against Old Dorkinians. After Grams made 135, Dorkinians slumped 
from 99-2 to 116-8 (Pitt 5-28), then to 133-9 before the visitors last man hit a 6 to win the match. 
In late May chasing Bognor Training College 161-5 total, Grams fell from 85-5 to 85 all out with their last 4 
batsmen all being bowled 1st ball.

In May, Worthing Rural Council approved permission for Grams to install a concrete practice wicket ς to the 
North East of the East trees. It remains into 21st century, albeit not used in perhaps half a century, somewhat 
overgrown ς to the extent the surface area is barely 10 feet long and 4 foot wide - and now more a curiosity to 
dog walkers.

Fixtures again totalled 39, however performances were still poor with only 7 wins; 7 draws were salvaged from 
a season that saw 23 losses, however there was the excitement of a tied match.

Hawken 274 at 10.5 (51 high) and Brian Moore 282 at 10 all passed 200. Gerry Dawson, David Thomas, Roy 
Loveland, 31-year-old newcomer Derek Rice and Tony Watts all passed 100 runs though most averaged sub-
10. tŜǎƪŜǘǘΩs 90 was the clubΩs top score of the summer and would remain PeskettΩs top score as he did not 
return after this season. Leading catchers: Peskett 11, Watts 7, Thomas 6, R Varndell 6.  

Watts in 419.2 overs took 92 wickets at 9.29 average with 5x5w hauls with a best of 6-25. He took 4 
on 7 occasions too, 12 matches of 4+, exceptional. Only Dawson (21 at 15, 6-36), Neller (16 at 29) and in his 
debut season, right-arm fast-medium, 18-year-old Neil Hewitt (27 at 19, 6-53), took significant 15+w hauls. 
Watts certainly carried the attack with a final tally of 419.2-144-855-92. Two runs per over and a record number 
of overs/maidens. He bowled on average nearly 12 overs per game. Other bowlers included R Jones 11 at 13, 
wƛŎƘŀǊŘ IŀǊǾŜȅ мо ŀǘ мт ŀƴŘ ǘƘǊŜŜ ƎŀƳŜǎ ŀǎ ΨƎǳŜǎǘΩΣ wƛŎƘŀǊŘ 5ŀȅ по-13-92-9 with a best of 20-4-61-6.  

Grammarians scored only 28 chasing Old Azurians 150. The next day they made 43 chasing the 112 
of Southwick. That weekend was soon forgotten the following Saturday when they bowled West Chiltington 
out for 27; Watts 5-6 and Neller 4-19 the chief destroyers. Leicestershire club side Coalville Town toured 
Worthing area again, beating Grams (57) by 10 wickets. In mid-August a 62 all out was followed up the next 
day with 33 at home to Ashdown. So, it continued with only the odd score of 100+ amongst others of 55, 75, 
54, 82 and 84. Little wonder the average match score of 91 saw more defeats than wins.  

From January indoor nets were held at Field Place and in April, the Chief Public Health Inspector 
reported the club regarding the need for satisfactory sanitary conveniences at their social club. The matter was 
reported to the 'Beaches and Open Spaces CommƛǘǘŜŜΩ ǿƘƻ ǿŜǊŜ ǘƻ ƛƴǾŜǎǘƛƎŀǘŜ ŀƴŘ ƛǎǎǳŜ ŀ ǊŜǇƻǊǘΦ bƻ ŦǳǊǘƘŜǊ 
reports can be found so it is presumed that the facilities were improved.  

In a match at West Chiltington, the hosts lost their last 7 wickets for 5 runs from 109-3, with Dawson 
taking 4-3 in return of 6-36. Watts took 4-32. Chasing 115, Grammarians collapsed too, from 108-6 to 113-9; 
with the scores then level, the last wicket fell with 2 balls of the last over remaining for rare tied match. 

In June press reported that Grams Secretary, Ken Batchelor, was giving up role as he his Building 
Society employers were transferring him to Bromley. He would still play each weekend.  

Felpham visited the Manor in June and were dismissed for 87, Neil Hewitt 6-53 and Tony Watts 4-
22 bowling unchanged. Grams lost just one wicket as a swashbuckling 74no from Batchelor saw them home.  

At Preston Park, Grams found themselves 1-3, 18-4 before final total of 55 and a heavy 98 run defeat

In August the club was promoting the upcoming benefit match to be played against Sussex CCC at 
the Manor. Rev. David Sheppard and Ian Thomson were hoping to get Frank Worrell or other touring West 
Indians to play too. That failed to happen. The club were granted permission to park cars round the boundary 
and seat 600 deckchairs. The match raised £105. Club sides outside Sussex were soon seeking fixtures. 

Through this season the club had struggled for players and funding, but this glamour match had 
done much to turn the tide.

November AGM held at Lancing Manor, announced the club had spent £600 through the summer 
for a small loss of £14. £31 had been spent on a new mower. Frank Allen was then re-elected President and 
Treasurer, Brian Moore and Match (Fixture) Secretary and Team Secretary. Tony Watts as skipper.

Three appearances saw the άƧƻǾƛŀƭ and generousέ 56-year-old Frank Allen's playing career finish. A record at 
the time 406 matches, with 3,800 runs and 548 wickets - a strong all-round tally in any era especially given he 
only really started post-war at the age of 40.

Another disastrous season saw just 6 wins and 5 draws. 20 lost and 4 abandoned from 35 matches played.   

The last conscripted soldiers left National Service in 1963, meaning players were no longer being 
lost during a summer for call ups. National Service had, for this second term, been in place since 1939.  

Tony Watts was again Captain. Watts (55 wickets at 10 runs per wicket with 4x5w) Dawson (34 
wickets at 11.6, 3x5w) and Neil Hewitt (29 wickets at 12.5, 2x5w) did their best with the ball - 8 hauls of 5 
wickets between them. J Rooney 13, M Roberts 12, Richard Harvey 18 and David Lewis 13 all supported but the 
continuing issue was the lack of runs. The bowlers had less to defend and therefore less opportunity to take 
wickets. Watts had expressed to the press that 'the club needed more bowlers, more batsman and simply more 
players!'. Dawson did have a chance of becoming the first bowler to take all-ten wickets after taking the first 9 
(11-2-35-9) Youngmans CC wickets, but Roger Spells nicked out the last man to deny any record breaking. Neil 
Hewitt had a match return of 16-1-65-8 at Stirlands in June. Watts had carried the bowling for a couple of 
seasons now and with the pressure taking its toll he resigned the Captaincy and his position on the Committee, 
citing too much responsibility was on his shoulders on matchdays as well as off the field. Derek Rice took over 
for the remainder of the season, with Dawson as Vice-Captain. In July Watts was selected for the Club Cricket

averaged 11 for the season. A pitiful 25 all out at Amberley during May could have been worse if not for Roy 
Loveland's 18 (2x4 1x6) representing 72% of the total. Five made ducks, three had a single to their name and 
one scored two. From 12-5 the 25 total took an arduous 21 overs. Totals of 52, 64, 86, 97, 76, 91, 72 and 89 (in 
a 10-wicket defeat to Burgess Hill) tell the continuing tale of frustration.

It simply 
delayed the inevitable loss. The match at Southwick, chasing 120, saw Grammarians slump to 35-9 before the 
last pair of Hewitt and R Varndell hit out to take the total to 64. Nick Parrott had a season of 0,2,0no,0,0,2,0,0. 
Richard Harvey had 6 single figure scores to go with 35, 75 and 50 so clearly you had to get him early. A total

Manor Cricket Club - 1965-1970 
 
At an EGM on 7th February 1965, it was decided to change the name to Manor Cricket Club. Voting had been

Just three months prior, at the AGM in November 1964 had seen the proposal rejected by a single 
vote. It was agreed that for 1965 and 1966 both the old and new names would be on the fixture card. It was 
hoped that the club was not solely accepting old schoolboys as members, despite the case being so for many 
years, but would be open to anyone wishing to play the game as the club simply needed memberships.  

The Worthing Gazette on 30th June; Neil Hewitt, Club Secretary, having stated there were over 30

players included two from Lancing Athletic, 27-year-old Mike Reynolds and 22-year-old Graham Hill (who had 
played 3 times in 1963). John Carver (Littlehampton), Chris Lyons (Sompting) and Len Cheshire (Hendon) also 
joined.

The highlight of the 1965 season was again the performance of the Captain, Tony Watts. He was back as Captain 
having given up the role in middle of the previous season. He reached 100 wickets in the last match of the 
season. His figures were: 355 overs, 124 maidens, 683 runs, 100 wickets and an average of 6.83, less than 2 
runs per over. In the two matches against West Chiltington his combined figures were a startling 24-13-17-16 
as he followed 12-7-6-8 (WC 34) in the away match with 12-6-11-8 (WC 45) in home fixture.  He also took 11.5-
7-12-8 against Farnham Common (41) to become the only bowler ever to take 3 x 8 wicket hauls in a single 
season. He took 34 wickets in August alone, 24 in July, an astonishing 58 in a two-month period. Only Rickard 
(39 in July 1954) and Knight (35 in May 1958) have taken more in a single month. 
Leading catchers: Graham Hill 17, Lyons 12, Reynolds 9, Moore, Lewis and Brian Collins all 7.   
Gerry Dawson (71 wickets at 11.9, 6x5w) and Hewitt (44 at 14.1 with 4x5w) saw the bowling as strong as it had 
ŜǾŜǊ ōŜŜƴΦ 5ŀǿǎƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ ǿŀǎ т-34, Hewitt 6-22. Roger Spells 19 at 13.5 (6-21) and Lyons' debut season also 
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seeing 23 wickets at 14, it is a wonder how the opposition scored anything to defend. Keith Forshaw returned 
for a handful of matches when not working in a hair salon in taking 13 wickets at 14, but bar one recorded 
match in 1966 his Manor career was over at 23-years-old. His brother Graham too was now living and working 
in London, so the 9 matches noted this summer were his last at 27 years old. But as before, the oppositions 12 
runs per wicket was more than Manor's 9 per wicket. That figure is the lowest ever 'club' average runs per 
wicket aside from 1922 and 1925. Manor had scores of 41, 38, 54, 73, 57 and 59.

The match against Sussex CCC drew a crowd of over 200 to the Manor, though little entertainment was said to 
be had as Sussex crawled to 122 all out in 130 minutes. Leg-spinner David Lewis 3-37, pacemen Tony Watts 2-
23, Neil Hewitt 2-28 and Roger Spells 2-10 were the successful Manor bowlers. However, Manor slumped to 2-
4, 15-5, 22-6 before Lewis hit out for 37 and they scraped to 59 all out. Manor were said to have collected £100

A change in reporting style saw the match reports in the local Worthing Herald and Gazette only show the top 
three batsmen and bowlersΩ performances, assuming they were worth reporting of course. Luckily the team 
still had the four main bowlers of recent seasons, Tony Watts, Gerry Dawson, Chris Lyons and more to the fore, 
21-year-old bŜƛƭ IŜǿƛǘǘΦ !ǇǊƛƭΩǎ ǇǊŜǎǎ ƘŀŘ ǎǘŀǘŜŘ ƳǳŎƘ ǿƻǊƪ ƻƴ the square had been done and a record 48 
fixtures had been arranged, though 16 were eventually cancelled due to one of the wettest summers on record. 

In late May the press stated Captain Watts had already missed 8 matches, 5 had been rained off, 3 
due to back trouble. Dawson stepped in as Captain. In a match Dawson missed at Staplefield, David Lewis 
stepped in as Captain, only to be knocked out cold after a ball hit him a sickening blow behind the ear when 
39no. He was rushed to hospital with some teammates fearing the worst. After being detained for several 
hours, he was allowed home. Thereafter he struggled with his vision, and he retired from the game. Despite 
the absences, results picked up with 11 wins and 5 draws in the 32 matches played. Most of those wins were 
down to that trio of bowlers, Watts, Dawson and Hewitt.  Over 140 wickets were reported as taken by them, 
with Hewitt having 64 at a cost of around 6 runs per wicket. There was a significant article in Herald of 22nd July,

He was just 35 years of age ς with nearly 400 wickets in just 6 seasons 1961-1966, including 100 
wickets in 1965. 23 hauls of 5-wickets, the best an astonishing 8-6. Three-time winner of the Bowling Cup, he 
was going to be hard, if not impossible, to replace. 
Batting proved again the teamΩs downfall, only 6 scores of 50+ were recorded, two by Brian Moore who, with 
over 330 runs, was by far the leading run-scorer. Les Lenham in his sole appearance hit 95 (12x4 2x6) and the 
following day a new player, Alec Cresswell, hit the seasonΩs only ton, 102no (14x4 2x6) in one of his handful of 
appearances. Cresswell had won the Lancing Athletic Batting Cup in 1962 and 1963. Derek Rice with 74no did 
carry his bat in the 111 all out versus Ifield on 9th July.  
Team totals tell a sorry tale, 69, 56, 87, 70, 59, 75, 52, 68, 95, 46, 69, 70 with only a few totals over 150 and a 
less than 11 runs per wicket average. That said, opponents only averaged around 14 runs per wicket 
themselves. The score of 59 versus British Rail (Brighton) saw a win by 5 runs as Hewitt (6-23) and Dawson 
bowled Manor to victory. Similarly, 52 at home to Amberley saw another victory by 5 runs with Hewitt and 
Watts both taking 5-18. 
 
Two high profile matches versus a Les Lenham XI in April and the Ken Suttle Benefit XI in September were both 
rained off. The latter after spectator seating and refreshments stalls had been set up in readiness for the match. 
The club raised £22 towards the benefit fund, a raffle resulted in a bat won by Derek Rice, draw made by Suttle.  
 
Mrs Shirley Dawson, wife of club vice-captain, Gerry, was the first lady on record to be appointed onto the 
committee, as the club treasurer.  
 
There was no match on Saturday 30th July due to England being in the Football World Cup Final versus Germany. 
 

July saw the passing of Arthur Lewin Edwards.  
Player and Club Secretary for over 30 years. 150+ matches. He was 66 years old.  

 
In October the club was truly shocked and saddened to hear of the passing of Kenny Greenwood.  

He played 20 matches 1962-64. An asthmatic, he died at home of heart failure. He was just 22 years of age.

This was principally due to an influx of new regulars: 34-year-old Ray Bazen ς had played for Upper

matches) and 30-year-old Ted Poole (13 matches) joined too. Both would play for over 20 years for the club, 
with a combined 847 matches. David Wood, some years later would comment that άPrice was a very fine 
batsman, for a Welshmanέ. 
A team average of 14 per wicket still only saw an average score of 93 per match, but at least there were fewer 
sub 50 scores. There were numerous 60-90 totals and even 42 at Staplefield, but generally the overall record 
was much improved. Price would win the Batting Cup with a debut season record total of 657 runs at 38.6 with 
5x50 (78 high). Only Les Lenham had scored more runs for the club at a higher average. Alec Cresswell followed 
his 207 runs in 6 innings in 1966 with another 213 in 6 innings. He ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ǊŜǘǳǊƴ ƛn 1968. His 38.1 career average 
sees him top 10 on list of batters with 400+ career runs. Price moved from area and likewise, did not return. 
The ever-steady Brian Moore with 429 at 21 (58 high) was runner-up. Roy Loveland (200), Dave Wood (178), 
Mike Reynolds (137) and Ray Bazen (142) all chipped in, but way behind with runs and average. 

However, as with the previous four/five seasons the main stars were the bowlers. Dawson won his 
first Bowling Cup with 62 wickets at under 8 each with 8x5w including 7-33. Lane took 8-62 along way to 27 at 
10 each; Neil Hewitt 53 at 11 each included 6-23 and 8-55 and Ray Bazen 31 at 14 including 10-4-17-7 in rout 
of West Chiltington.  Losing Tony Watts the previous season was going to need bowlers to stand up and Hewitt 
and Dawson did that with the bulk of the seam bowling duties aided by the slow(er) wiles of Bazen and Lane. 
34-year-old Moore would now leave for Findon CC as undertaking the fixture secretary and team secretary 
roles found so much time being taken up. Often, he would be άdriving round finding players on a Saturday 
ƳƻǊƴƛƴƎέΦ Apart from 1 recorded match in both 1961 and 1973, Moore played 154 matches in the 6 seasons 
1962 to 1967. Rice moved to London and most worryingly of all, 22-year-old Hewitt re-located to Hampshire. 
He had at this point taken 217 wickets in just 5 seasons and could easily have gone on to take hundreds more.  

East Worthing had arrived with ten players for the match with Manor, with Manor providing a fielder 
for the duration of their innings. When the 9th East Worthing wicket fell Manor assumed they had won and 
started to walk off, but the ǾƛǎƛǘƻǊΩǎ umpire took the bat from the out-going batsman and batted out the 
remaining overs for a draw dressed in his ΨciviesΩ. Manor were understandably far from happy. More satisfying 
was the match against Amberley, when John Lane took the last wicket with the penultimate ball of the match.

A dry summer saw 39 matches played, 17 won, 5 drawn, 17 lost. Once again it was a ōƻǿƭŜǊΩǎ summer, a record

Les Taylor had joined the club in 1968 as a 36 year old after an invitation from Ray Bazen, as they 
had both previously played for Upper Beeding and Steyning //Ωǎ, took 30 wickets at 9, Dawson 26 at 11, Lane 
61 at 13 (2x5w 7-48 best), R Bazen 27 at 14 (2x5w, 5-34) and Russell Wood 39 at 16 (3x5w, 7-19 best) all had 
their turn as did 29-year-old newcomer Norman Johnson. Johnson was a former royal marine 1957-61, (serving 
in , amongst others, Malta, Tripoli, Sri Lanka, Singapore, Hong Kong, East Africa and Borneo) сΩо ƭŜŦǘ-ŀǊƳ ΨōǊƛǎƪΩ 
who had trials with Sussex CCC (declined for financial reasons) with 36 wickets 9.9 (3x5w, 6-20 best). Press 
reported in late September of Johnson reaching 100 wickets for the summer, the majority of which were taken 
before he joined Manor in late July and included those taken in the evening league, nevertheless a great 
achievement. In all 14 hauls of 5 were taken by 6 bowlers, whereas only 4x50s were scored.

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At home to West Chiltington, Manor were on course for the 109 target at 82-6 before Carruthers took a hat-
trick and Manor fell for 89 all out.

The 178no partnership was the 2nd highest for that wicket, following that of Punter/Semmons 
in 1938. Later in the season at Balcombe, Lenham hit consecutive sixes to bring up his ton before being caught 
next ball for 102. Only one other batsman reached double figures in team total of 152. He then bowled 12 overs 
taking 3 for 19. Reg Phillips with 240 at 22 had won back-to-back Batting Cups with 2x50s (60no high), closely 
followed by Barry Harman 288 at 18 (71) and Bill Winter 305 at 17.9 (68) who was still mainly a middle order 
batsman. David Wood 513 at 17.7 (39), Reynolds 553 at 17.2 included 13x6, Lane 270 at 15 (47no), Dave 
Wilmshurst 250 at 11.3 (38) and 258 runs at 12.9 (31) from young wicket-keeper Dicky Garrett. Roy Loveland 
172, Norman Johnson 148 and John Ray 136 all passed 100 runs. Garrett took 18 catches pipping the 15 of 
Reynolds and David Wood. 
After three seasons and 95 wickets at 17 each, Russell Wood exploded into action with 82 wickets at 10.9 each 
with 5x5w hauls and a best of 7-25. Bowling 391 overs with 101 maidens he barely went for 2 per over. His 
11.1-2-29-6 against Steyning at the Manor included his first club hat-trick, all-bowled. John Lane 56 at 11.04 
(5x5w, 7-36 best) and Norman Johnson 51 at 11.06 (6-13) supported strongly as both bowled more than 200 
overs. Ray Bazen snared 20 at 12.8 in just 76 overs. Bill Winter 18 at 11 average with 5-19 and even David Wood 
6-23 got in on the act too. Notable contributions were by Les Taylor 14 at 13 each, John Ray 12 at 11 and 
newcomer Mike Bowden 19 at 12.6. Russell Wood (33) and David Wood (31) nearly played as many games as 
Captain Reynolds (38) with six others playing more than 20 - a healthy core of regulars. 

Lyon took 8 stumpings in the 8 matches he played. This was to be his only season with Manor. He 
was later to play forty 1st class matches for Trinidad and tour India with West Indies Test squad in 1978-79 as 
reserve wicket-keeper. In June there was a 10-wicket victory over Chichester Ivanhoe (60) after Russell Wood 
had taken that 7-25, with David Wood and Reg Phillips taking 31 overs to reach the 61 target. August saw 
Garrett take a record 5 catches as wicket-keeper against Streat & Westmeston.

In March the club annual dinner at the Beach Hotel, Littlehampton, was attended by 110 and the guest speaker 
was the Sussex CCC Captain, Mike Griffith. The Len Hewitt Cup for Cricketer of the (1971) year, was Dicky 
Garrett. It was also announced that former captain and current President, Frank Allen, was to be made a life 
member of the club. 
Winning half of the 36 fixtures, the same number as draws and defeats combined, the club had another 
successful season, 50 years after their first. The struggles of the mid 1960s were, it seems, a long time ago as 
good results and individual performances were very much a regular occurrence. 10 matches were cancelled in 
the wet summer. Feasibly the club could have played a mammoth 46 matches in the summer. 

This season saw David Wood win the first of many Batting Awards with 483 runs at 25 with a sole 
50 (50), perhaps boosted by 6 not outs in 25 innings. Barry Harman 247 at 22 (2x50) and John Lane 578 at 21 
were just behind. The usual middle order of Captain Mike Reynolds (404 at 16), John Ray (185 at 13), Roy 
Loveland (286 at 16), Dicky Garrett (211 at 9), Ray Bazen (218 at 18) and Dave Wilmshurst (233 at 14) all 
contributed; Lane (74no), Reynolds (74no), Tony Harris (52) and Loveland (50no) getting рлΩǎ. After two 
productive and successful seasons, Reg Phillips had 72 runs at 7.2 in 10 matches to finish 13th in averages.

Another 22 runs would 
have seen him join the unique Dave Rickard in the 600/60 club. He finished 2nd in the bowling (which many

(4x5w). Johnson had a young family and played only two matches as Ray Bazen (28 wickets with best 5-11), 
Barry Parker (20, 6-15), Mike Bowden (23, 3-11) and John Ray (28, 5-19) all chipped in with 20+ wickets. Winter 
again, rarely featured as a bowler and had 49 wickets after 5 seasons.

Lane also biffed 14 sixes and took 22 off an over. He also took 4 wickets in 10 balls to rout the tailenders of

since Lionel Watson either side of the war had the club a keeper of local repute and in high respect as Stanford. 
With a record 9 Stumpings he would be behind the timbers for the next decade, breaking all keeping records 
(the stumping total he still holds) until well into the next century (the stumpings in season record stood until 
1985). 12-year-old Nick Bazen (son of Ray) made his debut. 
Statistical oddity: Jaffa Ullah 11 inn, 10 no, 67 runs, Average 67. Nobody to this point had averaged so high 
whilst batting 10 innings in a season. Though just once out. Statistical oddity: Lane was hit for 24 off an over 
(64644) however, he only bowled 5 balls thus avoiding breaking the then current record.  

Off the field, the Manor House and surrounding buildings, including the fire station and the old 
mortuary building that had been the DǊŀƳΩǎ social club for over a decade, were demolished. Replaced by a 
Leisure Centre and a car park, this was hugely disappointing, losing that iconic backdrop of the Manor House, 
but the social club too. The nearby Corner House Hotel was renamed The Sussex Potter public house and would 
become the post-match venue and for committee meetings for some years to come.  

 
In December the club was sad to hear John ΨWŀŎƪΩ 9ŀǘƻƴ had died. Former Gram and Sussex CCC, he was 70. 
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1973  
 
40 matches played: 18 won, 13 lost, 9 drawn and a further 6 matches lost to the weather. 

Geoff Stanford won his first Batting Cup with 429 runs at 23.8 with 4x50, (60no high). He also held 
20 catches and took 4 stumpings. Mike Reynolds (535 at 23.2, 2x50 inc. 83no) and David Wood (514 at 19 with 
5x50) close behind. Roy Loveland hit a career best 78no in his 228 at 19, John Ray (289 at 16, 54 high), Dicky 
Garrett (359 at 15, 56no high), John Lane (311 at 13) and Dave Wilmshurst (321 at 14, 55 high) all passed 200. 
Barry Harman (151 at 15), Tony Harris (147 at 9), Bill Winter (110 at 7) and newcomer Robert Goodsell (110 at 
22). Other regular players were Ted Poole (71 runs in 24 matches), Mike Chenery, Ray Bazen and his eldest son, 
Steve, all played 16 matches. Tony Clarke played 11. Les [ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ sole endςof-season appearance saw 86 with 
5 sixes and included hitting 22 off one over. Between 1958 and 1973 Lenham played 8 times for the club, his 
scores were: 78 (1958), 60 (1960), 98 (1961), 102no (1965), 95 (1966), 41 (1970), 102 (1971) and 86 (1973). 
That equates to 671 runs for 7 times out, 2x100, 5x50 and an average of 95.86. 

Russell Wood completed a hat-trick of Bowling Cups, 229.3-57-526-57 in 17 matches at 9.2 with 9-
44 the best of 5x5w. Lane broke (and still holds) the most overs in a season with 452.3 and became only second 
bowler after Tony Watts (who also bowled 400+ overs) to concede over 1,000 runs with 1,167. He did however 
take 93 wickets at just 12.5 each with 7x5w hauls including for the 5th time a 7 wicket haul, with 7-41 off 20 
overs at Findon ΨAΩ where the hosts fell for 95. Manor replied with a paltry 45.  

wǳǎǎŜƭƭ ²ƻƻŘΩǎ ф-44 was the first 9-for since Gerry Dawson in 1963 was the first of 4 occasions he 
would take 9 wickets in a match. Ray Bazen (37 at 13.9 with 4x5w), John Ray (30 at 15) and Bill Winter (30 at 
16) all took 30 plus wickets and bowed more than 130 overs.  
Roy Loveland followed that career best 78no with 5 ducks in his next 7 innings. Mike Reynolds and Dicky Garrett 
put on a record 140 for the 4th wicket which stood for another 36 years! Unlike the 1960s, low scores were 
thankfully less common, the odd 60-80 amongst the average 160/170 scores. Russell Wood bowled 34 overs 
during the weekend of 28th July, taking combined 9-83, then a further 29 overs the following weekend.  

David Wood opening the innings batted through 64 overs away to Chiddingstone on 19th August, 
scoring 53no. Reynolds and Garrett knocked off the 88-target set by Ferring for a rare 10 wicket win. 7-year-
old Neil Lenham playing for his ŦŀǘƘŜǊΩǎ XI v Manor, had John Lane stumped off the last ball of the drawn match. 
Most likely the youngest wicket-taker in a match involving LM. Eddie Marchant, played just five matches in 
summer, getting a duck in each to match Russell Wood in 1969 in bagging 5 ducks in a row. Having bowled 
Findon out for 94, Manor scored 46.  

 
Reg Phillips played just two, the last of 41 matches. A 1970-73 career, he nevertheless won two Batting Cups. 
 

In March the club heard news of the passing of William Woolgar. First bowler to 200 wickets, he was 60.

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1974  
 
A busy season of 39 matches with 13 wins, 16 draws, 10 losses and 8 cancellations. Mike Reynolds was skipper. 
At the February AGM it was announced club funds stood at £30. A new committee position was created, Bar 
Manager, with Mike Chenery taking the post. In all there were 11 committee members. 

David Wood won the last of his three 1st XI Batting Cups with 561 runs at 23 (2x50, high 64). Reynolds 
hit 611 at 19.1 (5x50, high 59), Winter 408 at 15.5 (2x50, high 53no) next. Geoff Stanford 335 at 17 (2x50, 67no 
high) and Dicky Garrett 313 at 16 (best 46) passed 300 runs. Norman Johnson 203 at 18 (10x6), Roy Loveland 
216 at 15 (40 best) and John Lane 255 at 9 (36 best) passed 200. Tony Harris 148 at 16, Ted Poole 148 at 14, 
Ray Bazen 115 at 13, Barry Harman 127 at 11, John Ray 170 at 9 and Dave Wilmshurst 153 at 8 all passed 100 
for the season. Barry Coles hit a 50 in one of his 3 matches. G Stanford 23, Lane 15, D Wood 12 and Reynolds 
11 were leading catchers; Stanford (4), Garrett (2) were top stumpers. Johnson hit 5 sixes in a 49no and missed 
a first 50 for the club as the last six he hit won the match! He never did reach a 50 for the club as he rarely 
batted long enough. Lane bagged 4 ducks in succession on way to 8 for the season. 20 players played more 
than 10 matches, with Russell Wood (31), John Lane (32), Bill Winter (33) and Mike Reynolds (36) playing 30+.  

The bowling ς yet again ς was dominated by 26-year-old Russell Wood. A record breaking 111 
wickets and 9 hauls of 5 or more in a match (only Foinette and Rickard with 10 such hauls in a season have 
taken more). The total still stands as the most taken in a 1st XI season. His average was just 8.75 runs per wicket. 
Only Dave Rickard with 104 in 1954 had taken more than 100 in a season (that still stands nearly 50 years on). 
He bowled 423 overs with 112 maidens (only 5 bowlers have bowled >100 maidens in season) and Wood 
achieved it for 6 of the 14 seasons that it has happened ς a remarkable consistency of skill as well as fitness. A 
best of 8-11 off 5.5 overs in his first appearance of season, 27th April, saw hosts Amberley shot out for 29. That 
equalled the 2nd best 8-for analysis ever by Tony Watts (who also holds the best, with 8-6). He later took 8-37 
in rout of Ivanhoe for 71. On average he bowled 13 overs per match ς not great for the opposition. At 
Fittleworth on 7th July he took his second hat-trick, bowled, LBW, bowled, in figures of 7-60 in a tied match with 
John Lane bowling the last man. Lane took 77 wickets off 315.1 overs at 12.3 with 6 hauls of 5 or more, including 
a career best of 8-27 when defending 80 for Manor in bowling Steyning out for 68.  
Only John Ray (25 at 18, best 5-28) and Bill Winter (24 at 21, best 4-34) were regular bowlers or got the 
opportunity after Wood and Lane had bowled.  
John Ray started with 8 successive maidens versus Brighton Arrows. Russell Wood bowled 10 in the match

In the game at Amberley noted above, press reported the game was held up on several occasions when the ball 
was hit into a nearby field as a ram terrorised fielders trying to retrieve the ball. 
The match at The Rotary between Pathfinders and Manor saw both sides finish with 159-7. With 3 needed from 
the last over of the match, Ted Poole was run out going for winning run off the last ball of innings.

A significant season as for the first time since 1922 (when just three matches played) a 2nd XI took the field.  

Mirroring 1922, all three 2nd XI matches played were however lost, but signalled the start of 
increased playing members and of a wind of change through the club - the coming seasons would see a whole 
host of talented youngsters sweep in and command centre stage. But for now, the principal players of the early 
1970Ωs continued to hold their places. This was of course down to their continued skills on the pitch, where 17 
wins and 12 draws of the 41 matches were recorded. 
Eight players had more than 20 appearances, with John Lane (37), Mike Reynolds (34), Russell Wood (30) and 
Geoff Stanford and Bill Winter, both 29, the most. 38-year-old John Lane had an outstanding all-round season, 
another 500 run/50 wickets to his name. His 680 runs included his first 100 (102no) along with 3 others 50s. In 
a ten-year period, he had gone from a tail-ender averaging <10 to winning the Batting Cup with an average of 
29 which included 16x6. He also held 14 catches, mainly at slip. 
Mike Reynolds (646 at 21, 2x50, 57no best) and Geoff Stanford (511 at 25, 4x50, 60 best) both passed 500 runs, 
with Stanford setting a new high of 27 catches and 9 stumpings. Roy Loveland (270 at 18), David Wood (366 at 
17), Dicky Garrett (301 at 13) and John Ray (236 at 15) all hit 50s. Tony Harris 233 at 18, Barry Harman 230 at 
17 and Norman Johnson 237 at 18 all passed 200 runs for the summer. Top six-hitter was Norman Johnson with 
17. A 9 ball inns of 32no (04406666) at Fittleworth saw him hit last 4 balls of an over for 6 ς one of which was 
said to have nearly killed a passing postman on his rounds walking along the path beyond the trees. 

Norman JohnsonΩs 48 wickets at 10.3 off 216 overs with 3x5w and a best of 5-15 was exceptional, 
but of course Russell Wood won his 5th Bowling Cup in succession with 87 wickets at 9.56 off 389.2 overs with 
116 maidens. Best of 14.3-3-37-9 (he had first 8) along with 3 other 5-wicket hauls, including 8-37 and 6-9 and 
would surely have 100+ wickets again had he not missed 4 weekends/8 matches in June (injured?). He took 28 
wickets in May and another 25 wickets in September ς the only bowler to have two months of >25 wickets in a 
season. Lane bowled 272 overs taking 53 wickets at 15, 6-55 his best of 3x5w matches, another 500r/500w 
double. Bill Winter was still chipping in, his 23 wickets cost 22. 40-year-old Eddie Marchant took 19 at 9.37, one 
wicket away from snatching the Cup from Wood. John Ray took 18 at 17 each. That included 2-2-0-4, the joint 
best 4-for analysis, as Sompting fell from 98-3 to 102 all out. Ray Bazen 16 and young redhead, Howard 
Patterson, 12 were other bowlers with more than 10 wickets.  
JohnsonΩs 6-htting had seen Manor rack up 217-5 at Fittleworth, who were then dismissed for 40 (Johnson 5-
14). The win by 177 runs was at the time the biggest ever victory, only now bettered a handful of times. Johnson 
hit 22 off a Steyning over. The club batting average of 17.7 per wicket was a new record high for a season. At 
Parham, John Lane hit 74no and took 6-55 to become only 5th player to hit a match double of 60 runs and 6 
wickets. Six matches saw totals sub-60. They were all made by opponents, a far cry from the 1960s. Ray Bazen 
top scored with 27 at number 9 versus Storrington. Ray (54no) and Bazen (42no) put on 102no for 6th wicket 
versus Manhatten. 
The year had started with a plea in Worthing Gazette seeking new players. John Lane was quoted as saying the

The AGM in February was looking positive: The new Leisure Centre would provide changing rooms and storage 
area for kit and upkeep of the wicket. That would cost £3.50 per home match. Match fees would increase from 
£2 to £4 to cover the additional expense. Club funds were now £10.64. Lancing Athletic had also loaned a sight-
screen. 
The committee included newly created roles; Russell Wood as Social Secretary and Council Liaison Officer, Bill 
Winter.  
In April it was announced that the new concrete shelter at the Manor would not be completed for another four 
months, having been promised by the council much sooner, to the disappointment of all. 
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1976  
 
There was a total of 60 matches played, of which the 2nd XI played 18. This was a massive step for the club. 23 
of the 42 1st XI matches were won ς a record number of wins at the time. The 2nd XI, which was made up of 
colts and less influential 1st XI players, won 5 of their 18 matches, but they were up and running. 

Geoff Stanford won his 2nd Batting Award, with 570 runs at 30 (3x50, 69 best). He took a record 38 
catches, which still stands, as well as 16 catches in July which is a record for a single month. 39-year-old John 
Lane 781 at 25 continued his evolution with another ton, 102no (in just 80 minutes) and 2x50 and 21 catches 
at slip.  Captain Mike Reynolds 645 runs at 24 (51no best), David Wood 604 at 20 (2x50, 61 best) also weigh in 
well. David Wood and Bill Winter both played a record 40 matches. Newcomer 27-year-old Dave Vincent 
clocked up 357 runs at 17 (63 best); Dicky Garrett (203 at 20, 2x50, 63no best), Barry Harman (251 at 21 2x50, 
57no best), Norman Johnson (237 at 17, 44 best and a hefty 15x6) and Dave Wilmshurst (288 at 16, 51no best) 
all contributed to run scoring with 200 plus runs. Newcomer Roger Fielder also passed 200 with 211 in 9 
complete innings with a best of 54. Newcomer, Ray Stanford (brother of Geoff), Tony Harris (50 high), John Ray, 
Roy Loveland and Jaffa Ullah all passed 100. Russell Wood batted only 9 times in 25 matches. A few colts played 
and energised the 1st ·L ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǘƛƳŜΣ /ƘǊƛǎ Ψ.ƛǇΩ tǊŜŜǎΣ Terry Smith, Martin Gander, Roger Geal and Simon 
Marchant.  
The bowling saw the remarkable Russell Wood take 80 wickets in just 25 matches (3+ an over) at fewer than 9 
runs each, taking 6 hauls of 5 including another stunning performance of 22.3-10-31-9 against Dome Mission 
at Braypool. He took his 3rd Hat-trick (Bowled, Bowled, Caught) against Southwater in June. 34-year-old Left-
arm-medium Ray Stanford took 8-35 on way to 44 wickets at 12 each with 2 other 5w matches. Norman Johnson 
31 at 12 (2x5, 5-7 best), Vincent 37 at 13 (5-74 best) and Lane 32 at 22 (5-41 best) supported, along with the 
ever-improving Bill Winter, who with 328.4-84-859-71 at average of 12 really came to the fore. His 11.4-5-13-
7 routed Adelaide at Stanmer Park. He took 3 other hauls of 5 wickets in a match.  

Team performances saw a 10 wicket win at Storrington with David Wood and 34-year-old Roger

A loss to local rivals Lancing Athletic in the quarter final of the Knock-Out Cup at the Manor after 
Athletic hit up 129-6 in 18 overs. Manor managed 102-7 with Johnson 47 and Harman 39 the top scorers. 
 
This was 36-year-old Norman WƻƘƴǎƻƴΩǎ ƭŀǎǘ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΣ 113 matches in 8 seasons saw 271 wickets at an average 
of 11 with 15 hauls of 5 or more. Almost identical to that of legend Ray Knight, so perhaps should also be 
bracketed with the top bowlers, certainly in the top 10 the club has had. He also biffed 59 sixes in just 97 innings.  
 
The 2nd XI played 18 matches in the season, winning 5, drawing 2 and losing 11.  

Roy Loveland won the Batting Cup with 137 at 17.13 (37 high). However, Ted Poole, also hit 137 at

Bill Winter (42), Eddie Marchant (35), Roger Fielder (32) and 43-
year-old newcomer Mike Livermore (31) all had a 30+ score. Livermore had recently moved from Ibstock,

season. In those 6 matches he took 26 wickets at just 5.2 runs each, with 3x5w matches (best 6-20), to win the 
2nd XI Bowling Cup. A combined 97 wickets for the season. 
A 15-year-old all-rounder called Martin Gander took 26 wickets (at 12 each with best of 10-4-18-5 at Patcham) 
to finish runner-up in the bowling averages, showing promise of things to come. In that game at Patcham, 
Gander took 4 wickets in 4 balls (a bowled wicket with the last ball of one over, then the first three balls of next 
over, Bowled, Bowled and Caught & Bowled). A unique performance. .ƛƭƭ ²ƛƴǘŜǊΩǎ мрΦм-11-8-5 was all but 
forgotten due the performance of his bowling partner. Those 11 maidens came in a 12 over first spell. 
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Other notable contributions were Howard Patterson 14 wickets (6-15 best), John Ray 13 wickets (5-13 best) 
and Nick Bazen 9 (3-35).

Batters Chris Prees and Roger Geal and (true left-handed all-rounder) Paul Thurston all made their debuts for 
the club in this principally young XI ς all would within a couple of years be the backbone of the 1st XI. The 2nd XI 
did however establish a record that still stands - 24 all out at Braypool against Brighton Willows who had racked 
up 209-4. Six players got ducks with colt Terry Smith and 37-year-old Andy Matthewson both scoring 9 as top 
scorers. That defeat by 185 in the first game of the season proved a tough lesson. Performances could, and 
would, of course get better later in this season and the years ahead.

1st XI won 14 of 37 matches, with just 8 defeats. The 2nd XIΩǎ 30 matches saw 10 wins and 11 defeats. Proof that 
by creating an arena, players can be found ς albeit with the benefit of so many talented youngsters, who 
encouraged friends etc. to join too, meant that there were 44 different players across the two teams. Along 
with the match fees at the time, which were 50p for adults and 20p for juniors, annual subs were £5 for adults 
and £1.50 for juniors

Mike Reynolds (363 at 15, 50no best), David Wood (331 at 
14, 51 best) and Dave Vincent (340 at 13, 55 best) all passed 300 runs. Roger Fielder (282 at 18, 44 best), Dicky 
Garrett (253 at 17, 33 best) and Bill Winter (215 at 13, 40 best) all passed 200. Newcomer Roger Hurrell hit 155 
in 8 innings with a best of 68no. Russell Wood only batted 9 times in 27 matches from his customary number 
11 position. Lane 36, Winter 33, David Wood 31, and Mike Reynolds 29 played the most matches of the 36 
players who appeared in Manor colours.  
In addition to his runs, Winter bowled 336 overs taking 71 wickets at 11 each, with 5-13 the best of 3x5w. 
However, Russell Wood with 85 wickets (he missed 10 games) at 9.6 won his 7th consecutive Bowling Cup 
(breaking the 6 in row record of Ray Knight from late 50s). On 7 occasions he took more than 5 with a best of 
15.4-6-19-9, which remains the third best figures (after Rickard 9-11 and Dix 9-15). His overall figures: 367-105-

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With the 2nd XI playing that full fixture list, the Colts were honing their skills for the years yet to come. None 
more so than Nick Bazen, who in 12 games hit 200 runs at 22 (51 high) to win the double of the 2nd XI Batting 
Cup and the 2nd XI Bowling Cup with 41 wickets at just 8.6 including a remarkable best of 16-9-23-8 with his 
right arm medium swing. He also took 15.2-5-34-7 and 10.2-2-38-7. Three hauls of 7 or more.  

The batting was held together by 44-year-old Mike Livermore, (Right hand bat) who over the next 
10 years would play extensively for both XIs, setting many records that still stand. His 415 runs at 18 (2x50, 71 
high) topped the list this summer. He also bowled slow left-arm seamers. Colt Chris Prees hit 381 at 19 (72 
high), 32-year-old Jaffa Ullah a few years into his Manor career) hit his maiden 50 (89no, the top score in local 
cricket that week) within his 280 runs at 20 to finish runner-up to Bazen in the averages. 15-year-old Roger Geal 
also posted runs, 258 runs at 17 (with a maiden 50). Roy Loveland 191 at 16 (60 high), Eddie Marchant 118 at 
15 (44 high), Chris Attwood 107 at 13 (32no high) and Ted Poole (123 at 10) all passed 100 runs for the summer. 
Tony Harris appeared once, scored 50. Mike Livermore played most, 24, followed by Prees, Martin Gander and 
wicket-keeper, Andy Matthewson, who all played 21. 
Burly 16-year-old Martin Gander took 53 wickets in 266.1 overs at 14 each, with an equally amazing return of 
9.2-3-7-7 when routing Worthing Palatine for 35 at the Manor, which unsurprisingly, remains the best seven-
for figures for the 2nd XI. That followed 17.3-6-44-5 in the first match of the season. 26.3-9-51-12 after two 
matches was certainly a good start to the season. In another match he took 17.2-4-50-7.

Very few records came about, though the 27 all out by the 2nd XI at Clapham (where 
future Manor player Gordon Collins took 9.5-7-8-5) had only beaten the record low 24 all out (previous 
summer) due to a boundary being hit off the penultimate ball. 
 
Manor were one of five new teams ς alongside Worthing, Worthing Chippingdale, East Preston and Worthing

In January the club heard Len Hewitt had passed. Former President, Vice-President, Umpire. He was 80. 

 
Also in January, the club heard the passing of Ernest Craddock. Bowling Cup winner 1935. He was 68. 

 
In April the club was also sad to hear of the passing of Eric Firth. Captain 1923 to 1924. He was 80 years old.

A club record 86 matches were played, 41 by 1st XI (W20, D15, L6) and a massive 45 matches for the 2nds (W 
15, D10, L11, A1) ς both productive as well as successful. Along with the match fees at the time, which were 
50p for adults and 20p for juniors, annual subs were £6 for adults and £3 for juniors - the cost of teas was £3.85. 

Geoff Stanford won the last of his 4 Batting Cups with a high 807 runs at 33.6 with his sole ton for 
the club, 102no with an additional 4x50. He also took 19 catches and made 4 stumpings. His ton was reached 
with a rare six hit after he and captain Mike Reynolds had put on 186 for first wicket versus Sompting. Dicky 
Garrett 682 runs at 21, also scored his sole 1st XI ton, 104no (plus 2x50) and scored it while sharing a 130-run 
opening partnership with Stanford. Like Stanford he bagged 19 catches but had 5 stumpings. Roger Fielder with 
470 at 31 (4x50, 73no high) pushed Stanford close. The first of the youngsters to make his mark was Chris Prees, 
397 runs at 21 (42no high). David Wood (306 at 15, 49 high), Mike Reynolds (444 at 19, 3x50, 82 best) still 
contributed. Nick Bazen also hit 280 runs for 6 times out (2x50, best 60no). That 60no was during a match that 
saw Manor slip to 1-4 before Fielder 67no, Loveland 41 and Bazen took score to 174-5. Ferring then slipped to 
28-8 before being all out for 49. Dave Vincent 135, Roy Loveland 116 added runs. Barry Harman 57no and Chris 
[ƻƴƎ суƴƻ Ƙƛǘ рлΩǎ.during summer. 
Russell Wood duly won his 8th straight Bowling Cup with 85 wickets at 10.05 off 410 overs and 129 maidens, 
with a best of 8-22 at Parham. He took 5 or more on 5 occasions. Bill Winter came second with 91 wickets at 
10.3 off a huge 448 overs with 8 hauls of 5 with a career best of 23-12-40-8. He took 7 on two other occasions. 
He also bowled a mammoth 139 maidens. That they bowled near 860 overs (268 maidens) between them is 
ridiculous and every week were bowling on average 24 overs per game. Bill bowled 15 overs or more in 12 
matches, Russell in 10 matches. Other bowlers saw scraps with only youngster Steve Scales (who over coming 
years could be imposing/forceful) with 137 overs in 25 matches with 25 wickets at 17 runs each of note, nobody 
else bowled >100 overs. Paul Thurston with 16 at 12 (5-26), Fielder 15 at 20 (5-72) and Vincent 17 at 22 were 
the only other bowlers with 10+ wickets. Despite the success and skill of the two main bowlers, it must have 
been frustrating for anyone else hoping for a long bowling spell as Wood and Winter dominated the bowling 
attack week after week.

The 2nd XI was still proving to be a great arena for the teenagers. Although 45-year-old Mike Livermore 855 runs 
at 28.5 with 7x50 (best of 88), Harman 281 at 28.1 (2x50, best 64no), Ullah 460 at 24 (2x50, best 73), Loveland 
271 at 22 (including his career best 85) and Eddie Marchant 216 at 19 (45no high) occupied the top five in the

John 
Ray 229, Chris Prees 162 (70 high), Chris Long 187 and Andy Matthewson (143), Steve Johns 121 (49no high), 
Ted Poole 112 (including a career best 76) all topped 100. 
The bowling was however dominated by the teens. Martin Gander, who had only batted 11 times in 29 matches, 
again with a new record 68 wicket at 12 (2x5w, 6-29 best). Howard Patterson took 17 at 6.65 to win the Bowling 
Cup, with a best of 5-43. Scales 17 at 11, Bellamy 18 at 14 (5-57 best), lanky 16-year-old fast bowler called John 
Coles 15 at 17 and Nick Bazen with 12 (at under 7) all continued to impress. Coles would of course go on, more 
than anyone, to greater heights. Older players Mike Livermore, 25 wickets at 14, and John Ray 24 at 12, went 
ǎƻƳŜ ǿŀȅ ǘƻ ǎƘƻǿ ǘƘŀǘ ƛǘ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ Ƨǳǎǘ ŀ ȅƻǳƴƎǎǘŜǊΩǎ game.

Geoff Stanford was the new 1st Captain. In 40 1st XI matches, there were 20 wins, 14 draws and just 6 defeats.  

This season saw a transition of some of the younger players from 2nd XI to 1st XI. Les Lenham had 
returned to play twice as many games (17) as he had in the previous 25 years. At 43 he was only a few years 
out of professional cricket. Match fees for seniors and juniors was now both at 50p. 

Lenham duly won the Batting Cup which he last won 27 years previously in 1952 with 729 runs at an 
average of  66, including 2x100 and 5x50 in his 16 innings. After starting season with a duck, he went on a run 
of 136, 100no, 86no and 70no. That 136 against Patcham Priory, (18x4, 5x6), was the clubΩs 2nd highest score 
behind Dave wƛŎƪŀǊŘǎΩ мпсƴƻ ƛƴ мфрс. He shared an opening stand of 167 with Chris Prees (29) and then 
followed up with 13-3-38-3. He also hit 16 sixes in the season. The 100no was scored in 114 minutes (15x4, 
2x6). The 70 (11x4) scored alongside Roger Fielder (54) was in a 3rd wicket stand of 116 versus Brighton Willows.  

The 1st XI was filling with the talented teens (who it must be said were becoming the leading players 
anyway ς plus some of the older guard were preferring to have less match tension by playing in the 2nd XI). 
Lenham demanded standards, fielders walking in, backing up throws, long barriers (wow betide anyone using 
a foot to stop the ball!), batsmen calling and backing-up (critical given the singles taken by Lenham at the end 
of a lot of overs he was facing). Though it sounds like Ψbasic cricketΩ, it was drilled into the club, with the 
youngsters in particular absorbing the coaching and mindset, which took them and the club to another level.  
Nick Bazen 560 runs at 26 (58 high), Roger Geal 689 at 24 (2x50, 90 high)Σ /ƘǊƛǎ Ψ.ƛǇΩ tǊŜŜǎ спн ŀǘ нм (3x50, 55 
high). All-rounders Paul Thurston 206 runs (at 19 with high 44no) and 37 wickets at 13 (best 3-4) and Steve 
Scales 219 runs at 17 and 38 wickets at 16 (5-10 his best) leading the way. The old guard of Stanford 363 runs 
at 14 (64 high) and 25 catches, Mike Reynolds 384 at 19 (40no high) and Roger Fielder 363 runs at 22 (3x50, 68 
high) still contributed. The teenagers Bazen (30), Geal (36), Prees (34), Thurston (35) and Scales (33) all played 
over 30 matches. As did Bill Winter (37) and Stanford (36). Russell Wood batted just 5 times in 28 matches. That 
meant just 25 innings in his last 88 matches. 
The bowling as it had throughout recent years, had fallen heavily on Russell Wood who would win the last of 
his 9-in-a-row Bowling Cups with 76 at 9.3 with 5 hauls of 5 in an innings. Full figures 336.2-102-709-76. Like 
Wood, Bill Winter bowled heavily, 384-142-767-60, wickets coming at 12 each. Winter conceded 1.99 runs per 
over.  Both had a match where they bowled 10 maidens. Supporting Wood and Winter were medium pacer 
Steve Scales and left-arm spin/darts of Paul Thurston. [ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ accurate leg-breaks (always from the Leisure 
Centre end when at home) took 32 scalps at 10.7 with 3x5w, the best being 6-46. Falling just outside the 
averages was 17-year-old John Coles, helped by a stunning 11-9-3-5 spell, taking 11 wickets at just 8 each. 
Lenham had another match double (52 and 15-7-45-5) against Pathfinders in early September a week after 
bowling 19-6-30-5 against Croydons. 
Russell Wood had finished the decade with 758 wickets at <10 with 51 hauls of 5 or more. This bettered Dave 
RickardsΩ 606 wickets in the 1950s. Rickard however had a lower average and 52 such hauls in fewer matches 
ς and he missed the last year of that decade. Different eras, but arguably both giants of the club. On 18th August

The club was saddened to hear the passing of George Winton. Wicket-keeper 1958-66 period. He was 73.

Results wise, this was possibly the most successful season for the club, with just 8 of 85 club matches lost. Geoff 
Stanford was still captain. With Les Lenham a heavy influence in 21 of the 44 matches, the 1st XI lost just 3 of 
those, with 24 wins and 15 draws which included a new high of 24 runs per wicket and just 12 runs per wicket 
for opposition. Match fees were £1 for adults and juniors, annual subs were £7 for adults and £3.50 for juniors. 

Batting stars were many, with Roger Fielder (helped by 6 not outs) with 388 runs at 35.2 topping the 
Averages. Fresh from the previous seasonΩs success for the 2nd XI, 14-year-old Neil Lenham hit 457 at 35.1 with 
a top score of 113. Roger Geal 795 at 31.8 with maiden ton, 102no and 4x50. Nick Bazen 816 at 29, also with 
maiden ton, 101 and 2x50. With the old guard of Mike Reynolds 362 at 26 and Geoff Stanford 508 at 25 (59 
high) also to the fore. Chris Prees (239), Dicky Garrett (232) and Paul Thurston (297, 56 high) also topped 200 
runs. Perhaps the unluckiest batsman was Les Lenham: in 17 innings scoring 690 runs for a record high average, 
76.67 with 7x50 and a high of 97. However, with 8 not outs he failed to qualify for the averages as 10 completed 
innings was the minimum requirement. That innings of 97 saw a two over spell where he hit 49 runs in 11 balls, 
before being bowled off the last ball of the over. He hit 464461 (25) then 66624W (24) for the (at the time) 
most runs in an over. 24 sixes in a season was a new record. He had seen his record as youngest 1st XI centurion 
taken by his son, who was 14 years 159 days old. He also hit 5x50 in succession, with a run of 97, 56no, 68, 58 
and 60. Nick Bazen had shared keeping duties with Stanford and became only the second keeper to top 30 
catches in a season with 32.

This was nearly all down to 
the bowling of 47-year-old Mike Livermore, who broke club records galore, and those will unlikely be beaten. 

Playing in all 41 matches (one record) he bowled 341 overs, taking 115 wickets (another record) at 
just 6.63 each. That included a record 11 hauls of 5 wickets in a match, the best being 7-9. In May alone he took 
44 wickets at 3.91 runs each and reached 50 for the season in match number 11!  Twice he did match double 
of 50 runs and 5 wickets. Other games saw 6-20, 7-19, 6-24, 6-18, 6-12, 5-19, 5-10, 5-39, 5-26 and 6-16. Wickets 
were taken every 17 balls; including the 9 wickets for the 1st XI he had 124 wickets with 12 hauls of 5. Simply 
remarkable. Ray Bazen 30 at 9 (3x5w, 6-30 best), Roger Bellamy 39 at 10 (3x5w, 8-9 best), Eddie Marchant 19 
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at 16 and Bill Winter 18 at 19 (7-27 best) and Steve Scales 13 at 7 (5-19 best) also contributed. Bellamy had the 
best match return, against Rottingdean he took 12.5-6-9-8 as the home side were dismissed for 18 in 24.5 overs.

Nets were held at Lancing Manor Leisure Centre, each Thursday evening through March, 8-9pm. 

The 1st XI Captaincy duties were still shared. 37-year-old Geoff Stanford leading the side with Les 
Lenham then taking the reins for the Brighton League matches.  

The 1st XI won 23 and lost 11 of 40 matches principally due to the exceptional all-round performance 
by 46-year-old Lenham, who racked up 854 runs at a record 77.64, with 101 best and 10x50 in only 19 innings. 
A record 11 fifty plus scores in a season. He hit a record 6 consecutive fifties: 100, 65, 73, 53, 63, 74. Just for 
good measure, he also retained the Bowling Cup. His 6th match double (50 runs and 5xw) equalled the record 
held by Dave Rickard. That a batsman as good as Roger Geal took 33 innings to score 824 (1x100 5x50) showed 
the difference in class of Lenham to club players. Geal had 6 did-not-bats so feasibly could have been first ever 
player to hit 1,000 in a season had he batted in all matches. He did take over keeping duties when Stanford was 
missing, taking 36 catches ς just 2 behind the record of Stanford. Only Steve Scales and David Peskett scored 
50+ within the principal players (Scales 228, Steve Poynter 202 and Ted Poole 227, topped 200 runs). Less 
frequent were appearances by Neil Lenham, 306 runs in 9 innings (69no best) and two new players, both from 
[ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ ƭƛƴƪ to Sussex CCC. By all accounts Lenham arrived one Saturday with two players in tow, stating they 
were playing ahead of two others already selected. ¢Ƙŀǘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ Ǝƻ Řƻǿƴ ǿŜƭƭΦ One was 26-year-old Pakistani 1st 
Class cricketer, Javed Ilyas.

The other, 20-year-old Riaz Durrani, a Punjabi Aeronautics Engineering student, was a hard-hitting batsman 
and super quick bowler. Paul Thurston: άwƛŀȊ had a real whipping action and ǿƘŜƴ Ƙƛǎ ǇŀŎŜ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ ƪƴƻŎƪƛƴƎ 
batsmen over his spin would tie batsmen in knotsέ. He hit 61no as top score άwhen he really hit them, they 
went milesέ.  
Thurston, Martin Gander, Bill Winter, Jerry Hulland, Dicky Garrett and Geoff Stanford all played 10+ matches. 
Stanford would soon leave the club, for Brighton Cryptics, somewhat aggrieved, for nearly a decade. The 
talented Nick Bazen missed the season, starting his duties with the Royal Navy. 

 
The bowling was all about 20-year-old John Coles. He became the last of just 5 bowlers to take 100 wickets in 
a 1st XI season. With final figures of 402.2 ς 112 ς 995 ς 100.  Average of 9.95. 7 times he took 5 wickets or 
more, with his best, a career best 14-7-34-8 against Goring. That was a fortnight after taking 19.3-5-39-7. These 
spells were around the time he had two trials at Sussex CCC after recommendation by Lenham. The Sussex

and 6-36 in consecutive matches. He reached the 100 on 18th Sept then gave the last few weekends a miss ς 
ΨƻƴƭȅΩ мм ǎƘƻǊǘ ƻŦ wǳǎǎŜƭƭ ²ƻƻŘǎΩ 1st XI record of 111.

Like 
wƛŎƪŀǊŘ ƛƴ ΩрсΣ /ƻƭŜǎ with 100 wickets finished 2nd in the Bowling Cup: Lenham taking 32 at 9.7 in 123 overs with 
a best of 6-20. Riaz had conceded only 2.2 an over in taking 22 at 13 with the amazing 7-3-8-6 in the rout of 
hosts Fittleworth for 38. That match was perhaps just as interesting as John Coles, who had batted at number 
6, scored 50 (his sole fifty for the club) but ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ōƻǿƭΗ 16-year-ƻƭŘ bŜƛƭ wŜȅƴƻƭŘǎΩ ǎƭƻǿ ƭŜŦǘ-arm took 2-4 and 
14-year-old local Boundstone school cricket captain, (as he was of Football and Rugby) Ian Hardy, batted for 
first time. Another newcomer was the talented 15-year-old, Steve Eke. 
Principle back up to Coles was again Steve Poynter, 317 overs in 39 matches for 73 wickets at 13.1 average was 
a great return.  He took 4 hauls of 5, best of 20-8-28-6. Russell Wood played just 6 matches taking the last of 
his 57 hauls of five or more, 6-27. He was also playing for Worthing in the County League, though at 35 he was 
perhaps past his very best, but was still leading their attack. He would however, with Coles be alongside Rickard, 
Knight and Watts the likely top five bowlers in clubΩs history. It could be said that M Jones, W Semmons, W 
Woolgar, H Foinette, R Goble, P Bromley, L Lenham, N Hewitt, G Dawson, W Winter, J Lane, N Johnson, M 
Livermore, M Gander, S Poynter and in later years, G Collins, S Luckhurst, D Baker, J Read and J Harris could be 
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bracketed in a longer list. However, none of those had the sheer dominance, record matches and the 
exceptional seasonal performances, so these five are hard to question. LǘΩǎ ŘƛŦŦƛŎǳƭǘ ǘƻ compare players from 
different eras, especially due to standard of opposition, the wickets played on etc, but this writer would put 
those five at the top.  
Les Lenham and Geal put on 105 opening stand against Brighton and Hove in 165-8 total, only to see visitors

Lenham and Coles were the stars of the Brighton League title ς the title sealed with a 6 by Lenham in the 9 
wicket win over Brighton Arrows on 14th August. A 9-1-2 record and Lenham scoring 616 runs and Coles 36

The 616 league runs by Les Lenham stood as a record for another 20 years ς and nobody would take more 
league wickets in a season than Coles (even with increased numbers of matches). Both were a class apart.

Coles unsurprisingly was invited to play for the Worthing Challenge XI ς the best players drawn from local sides 
to face Worthing CC in what would become an annual fixture. Russell Wood appeared for Worthing CC. 
Press in August reported that Coles earnt a 3-week trial with Northamptonshire CCC at the beginning of the 
1983 season. No bowler before or since had come as close as Coles to coming through the ranks and becoming 
a professional cricketer. 
 
Evening League XI saw a 2nd place in Div 2 (W8 L4). Bill Winter 6-9, John Coles 5-6 and 5-7 with standouts returns. 
Russell Wood, playing for Fairways, was the Div 1 leading wicket-taker. 
 
45-year-old John Lane played the last of 338 matches. Ending with 4,416 runs and 561 wickets (6th most).  
 
45-year-old Mike Reynolds, long time 1st XI Captain also retired after 427 matches. 6,802 runs. 1x100 and 17x50. 
10th on the all-time run-scorers list. His son Neil would in the following years take on the captaincy role. 
 
The 2nd XI was not overshadowed. Champions of the newly formed Messenger Cricket League Division 2,

804 runs at 27 with a top score of 126no, which remains the record score for the 2nd XI. Bill Winter (214), Neil 
Clift (266), Neil Reynolds (302), Martin Gander (250), David Wood (235), Andrew Livermore (271) and Steve 
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Webb (224) all scored 200+ runs. Young Andrew Livermore joined Winter and his father with 33 appearance. 
Steve Eke showed promise in his 25 matches. Gander took a record 16 catches, just ahead of Reynolds 14 and 
keeper, Clift, 14. Both [ƛǾŜǊƳƻǊŜΩǎ held 12. Dicky Garrett racked up 326 in 7 innings including two hundreds, 
123no and 102 for an average of 54. 
Mike Livermore and Garrett had two exceptional partnerships that need comment. On 12th June they scored 
235 for the 1st wicket (126no and 102) in setting up 278-2, in what remains the 2nd XI top team score in 40 overs 
versus West Chiltington. They won by 226 runs that day - still the 2nds biggest ever win by runs. This also 
remains the record partnership for any wicket for the 2nd XI. (It remains 40 years later the 3rd highest for club). 
On 24th July, they set 222-0 with Livermore 88no and Garrett 123no against Fairways when the win secured the

Sept, rescuing the side from 87-6, with a partnership of 59 with Winter (who scored just 5) as Manor racked 
would eventually rack up a total of 242-9.  
 
Bill Winter strangled batsman in conceding less than 2 an over during 362 overs for just 612 runs, whilst taking 
82 wickets at 7.4 each to win the 2nd XI Bowling Cup. His best was 8-5-10-7, along with 8-3-7-6, 18-9-21-6, 15-
6-23-6 among his 7 hauls of five or more and a tight 8-7-1-2.  Gander 39 at 12 (6-33 best), Steve Marchant 45 
at 13, Neil Reynolds 29 at 14 (4-10), Mike Livermore 35 at 14 (4-49) and newcomer David Reynolds 24 at 20 (3-
20) all had turns in the spotlight. Indeed, Steve Marchant with 13.1-3-25-8 had the seasonΩs best return - he 
and Gander both had 3 hauls of five or more. Marchant now had that 80 and an 8-for in his career - a rare 
double he shared with just five others at this time: Harry Foinette, Dave Rickard, Bill Garland, John Lane and 
Nick Bazen. Keeping the Marchant theme, {ƛƳƻƴ ŀƴŘ {ǘŜǾŜΩǎ ŘŀŘΣ Eddie, played his last match for the club, his 
155th having started back in 1968.  Ian Hardy played 8 matches for 2nd XI to add to the 4 for the 1st XI. 
 
Ex-Grammarian, Donald Smith, left his post as Lancing College sports master to take up the role of coach with 
the new Test team, Sri Lanka. He was a vice-president of Lancing Manor from 1972 through to 1985.  
 

The club heard the sad news of the passing of Frederick ΨCyrilΩ Childs. Captain 1934-40. Played over 250 
matches 1931-56. Team Secretary 1934-40, Treasurer 1947-57, Chairman 1958-59. He was 75. 

 
We also heard that John Farrow, the clubs first Captain in 1922 had passed away. He was 76 years old. 
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1983  
 
1st XI saw the season devastated by the weather/cancellations with only 32 matches played of 44 arranged 
fixtures. However, a thoroughly dominant season was forthcoming, with just 2 defeats, 22 wins and 8 draws. 
Match fees were £1.50 for home and £1 for away games. 
Despite 10 wins and a draw from 11 matches played in the league, the two cancellations found the team in 2nd 
place. John Coles ά¢ƘŜ ǉǳƛŎƪŜǎǘ ōƻǿƭŜǊ ƛƴ ƭƻŎŀƭ ŎǊƛŎƪŜǘέ had moved to Worthing CC in the County League for a 
bigger (Saturday) challenge. Neil Lenham had also moved on to County League cricket prior to taking up a career 
with Sussex CCC.  
However, Les with an astonishing 834 runs at 119.14 was positively Bradmanesque in comparison. In 17 
matches, 14 innings with 7 not outs he hit 3x100 and 3x50, breaking so many records. However, with only 7 
ƻǳǘǎΣ ƘŜ ΨŦŀƛƭŜŘΩ ǘƻ ǉǳŀƭƛŦȅ and so Chris Prees, with 469 at 39, won his first Batting Cup. The winning average is 
exceptional and included his maiden Manor ton, 105no. Scales 388 at 35, Neil Reynolds 229 at 19, Andrew 
Livermore 196 and Martin Gander 169 saw a very youthful top 5.  Roger Geal played only 12 matches with 8 
innings to average 44 with another ton (102). Steve Poynter and Paul Thurston also hit рлΩǎ and Riaz Durrani 
(238 at 29) showed all-round skills. Durrani was later selected for Worthing Challenge XI against  Worthing CC 
match, opening the bowling with 7-3-9-0. Continuing a period when Manor players regularly appeared.  

Indeed, the bowling was to be a remarkably close contest ς with low averages not seen since the

Fast bowler Graham 
Gain from Littlehampton CC played 3 matches and took a combined 40-9-87-10.  Thurston took 4x5w hauls in 
his 15 matches with 6-17 best. Marchant 5-13 (twice) and Durrani 5-16 best of 3x5w. Coles best of 6-34 
managed to rack up 6 hauls of 5 in just those 14 matches.

The seasons highlight had to be Les Lenham breaking the Dave Rickard individual score of 146no made in 1956, 
with a new high of 178no off just 134 balls. This still stands today (with a couple of close calls). It was scored in 
35 overs against St Peters at the Manor on 4th June in a total of just 206-2. He put on 13 with David Peskett (6), 
118 with Ted Poole (8) and 75no with Riaz Durrani (9no). Scored in just under 2 hours, he hit 13x6 and 8x4 with 
ǘƘŜ IŜǊŀƭŘΩǎ ƘŜŀŘƭƛƴŜ ά[ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ [ƛƎƘǘƴƛƴƎ [Ŝǎǎƻƴέ. St Peters were then shot out for 66 with Durrani 10-4-15-4 
and Winter 10.5-3-16-5 completing the rout. Later in the season versus Patcham Priory, after Lenham (3-43) 
and Bill Winter (4-87) had both bowled 22 overs, Lenham smote 118no with 18x4 and a single 6. He had put on 
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148 unbroken with Steve Scales who contributed 36no. Then in August chasing 158 to beat Belgrave, he hit 
128no to see Manor to 160-3 with 18x4 and 5x6. 
Geal (102) and Prees (84) put on 173 for 1st wicket with GealΩs ton coming in 84 minutes. Manor scored 253-4 
vs Pulborough, who managed just 64 in a 189-run win ς the biggest win in the clubΩs history so far, as Steve 
Marchant became one of the youngest players ever to take a hat-trick (Bowled, Bowled, Caught) in figures of 
10.1-4-13-5. Earlier in season 16-year-old Simon Haggis made his debut hitting 45. Haggis senior, Tony, aged 
49, also made club debut. ¢ƘŜ Ŏƭǳō ƘŀŘ му ōƻǿƭƛƴƎ ΨƧǳƎǎΩ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǎǳƳƳŜǊ and this was the last time they would 
see more than 10 in a season. One curious match saw Brighton Insurance score 24 all out in 33 overs: Marchant 
17-6-13-5 and Les Lenham the absurd figures of 16-11-6-4. Lenham varied between leggies, off-breaks and 
medium pace in latter Manor period. 

 
The 2nd XI also saw the weather decimate the season with no less than 12 matches cancelled and a further 3 
abandoned. Results from the 28 played saw just 7 wins and 3 draws. 9 totals were sub-100. 

The highlight of the season was the winning of the Batting Cup by 16-year-old Steve Eke with 304 
runs at 19 with 58 the higher of 2x50. Second place saw another 16-year-old, Andrew Livermore, 292 at 18, 
with 67 the highest of 2x.50. .ƻǘƘ ƘŀŘ Ƙƛǘ ǘƘŜƛǊ ƳŀƛŘŜƴ рлΩǎ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ŎƭǳōΦ 50-year-old Mike Livermore with 332 
at 17 (2x50,63 best) was the top run scorer. Neil Reynolds was starting to show his undoubted class with 244 
at 30 in 8 innings with 79 the higher of 2x50 ς he was already a regular in the 1st XI. David Reynolds with 21 
appeared most and was also took the most wickets, 21, at an average, also of 21.  

Andrew Livermore 16 wickets at 12 won the 2nd XI Bowling Cup, newcomer 35-year-old John 
Sheppard 16 at 14 and Mike Livermore with 17 at 15 were top of the averages. After his 326 runs in 7 innings 
the previous summer, Garrett had a duck in his only outing. The sole 5-wicket haul was 8-3-18-6 by D. Clarke. 
Leading catchers: Martin Gander 16, keeper Neil Clift 14, Neil Reynolds 14 and Mike and Andrew Livermore 
both 14. 
At the Manor against Worthing Forresters, 18th June, Andrew Livermore started a spell with an over of

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The Evening LŜŀƎǳŜ ǎƛŘŜ ƘŀŘ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŦƛǊǎǘ ΨǇƻƻǊΩ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ in the league, finishing mid-table of Division 2 with 6 wins 
and 10 losses. In the two Cups they certainly had mixed results; knocked out in the 1st round of the Worthing 
Evening League Cup by 3rd Division side Fairways.  
In the 1st round of the Herald Knock-Out Cup, helped by Les Lenham (42) and Neil Lenham (24) Manor (105) 
beat Worthing CC (47) by 58 runs at Lancing Manor much to the surprise of the visitors who had John Coles in 
their ranks. Neil Lenham 4-6 and Steve Poynter 3-11 doing the damage. They reached a 5th Cup Final by beating 
East Preston in the semi-final with Neil Clift 42no taking the side home from a precarious 14-4.

The final at Worthing Manor against Findon was yet another disappointment for Lancing Manor. A crowd of 
over 200 watched as Findon made 134 of their 20 overs.

Making the news was 49-year-old Manor Colts manager, Tony Poynter, who became involved with an argument 
with a member of the public who walked across the field during a game and became abusive towards the boys 
playing claiming it was a public place. When confronted by Poynter, who was scoring at the time, the man 
picked up a cricket bat and proceeded to hit Poynter with it. He was later given a suspended sentence.  
 
In January the club heard Charles ΨBernardΩ Skinner had died. He scored cƭǳōΩǎ first 100 in 1926. He was 77. 

 
The club was very sad to hear of the passing of former Captain, Lionel Watson. 

A top level wicket-keeper, he played a recorded 341 matches in a 34 year association with the club,  
From 1925 to 1959. He held Treasurer and President posts. A huge figure in the club. He was 76. 
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1984  
 
Fewer fixtured arranged, just 32, of which 5 were cancelled and 4 abandoned. The 1st XI won 13 drew 7 of those 
completed. No nets were arranged due to a mix up with Adur D.C. Match fees were increased to £1.50. 

Les Lenham again came to the fore with 391 runs at 43 with 104no top score (the oldest centurion 
to date), in what would be his last season with club, aged 48. He failed to qualify for the Batting Cup with ΨƧǳǎǘΩ 
9 completed innings. That said his final record for the club is unlikely to be surpassed in terms of average runs 
per innings and heavy scoring ς not forgetting his bowling. In 143 matches between 1952 and 1984 he scored 
5,372 runs at 62.47 with 10x100, 40x50 (including ŀ ƘŀƭŦ ŘƻȊŜƴ флΩǎύ and hit 104ȄсΩǎ in just 123 innings. He still 
holds the record club individual score, 178no. He also took 225 wickets at just 10.11 each with 13x5w hauls. 
This 1984 season he had the record 7th match ΨŘƻǳōƭŜΩ where he scored 50+ runs and took 5+ wickets (beating 
the 6 matches of Dave Rickard).  
Roger Geal 572 runs at 35.7 in just 18 innings with 5x50 won his sole Batting Cup, having previously finished 
twice runner-up to Lenham. With Chris Prees 604 at 28.7 with 91no, Martin Gander 256 at 25, Andrew 
Livermore 413, Neil Reynolds 334 and Simon Haggis 325 (27 games) all providing solid support in a side 
comprising of mainly teenagers and early 20-somethings. Chris Prees, Andrew Livermore, Neil Reynolds, Steve 
Poynter, Steve Eke and Simon Haggis all played 20+ matches. Haggis with 27 playing most. Gander shared his 
time with appearances for Littlehampton 2nds. From 1985 to 1988 he would leave Manor for Littlehampton.

The bowling saw higher than usual averages, (the club average was over 20 for the first time ever) with Winter 
22 at 19, John Coles (Sunday only) 27 at 19, Haggis 17 at 28 and Steve Poynter 29 at 30 behind Les Lenham with 
31 at just 12 and 42-year-old newcomer Gordon Collins (from Clapham and Patching) who took 17 at 14 each 
with a best of 5-10. Collins had exceeded 100 wickets in various seasons through the 1970Ωs for Clapham and 
Patching with the 1976 season seeing 146 wickets at under 7 runs each! Lenham with 6-51 had the best figures, 
though there is argument for that 5-10 return for Collins too.  

Only 6 hauls of 5 were achieved this summer, and it was the first time they were less than 10. 
However double figures have not been reached since as bowlers over restrictions and better wickets/heavier 
bats have tipped the scales towards batsmen (or simply the bowlers from mid-1980s to date have not been as 
good). Poynter had a spell of 24-1-106-1 at East Brighton Park versus Belgrave, only the second time a bowler 
has conceded 100. He then bowled 16-4-43-3 the following day at Manor against Croydons CC ς 40 overs in a

The Evening league side came 2nd in Division 2. However, there was a chance of promotion via a play-off versus 
league winners Black Horse. However, falling for 48 all out saw Black Horse galloping to victory by 10 wickets. 
 
By the end of 1984 season, both Les and Neil Lenham alongside Russell Wood had ceased playing for the club. 
Coles to a degree too, though would later return intermittently over the coming seasons through to 1991.  
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At just 36 years old, Russell Wood played the last of 335 matches. Manor career from 1968 to 1984 period. 876 
wickets - ǘƘŀǘΩǎ нΦс ǇŜǊ ƳŀǘŎƘ, average just over 10 and economy of circa 2.5 runs per over. With 57 hauls of 5 
or more. He won a record 9 successive 1st XI Bowling Cups. A true club legend.  
 
The weather also affected the 2nd XI where 9 cancellations and 2 abandoned matches restricted them to 26 
completed matches, 10 wins, 5 draws and 11 defeats. Mike Livermore won his 3rd and final Batting Cup with 
549 runs in 17 innings at 39.2 with 4x50, just beating David Wood 612 at 38.2 in 22 innings. Dicky Dale, a stylish

Steve 
Webb, David Reynolds, John Sheppard and Andy Matthewson all appeared regularly too as 39 different players 
turned out. Dale hit 22 off an over, (460462) to pass 50 with the no.10 (Collins) as support. Simon Marchant 
trumped his younger brotherΩs top score of 80 of 1982 with a best of 82 with 9x4 and 3x6 batting number 7 and 
putting on 71 with John Sheppard (10) in taking score from 100-6 to a winning total of over 200. 

The 2nd XI bowling saw the old guard of Bill Winter 21 at 9.7, Mike Livermore 31 at 11 and John 
Sheppard 21 at 15 top the averages. David Reynolds 20 at 30 supported. Gordon Collins, both junior Marchants, 
D Clarke and Dale all took a handful of wickets each. Guy Dick was leading catcher with 10. 

Both club averages (20 batting, 18 bowling) were both new highs ς the new mat clearly had ΨhelpedΩ 
both. The 2nd and 3rd highest team scores to date were scored, 244-4 and 242-7. The former when chasing down 
SomptingΩs total with Steve Eke (103), Ted Poole (47), David Wood (36) and Roger Bellamy (36no) in his last 
season before leaving the game, taking Manor home. For Sompting, future Manor player, Bert Cuckney scored 
101 and Jez Akam (son of Grammarians all-ǊƻǳƴŘŜǊ ƻŦ мфрлΩǎ ŀƴŘ мфслǎύ офΦ The 242-7 versus Ferring included 
StevensΩ 50 and 49no from Steve Marchant. Ferring then batted out 27 maidens in 40 overs to finish 51-3, 
Winter had 12-7-9-3. Winter also had a 21-5-41-5 at Maccabi on 29th July. John Nuttall made a debut 55. 
Another debut was by Gordon /ƻƭƭƛƴǎΩ 13-year-old boy, Wayne. 

 
Manor Colts, lost the final of the Worthing and District Cricket Association Junior KO Cup, 63 to 75-6 to Lancing 
Athletic, failing to retain the trophy won in 1983. 
 
Worthing CC invited local clubs to a 6-a-side tournament over the August bank holiday, but only Lancing Manor 
and Lancing Athletic applied, so it was cancelled. 

 
Local cricket was stunned to hear of the passing of Lancing Athletic CC Captain, John Baker at the age of 24 due

With Lenham gone the Captaincy of 1st XI passed to Steve Poynter and Chris Prees.  

Another wet summer saw several matches cancelled with a final tally of 29 played, with just 8 wins, 
8 draws and 13 losses.  
The league season saw 3-5-3 results and a disappointing mid table placing. Evening league side finished mid-
table. 
Chris Prees won his 2nd Batting Cup with 412 runs at 34 in 13 innings with the only hundred of the summer 
(101no). He also had a 94 (hit wicket). During that 101no he shared a 2nd wicket partnership of 173 with Roger 
Geal (82) in setting up the seasonΩs only 200+ score of 218-2 versus Rustington, who proceeded to chase it 
down. Geal was out 9 times in scoring 355 runs at 39. One of his two Ψnot outsΩ was 53no batting at no.9! when 
he and Bill Winter (11) took the score from 76-9 to 132. One Sunday saw John Coles rattle Warnham with 8-5-
7-5.  Steve Eke passed 500 runs for first time with 522 at 23 with 4x50. Simon Haggis 482 at 20, Andrew 
Livermore 387 at 15 with 3x50, Mike Livermore 334 at 15 and Poynter 211 at 14.9 all scored at least one fifty. 
John Ray, Steve Scales and David Peskett also chipped in with a fifty each, Ray some 20 years after his first. 
Steve Eke nearly broke {ǘŀƴŦƻǊŘΩǎ keeping record while taking 32 catches though he did set a record of 10 
stumpings.  
 
With Coles at Worthing CC, Captain Poynter won his first Bowling Cup with 51 wickets at 11 with a best a 
monumental 20-4-44-8 versus Patcham, as Manor defended 161-8 to win by 51 runs. In thirteen other matches 
he bowled >10 overs. He took 3 hauls of 5 as did 18-year-old Andrew Livermore with 37 at 13 with a best of 6-
49 in 2nd, with his father Mike with 27 at 13 each 3rd. Coles playing Sunday matches took 23 at 15 with that 5-7 
his best. Simon Haggis showing all-round talent conceded less than 3 per over in taking 28 at 18 and Paul 
Thurston in his 9 matches, took 13 at 13 with 4-14 his best. Thurston now left the club, as the artificial wicket 
did not suit his bowling. He played for Broadwater and Chipps, though his heart was still with his home club.  

Simon Haggis and Andrew Livermore put on a record 132 unbroken for the 6th wicket at Worthing 
CC on 5th May, taking the score from 48-5 to 180-5 at tea. This record still stands today.  Geal at Warnham held 
5 catches as keeper to match GarrettΩs record from 1971.  Eke then had 5 dismissals (3c, 2s) later in season.  
Andrew Livermore was an ever present in the 29 matches, while Haggis completed 50 consecutive matches for 
the club, the first player to be recorded doing so.  

 
Riaz Durrani played 6 matches, following just 5 in 1984. His brief career at Manor ceased after 4 seasons and

Only six players topped 100 runs, with David Wood 293 at 26 the most and the only batsman to be out 10 times. 
He also had the highest average of anyone with more than 5 completed innings. Steve Webb 215 at 23 in 9 
complete innings, his closest. Other contributions to note were Dicky Dale 133, Ted Poole 121, Mike Livermore 
108 and John Nuttall 100. Wood had 3x50, Webb two and Nuttall and Geal one. Webb scored the seasonΩs (and 
career) best, 88 at Braypool versus Southern Cross in setting 149-4, after 132 opening stand with Wood.  
Southern Cross lost the last wicket to a run out at 149 for a tie. 
 
Bowling honours went again to Bill Winter, 20 wickets at 11, with David Reynolds 18 at 19 in second place. 
Gordon Collins, Mike Livermore and John Sheppard all took 14 wickets at 12, 14 and 16 average respectively. 
SeasonΩs bests were 16-3-44-7 by Gordon Collins, 12-5-26-5 by Winter and Ted Poole with 5-24 which, when 
you consider in 493 other matches for the club saw just 13 wickets, was somewhat a surprise performance. 30-
year-old Tony Manze began a 10-year association with the club. 18-year-old Ian Hardy again showed promise 
with 3-14 and a top score of 31. Jamie Matthewson, strapping teenage son of keeper Andy and brother to 
Stuart (who played 50+ matches between 1975 and 1988), would also show promise, especially with 5-3-1-3.  
 
A 10-wicket victory versus Golden Lion in May saw Eke (47no) and Peskett (33no) chase down 94 after Mike 
Livermore had earlier taken 4-5. Livermore also took 4-3 against West Chiltington, who slumped from 59-5 to 
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64 all out. Paul Thurston had a rare 2nd game in which he took 3-20 and then biffed 47no against Southern Cross 
at the Manor in June. Ted Poole scored 34no when he carried his bat through 41 overs in taking Manor to 126, 
away to a strong Worthing CC Sunday side. At Rustington, Manor slumped from 83-2 to 93 all out despite 
opener Steve Webb scoring 55. 
 
25-year-old Roger Geal played his last match during this season. Playing 254 matches in 10 seasons, amassing

Unfortunately, the season saw fewer fixtures than many summers before, with the 1st XI completing 31 with 10 
wins, 9 draws, 12 losses and 5 cancelled. The league season saw 4 wins and 7 defeats for a lower table finish. 
Steve Poynter was captain, though only appeared in 13 matches. Nets were held at the Lancing Leisure Centre. 
In January there was another appeal in press, as there had been in early 1985, for an umpire. The club had also 
been granted permission to convert the shelter at the Manor into a new pavilion, complete with double 
shuttered windows, changing area, dining area with fixed tables, a kitchen and a toilet ς albeit the loo door 
opened into the kitchen. Most of this work was undertaken by club members, in particular Chris Prees, John 
Coles and Club Chairman, Tony Poynter. 
Chris Prees retained his Batting Cup, with a splendid 785 runs at 39.25 with 7x50 in 23 innings and a top score 
of 92no at Clapham, where he and Simon Haggis (27no) took the score from 151-8 to 207-у ŀǘ ǘŜŀΦ Ψ.ƛǇΩ ŀƭǎƻ 
had a run of 66, 70, 50, 42 and 49.  Close again was Steve Eke, with 793 at 29.3 with 2x100 and 2x50 in 28 
matches. Eke hit 120 at Glynde out of 185-7 as only one other batsman passed 15. Against Warnham, he racked 
up 105 with 15x4 out of 200-9. Simon Haggis 355 at 27, Andrew Livermore 594 at 24.7 and Neil Reynolds 378 
at 21 all formed a solid top order with Livermore 4x50. Reynolds had a high of 90 ς still missing the elusive first 
ton. Other innings of note were 78no by Poynter with 7x4 and 4x6, David Peskett 66 and 72no from newcomer 
Chris Salt. Salt, a tall, slim, 20-year-old staunch batsman who had moved from Lancing Athletic and in opening 
the innings, IƻǾŜ aŜŘƛƴŀΩǎ ǘƻǘŀƭ ƻŦ мст ǿŀǎ ǇŀǎǎŜŘ ŀǘ мсу-5. Steve Johns hit his sole fifty in his last season with 
the club (having missed 1980-85 he had 4 ducks in 9 innings but also 31, 59, 3, 22, 27). Brothers Tim and 26-
year-old Mike Vince had joined the club, though their first season saw a total of 35 runs in 28 innings with Tim 
matching the record of 9 ducks in a season. Richard Black began a 22-year Manor tenure.  

Also appearing was 29-year-old Chris Payne, one-time keyboardist with Gary Numan and co-writer 
(with Midge Ure) ƻŦ ΨCŀŘŜ ǘƻ DǊŜȅΩ by VisageΦ aŀǊƪ CǊƛŜƴŘ ŀƴŘ {ƛƳƻƴ IŀƎƎƛǎΩ father, Tony, also added new 
faces. As the results suggest, it was a mixed season, especially 28 all out at Horsdean versus Brighton Cryptics, 
with Jaffa Ullah batting number 7, top scoring with 7.  

John Coles won the Bowling Cup for 2nd time, though playing just 8 matches, with 16 wickets at 12 
with 5-44 best. 27-year-old Poynter 25 at 14 had the astonishing figures of 5-1-8-7. His first three overs had 2 
wickets, 1 wicket then 3 wickets for 3-1-5-6 as Warnham were reduced to 10-7. Those three wickets were a 
hat-trick (Bowled, Bowled, Caught). Occasional bowlers allowed Warnham to reach 162 all out. This had 
followed EkeΩs 105. Mark Friend with 15 wickets at 14 in 77 overs, Simon Haggis (short ΨrunΩ, yorkers) 37 at 19, 
Reynolds (left arm ΨǎǇƛƴΩύ нн ŀǘ нмΣ aƛƪŜ [ƛǾŜǊƳƻǊŜ όǎƭƻǿ ƭŜŦǘ ŀǊƳύ нм ŀǘ нп ŀƴŘ Andrew Livermore (medium 
pace swing) 24 at 28 all contributed. Livermore Snr had 5-9 as only 3 hauls of 5 were taken all summer- a clear

29-year-old Tim Vince disappeared into a hedge at Hurstpierpoint attempting 
a catch. Having played twice in 1985 this summer he appeared 21 times, scoring 28 runs at an average of 1.65.  
 
The evening league side saw a third league title in 7 summers when winning Division 2. This had been achieved 
in the last match of the season against Goring when Manor were leading the Division by 1 point.  Manor won 
by 1 run in the last over of the match. Notable in the league annual report was reference to Manor having

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The 2nd XI had a record 21 defeats in 31 matches with 5 wins and 5 draws. Partly due to being promoted to the 
1st division of the Guardian League due to a re-organisation after Poynings and East Worthing had withdrawn. 

This was despite a solid all-round display from Dicky Dale, 439 runs at 23.10 with 4x50 to win the 
Batting Cup ς he was also leading wicket taker with 28. Second to Dale was David Wood, with 369 runs at 23.06. 
One less/more run would have seen them swap places. Third was Captain Steve Webb with 267 at 14 (1x50). 
New players Salt and teenager Paul Phillips were 4th and 5th. 
Tony Manze, (returning) Terry Smith, Simon Dollner, Colin Stevens, Jamie Matthewson, Darren Holloway and 
Andy Matthewson made the long list of players to qualify with averages under 10.  Smith and Manze did both 
score their first/only fifties for the club. Smith would also do the match double with 5-37 after 55 of 99 all out 
at Felpham. Salt (15) was only other player into double figures. Tom SheppardΩǎ Manor career consisted of 1 
run and 6 ducks for average of 0.14. Chris Prees playing two games when no 1st XI fixtures, scored 68 and 112, 
making his seasons total 965 ς the closest yet to any batsman hitting 1,000. His 112 was scored out of 170-8 
with no other batsman scoring more than 17. 
The Bowling Cup was snaffled by Nick Webb, an occasional bowler, who in 10 matches bowled 64 overs taking 
17 wickets at 15.7 each with a best of ΨƧǳǎǘΩ 3-16. Gordon Collins 18 at 16, Dale 28 at 16.7, John Sheppard 16 at 
22, Jamie Matthewson 27 at 24 and Paul Phillips 16 at 31 completed the list of qualifiers. Matthewson, Stevens 
and Andrew Livermore joined Smith and Dale with 5-fors. Dale had a record-breaking spell of 25.3-4-41-8 at 
Rustington which stands as the most overs (by 3 balls!) bowled by any bowler in a match for either club XI. 
Rustington scored 125 with Manor 2s, 78 all out. Only Bill Winter (in 1980) had bowled 25 overs in a game. Only 
one more since has done it. Livermore had 11 at 6 each in 3 matches. Perhaps a big surprise was Bill WinterΩǎ 
10 match return of 40-5-155-2, probably his worst ever season. He suffered at Ferring on 28th June, with a new 
record of 26 runs off an over (620666)Φ YŜǾƛƴ {ƘŜǇǇŀǊŘ ƻŦ CŜǊǊƛƴƎ όōǊƻǘƘŜǊ ƻŦ aŀƴƻǊΩǎ WƻƘƴύ was eventually out 
for 59 (including 6x6) being caught by Salt off Jamie Matthewson after 29 minutes of mayhem which saw 68 
runs.  
The 2nd XI averaged 10 runs per wicket scored and 21 for wickets taken, highlighting the struggles. The low point 
being 48 all out with 10 men versus Foresters, who had racked up 237-5 for a 189-run defeat. N Webb 16 was 
the only batsman into double figures. Highlights were a record 64 for the 9th wicket between David Wood (34no) 
and Gordon Collins (39, 7x4 1x6) in 31 minutes taking score from 53-8 to 117-9 versus Brighton Electricity, 
Manor, 9th August. The previous match saw Steve Webb (51) and Prees (68) put on opening stand of 134 versus 
Portobello. 
Collins nearly broke the match overs record too, with a Remarkable 24-14-27-4 at Buckingham Park, 25th May 
as hosts Shoreham held on at 77-9 chasing aŀƴƻǊΩǎ 88. The 14 maidens equalled Steve Scales record from 1981.  
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1987  
 
34 matches were completed by the 1st XI with 11 wins, 9 draws, 14 losses and 4 cancellations. Steve Poynter 
was again named captain, though subsequently only played two matches ς due to badly breaking both tibia 
and fibula playing county league football with Lancing - and so captain duties fell to several players. He was 
able to play the shorter form Evening games. The league season saw 5 wins and 7 defeats for a mid-table finish. 

Steve Eke continued his rise to become the clubΩs best current batsman with 713 runs at 33.9 in 22 
matches. He scored the sole hundred of the summer (118) versus Shoreham at Southwick Rec., where the small 
boundaries were cleared 7 times (Only L Lenham, M Reynolds and P Thurston have hit more sixes in an innings). 
The team score was 143-5 when he was out, with others scoring 10,0,0,8,5no. Eke also hit 5 other 50s during 
the summer. Andrew Livermore 364 at 28 with 3x50. Simon Haggis 606 at 26, 4x50 and Neil Reynolds 413 at 15 
were the main run scorers. Supported by Chris Prees 244, Mark Friend 249 (boosted by best of 80no) and 19-
year-old Ian Hardy 167 at 23 with top scores of 38 (opening), 33 (at no.3) both against Hurstpierpoint and 40no 
at Newhaven, 7x4, 1x6 (batting at 9 as he was going to be opening the bowling, ǘƘƻǳƎƘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ bowl as offered 
3rd change with hosts cruising towards 178-1 in 28 overs). 21-year-old Chris Salt 152 runs at 10 (28 high), Nick 
Bazen returned from Naval duties to play for first time since 1981, duly hitting 36no and 57no within his first 3 
innings. 44-year-old John Eakins, 26-year-old Billy Mills and a pair of 18-year-olds, Colin McKail and Dave Smith, 
all made their debuts. Chris Payne played 13 matches, Tim Vince 17 and Tony Haggis appeared 18 times.  

 Bill Winter made a return to form taking 15 wickets at 15.2 in 12 matches to win his first 1st XI 
Bowling Cup.  Simon Haggis had bowled three times as many overs (268) to take 42 at 19. Reynolds 21 at 21, 
Tony Haggis 18 at 23 and Andrew Livermore 19 at 25 completed the qualifiers.  Paul Phillips had 14 at 14 to 
miss out by 1 wicket despite taking 2 of the 5 hauls of 5w with a best of 5-44. The other three were left-armers, 
Reynolds, Dale and Tony Manze. Eke was leading catcher with 25, followed by Reynolds 12. Two heavy defeats 
over the weekend of 9th/10th May saw Simon Haggis hang up the CaptainΩǎ role. Firstly, chaǎƛƴƎ {ǘ aŀǘǘƘƛŀǎΩ 
259-4 Manor were 69 all out, 190 run league defeat. The following day at Steyning, Manor capitulated for 43 
chasing their hosts 264-5. This match was 54-year-old Mike [ƛǾŜǊƳƻǊŜΩǎ ƭŀǎǘΦ /ƻƳōƛƴŜŘ ǘƻǘŀƭǎΥ hǇǇƻƴŜƴǘǎ рноΣ 
Manor 112. The defeat to Steyning was a club record 221 runs. Haggis did bowl a record 9 consecutive maidens 
in 18-12-19-3 later at Balcombe when Manor defended 110, as the hosts were out for 94 with his father, Tony, 
knocking over the tail for 10.1-2-21-4. The club had their first West Country tour since 1959 with 4 matches.

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Steve Eke captained the Evening League side. It saw most of the recent best players appearing, though many 
had now left for other clubs for their weekend cricket. The side continued to be successful with a runners-up 
position in Division 1. This would be the highest finish the club would obtain.  

In additional to the league return, Manor reached the Knock-Out Cup Final for the 6th time, first

Duffield scraped home at 97-6 when needing 9 off the last 
over, bowled by Poynter. Two mis-fields (one an overthrow and other the fielder letting ball through for 4) the 
penultimate ball saw victory for Duffields. Rixon 3-23 and Poynter 3-33 the pick of bowlers. Rixon is an anomaly 
as he never played a weekend match for Manor and press noted this was only his 2nd ever match for Manor. It 
is certainly noteworthy that John Coles missed both finals due to a recent appendix operation. 

 
Mike Livermore played just once, his last for the club. In 320 matches in just 12 seasons, he had become the 3rd 
highest run scorer with 6,230 at 21.8 with 1x100 and 30x50 as well as being 6th on the list of wicket takers with 
398 at 12 each including 18 hauls of 5 or more.  35 years later he is one of only five players with a career record 
of 5000 runs and 300 wickets.

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The 2nd XI -  Captained by Steve Webb - won 5, drew 5 and lost 17. One match abandoned and a handful 
cancelled due to inclement weather. 
New to club (though no youngster) 44-year-old John Eakins won the Batting Cup with 293 at 26 with a high of 
73. Steve Webb 292 at 20.8 and David Wood 223 at 20.2 were notable.  Simon Dollner hit his maiden club fifty, 
76 within 254 runs at 12. Elsewhere, Jaffa Ullah hit seasons top score of 82no in a Worthing league fixture at 
Rotary versus Findon 3rds. His 272 runs at 38 were from 7 complete innings and included 58no. Ullah had been 
with club on and off since 1970 but now, in his early 40s, embarked on a long period of run scoring over the 
next dozen years or so. Dicky Dale, Tony Lewis, Tony Manze, Colin Stevens, Richard Black and Neil Reynolds 
(when not opening for 1st XI) all scored 100+ runs. Colin McKail, Paul Phillips and Dave Smith all added teenage 
enthusiasm to the side, with Phillips 48 and Smith 30 their best scores of the season. Chris Payne had starred 
in the first match of season with 68 including 7x4 and 2x6 (though only played once more) ς Jamie Matthewson 
4-25 and Dicky Dale 4-8 saw victory in the same match against Portslade in April. Andy Matthewson had 14 
catches as keeper, including a record equalling 4 in one match versus Unicorns, 9th August. 

The bowling honours went to 32-year-old Tony Manze and his slow, flighted, left armers ς 17 wickets 
in 67 overs at 13 each with a best of 5-19. Phillips with 25 at 15 (best 5-45), Dale 24 at 17 (best 4-8) and Terry 
Urben 20 at 20 each with the seasonΩs best of 11.3-0-35-6 at home to Cowfold, 17th May which included a 
wicket with first ball of innings. Reynolds 10 at 13, McKail 12 at 47, John Eakins 9 and John Sheppard 7 chipped 
in. Tony Haggis 5-28 was on 2nd XI debut. 
A 10 wicket win at Herronglade saw Reynolds (51no) and Salt (30no) chase down a 90 target in 22.2 overs, with 
Reynolds hitting a boundary to bring up victory and his fifty. Also, in the match versus Unicorns, chasing a 191 
target, Manor were 134-9 but a 10th wicket partnership of 36no saw Manor secure a draw. No.11 Terry Urben 
remained 0no whilst no.6 David Wood cruised to 71no. Back on 19th July, Urben again at no.11 had been out 
ǎǘǳƳǇŜŘ ŦƻǊ л ŀǎ ƻǇŜƴƛƴƎ ōŀǘ ²ƻƻŘ ǊŜƳŀƛƴŜŘ ŀǘ пнƴƻ ǘƻ ǊŜŎƻǊŘ ǘƘŜ ŦƛǊǎǘ ΨŎŀǊǊƛŜŘ ōŀǘΩ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ нnd XI.

Former Manor great, Russell Wood, Captain of the local Worthing Harriers Running Club, ran his second London 
Marathon, on behalf of charity appeal for Worthing Hospital, completing it in 3 hours 15 minutes. 
 
In August the club heard Mel Jones had passed. One of the original group of lads to form the club in 1922. 

He was a three-time Batting Cup winner (1923,24,26) and also Bowling Cup winner (1925). He was 83.

With just 8 wins and 18 losses of the 38 matches played, the 1st XI matched 1985 achieving the least number of 
wins since the early 1960s. The Brighton league season was a disaster. Just one win and 13 defeats saw 
relegation for first time. Another West Country tour saw 4 matches, Tintin Hull, Merriott, Trowbridge and North 
Perrott. Annual subs were £15 for adults, £10 for juniors (u18), however if paid by 1st June the subs were 
reduced by £2.50. Match fees were now £2 adults and £1 for juniors. Net sessions were at the Manor Leisure 
Centre each Sunday evening, 730pm to 9pm, from last Sunday in January right up to the start of the season. 

Neil Reynolds had taken over as 1st XI Captain and held the team together over 34 matches with 817 
runs at 25.5 and his maiden hundred for club (102) at Manor versus Southern Cross on 14th August. He scored 
a further 4x50s including 97 (bowled). He finished 3rd behind Simon Haggis 674 at 25.9 with 5x50 in 29 innings.  

Top of the list and retaining the Batting Cup was Steve Eke, 520 runs at 30.6 in just 17 innings (1x100 
and 1x50). However, the one hundred just happened to be 172 made in 30 overs with 26x4 and 5x6 (record 
boundary count) on West Country tour at North Perrott. This was just 6 short of Les [ŜƴƘŀƳΩǎ record 178no

Richard 
Black, Terry Smith, Mike Vince, Tony Haggis, Gordon Collins, Billy Mills and newcomer, 20-year-old Steve 
Luckhurst (son of Norman Johnson), all played 10+ matches. Leading catchers were Reynolds and keeper Terry 
Smith 13, Eke and S Haggis 12. Smith also took 7 stumpings. 
Neil ReynoldsΩ all round skills saw 47 wickets at 15.9 off 212.1 overs with 2x5w, 5-26 the best. However, he was 
pipped by Collins with 16 at 15.1 with a best 5-12. Andrew Livermore 15 at 18 with the seasonΩs best figures, 
19.3-1-46-7. John Coles (still playing County League for Worthing) played a handful of Sunday matches taking 
14 at 15.4. Wayne Collins, Tony Manze, newcomer Keith Hogg and Steve Eke also took 3-fors, as did Luckhurst, 
who at Hurstpierpoint in late August, bowled 24-6-68-3 to match the record of Tony Watts, John Coles and 
Steve Poynter of bowling the most overs in a match. Hurstpierpoint scored 146-6 in 49 overs, Manor batted 40 
overs for 73-8 with Dave Smith, 16 off 80 balls, and Colin McKail, 12 in 38 balls, securing the draw.   

The league campaign had gotten off to a terrible start with 46 all out and no batsmen in double 
figures (17 extras), before St Matthias won by 6 wickets. They had been 19-3 with debutant Keith Hogg taking 
10-5-11-3 with medium pace swing which would remain his best figures in a final total of 42 matches for the 
club, Ten-man Manor restricted St James to 191-7 but then after tea were rolled for 32. Extras of 13 top scored

Chasing RodmellΩs 145 Manor were 79-9 when Luckhurst (2no) and Winter (5no) batted out 12 overs to secure 
a draw. 
 
However, the biggest disappointment of the season was at Worthing Manor ground in the Worthing Knock-Out 
Cup with a 7th Cup Final loss in the clubΩs history. Goring racked up 179-4 in 20 overs, Manor made 83-5 with 
only Andrew Livermore 28no and Simon Haggis 20 of note. 7 out of 7 finals lost is painfully unlucky.  
 
John Coles was however as devastating in this shorter format as he was in weekend matches, taking 20 wickets 
to be leading wicket taker in Division one ς against some high-class opposition ς some sides bosting a veritable 
ǿƘƻΩǎ ǿƘƻ ƻŦ ƭeading local cricketers. 
 
The 2nd XI had a 10-5-18 record from their 33 completed matches. A real mix of highs and lows were to be seen. 
John Eakins Captained the Saturday side with Tony Manze the Sunday XI. League matches were played on each 
weekend day throughout summer. So perhaps the ƭŀǎǘ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ ǿƘŜƴ {ǳƴŘŀȅ ƳŀǘŎƘŜǎ ǿŜǊŜƴΩǘ ǎƻ ΨŦǊƛŜƴŘƭȅΩΦ

victory. This had followed 59no for Lewis in the opening match of season. Lewis was way ahead of other 
qualifiers, Steve Webb 138 at 14, Richard Black 154 at 13, Steve Luckhurst 229 at 12, Tony Manze 132 at 12 and 
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Dave Smith 145 at 7, David Wood with 7 outs for 234 averaged 29 with a 50no best: Chris Salt 180 at 30, Eakins 
195 at 22 and Jaffa Ullah 143 at 17. Both Salt and Eakins scored not out 50s. Top score of summer was Richard 
Black, run out for 95 at Cowfold to miss out on maiden hundred. Luckhurst had followed a 48 (lbw) with a 
maiden 50 for club, 72no (reached with a 6) in a partnership with Jaffa Ullah (43no) of 123 unbroken to win a 
Worthing League game at home to Southwick 3rds. This was a week after Luckhurst (29no) and Smith (27no) 
had chased down St Andrews 77 total, for a rare 2nd XI 10-wicket win. Colin Stevens, Keith Hogg, Andy and Jamie 
Matthewson, Colin McKail, Patrick Willcock and Terry Urben all played regularly with Urben, Smith and 
Luckhurst all playing 20+ matches. Smith was leading catcher with 10. Reynolds took his combined total to  >900 
runs with 107 for the 2nds in 3 matches for 924 total for the summer. 

The bowling saw a spate of remarkable returns with Bill Winter eventually snapping up 17.4-7-20-5 
in the last game of the season to win the Bowling Cup for the 5th time: 16 wickets at just 5.37. He also had 6-3-
7-5 as Edinburgh Invicta scored 29. Colin McKail had been ready to secure a maiden Bowling Cup win after an 
amazing (4th best 2nd figures) 8.5-0-19-8 (including 5 wickets in his last 12 balls) whilst bowling Horsham Trinity 
2nds out for a measly 42. 
Terry UrbenΩǎ season began with a treble wicket maiden and ended with 40 wickets off 190 overs at average of 
15 with 5-26 his best. 4th was Steve Luckhurst (who had been invited to join the club by former school friend 
Urben) taking 36 wickets at 18 with best returns being 6-20 and 5-22 (in 4th match for club)- 36 remains the 
most wickets in a 2nd XI debut season. Tony Manze 23 at 18 and Jamie Matthewson 15 at 20 completed the 
qualifiers. Eakins Jnr, Simon, took 14 at 14 to show much promise for the future. Club Chairman, Tony Poynter 
bowling SomptingΩs tail with 6-18 was a surprising haul. (overall tally of 16 career wickets in 68 matches).  

However, at Braypool, 10th July, Manor were bowled out for 44 chasing Spartans 222-7 - a 178 run 
defeat which included 50 extras ς so, Manor lost to Extras. This was the day after the 10-wicket league win. If 
ǘƘŀǘ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ ōŀŘ ŜƴƻǳƎƘ ƻƴ нмst August Milland hit 247-3, Manor scored 50 in 19 overs with captain and opening 
batsman Chris Salt scoring 15 in 11 overs. 197 runs was the heaviest defeat ever for the 2nd XI. Urben set a 
record of one score in 10 innings: 0n, 0n, 1, 0, 0n, 0n, 0, 0, 0, 0. The 2nd XI struggled in the league cricket, none 
more so than the 60 all out chasing Littlehampton 3ǊŘǎΩ нло when burly fast bowler, Cliff Thomas, blew away 
the startled batsmen. At Hill Barn, Findon III hit 243-7 with Ullah at hospital having spiked his calf badly. He 
returned later to bat heroically, but Manor were defeated by 131 runs. At Wish Road versus Maccabi, Manor 
held on at 54-9 off 46 overs chasing hostΩs 148 (Urben and Luckhurst 4 wickets each.

Having been relegated in 1988, the 1st XI was boosted by the return on Saturdays by John Coles after 6 seasons 
with Worthing CC and more recently Littlehampton. His return found incentive for others to return fully, 
including Martin Gander and Nick Bazen. 
The grass wickets/square never came to fruition, so the club continued to play on the artificial strip. 

The 1st XI won a record 27 and drew 9 of the 44 matches played. A much stronger line up also saw 
the leadership by 24-year-old Neil Reynolds turn into commanding batsmanship as both he and Steve Eke both 
passed 1,000 runs in a summer. Remarkably, they both achieved it in the same match during a club record 
partnership of 244 unbroken versus Wallington Tudor on 27th August. Reynolds reached it first, when at 58 
towards his final 112no and Eke reached it when he brought his 100no up. The innings was then declared. 
Reynolds played through September to finish with 1,452 runs at 41.49 with 3x100 and 7x50 (inc. a 98). Eke saw 
an additional 10x50 in his 1,032 runs at 37.89. Reynolds played a record 42 matches, Eke 33. 

Perhaps Reynolds greatest innings was the following Sunday. At Balcombe, 112no, carrying his bat 
as only 2 others reached double figures (Opener Eke 12 and no.11 Winter 14) in a team total of 186. This was 
only the 6th time someone had carried their bat through a completed innings. Sandwiched between the 112nos 
was a score of 80 which meant 304 for once out - a dominant display. Gander with 388 runs at 35 with 4x50, 
Chris Prees 279 at 27.9, Simon Haggis 504 at 25, Bazen 237 at 23.7 and Albert Cuckney (moved from Sompting) 
336 at 21 all scored at least one fifty. Chris Salt 271 at 18 and Terry Manze with 4 not outs in 9 innings saw a 30 
average for 151 runs.

Salisbury 
would later move to Worthing CC and share the new ball with John Coles. Reynolds with 19 headed the catchers 
from Prees 10, with Eke 16, T Smith 13 and R Black 11 the leading keepers. 

Unsurprisingly John Coles dominated the bowling. From 153 overs he took 46 wickets at just 8.7 
each with 3x5w, 10-5-14-5 and 10-4-18-5 the best and a run rate of just нΦсΦ  .ŜƘƛƴŘ ƘƛƳ ǿŜǊŜ {ŀƭƛǎōǳǊȅΩǎ Ŧŀǎǘ-
medium with 45 wickets at just 13 (5-47 best). Winter 25 at 15 (6-30 best) and Simon Haggis 54 at 15 (5-50 
best). Simon Haggis, completing the 500 /  50 double, the last to do so as well as having a rare match double of 
50 runs and 5 wickets. Reynolds 32 at 18 (6-44 best) and Tony Haggis 25 at 20 (5-11 best) all had their day. 
Coles was the cutting edge that saw Division 2 won at a canter with 12 wins and 2 defeats. He finished with a 
record (for Manor) 37 league wickets at 7 each, the leading wicket taker in the league too. Repeating his 1982 
achievement.  
The title win came during the abandoned match with PAK (Coles 5-14) the day before Reynolds/Eke record

Seven times the total passed 200 with 273-2 against Newhaven the highest. Reynolds 87, Cuckney 
53, Gander 74no and Salt 37no as notable innings. Reynolds and Cuckney (144 for 1st wicket) and then Gander 
and Salt (122 unbroken for 3rd wicket) had 100+ partnerships. Newhaven had arrived with 8 men, though 
fielders were provided and a batsman in the shape of Chris Prees. He top scored with 45. Manor overall had a 
runs per wicket of 25 with the opponents at 16, clearly showing the dominance. The 5-11 by Tony Haggis saw 
hosts Milland crash to 8-5 and 16-8 before scratching their way to 46 all out in 19.1 overs. After 5 overs Haggis 
senior had 3-8 and Haggis junior 2-0. This had followed Reynolds (76) and Eke (69) putting on 117 opening stand 
in 211-5. At Hailsham, a record 9th wicket partnership of 67no (Luckhurst 33no, Tony Haggis 34no) took score 
from 73-8 to 140-8. Hosts won by 7 wickets in 28 overs. 
Turning 30-years-old in September, Steve Poynter would play the last four games of his Manor career. Finishing 
with 278 wickets in 163 matches at 14.9, 10 hauls of 5w and best 8-44. A smooth, fast bowler at his best and 
on his day his batting could also turn games. His Manor career was heavily concentrated in the six summers 
between 1981 and 1986 (156 matches, 268 wickets). Post broken leg he found his interest in the game diminish. 

The West Country tour, the 9th to that region and 10th tour in total, took in two matches at 
Hardington Mandeville and further matches at Westlands, Trowbridge and finally Purnells. 
Neil Reynolds and John Coles were selected for the Challenge XI against Worthing CC. 
Leading Run Scorers of the Decade 1st XI: Prees 3,941, N Reynolds 3,752, Geal 3,750, Eke 3,716, L Lenham 3,180. 
Leading Wicket Takers of the Decade 1st XI: Coles 409, S Poynter 278, S Haggis 219, Winter 179, Reynolds 148. 
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The 2nd XI saw 11 wins, 9 draws and 18 defeats though some notable team and individual performances. David 
Wood scored 38no on an overcast last Sunday afternoon of the season saw his final tally 370 runs at 24.67. 
Richard Black had earlier scored just 1 to finish with 459 at 24.16. Wood had scored 3x50 in the summer. Black 
had however followed the previous summerΩs near miss of 95 with a maiden ton, 107 (12x4) in 139 minutes at 
Clapham and Patching. That day he and Chris Salt (also with maiden hundred, 100no) put on 221 for the first 
wicket (just 14 behind the 1982 record). Salt broke character with 4 straight sixes (and 7x4) in 144 minutes. 
233-1 at tea did not win the match as Clapham and Patching chased it down in 37 overs at 236-8. Jaffa Ullah 
330 at 23, Gordon Collins (a best) 223 at 15 with 11x6 too, Steve Luckhurst 215 at 14, Tony Manze 281 at 12, 
Dave Smith 200 at 12 all topped 200. Smith was starting to build on his obvious talent. John Eakins, Simon 
Eakins, Chris Salt, Tony Lewis all passed 100 as did newcomer Colin Mangles who along with David Wood in 
that last match put on a record 82 unbroken for 8th wicket whilst contributing 44no. Owen Voice made his 
debut and along with the odd promising innings fielded with a speed not seen for years. Wayne Collins, 57, 
showed his natural talent and Paul Phillips, Albert Cuckney, Tony Haggis (41no), Bill Winter and talented 16-
year-old newcomer Glen Lester all added runs. Wicket-keeper Black took most catches 16, including a joint 
record 4 in a match. Leading fielders; Smith 14 and Voice 13. 

The bowling statistics saw 9 bowlers take 15 or more. Ahead of the usual Bill Winter 33 at 10.8, 
Gordon Collins 58 at 11 was bespectacled red-haired lad Simon Eakins with 18 at 9.7 off 51 overs, with a best 
of 4-20. Dave Smith discovered a golden arm with 30 wickets at 12 (inc. 2x5w). Tony Manze tempted 41 wickets 
at 12.7 with a best of 5-20, John Sheppard 15 at 17, Mangles 17 at 19 (best 5-30) with Luckhurst 25 at 20 (2x5w, 
best of 5-25) and Urben 24 at 23.  Gordon Collins saw 4x5w hauls with the standout being 21.2-11-29-8 at 
Durrington Rec. versus Sompting.  He also took 6-5-4-5 and was the standout bowler of the summer, the 58 
haul being 4th highest total for a 2nd XI season.  
The season had started with 48 all out versus East Worthing and 50 all out versus Unicorns before April was 
out! June saw another 50 all out versus Sompting. However, in May a 10 wicket win at Amberley saw the 10-
man hosts bowled out for just 25 with Dave Watts 2-9, Gordon Collins 3-9 and John Sheppard 3-2. David Peskett 
15no and Owen Voice, playing just his second 2nd XI match, (9no) saw Manor home inside 8 overs. After 21-
year-old Steve Luckhurst and young Simon Eakins had taken score to 87-1, Manor slumped to 88-7 (1-6) against 
Steyning Rebels before Collins biffed 31no to take score to 138. Collins then bowled 20-7-49-2 though ŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ 
prevent a Manor defeat. Winter and Tony Manze both took 5 wickets versus Cowfold, the last time two bowlers 
have achieved this feat in the same game.

The loss of John Coles back to Worthing after just 7 matches (after other teammates had voiced 
apathy towards the following weeks ΨƭƻƴƎΩ trip to face the tough Newhaven CC) saw the spearhead and only 
real match winner of the attack gone. Also gone was Steve Eke after 4 matches (to Arundel for the next 4 
summers before he joined Littlehampton CC in 1995.) after the club failed to raise a side on FA Cup final day, 
and also Andrew Livermore. All three were big losses for the club. 

The batsmen though increased productivity ς none more so than Captain Reynolds, who completed 
1,000 for the third consecutive season with a new (and still) record 1,498 runs in 35 innings (6 less than in 1989). 
His average was 48.32 with a new record 4x100 (111,144,109no,128no) as well as 7x50 (the highest of which, 
97no, was away to Goring when the team scored 129-8. Next highest was Dave Smith with 9). The 144 at 
Worthing II saw 23x4 and was at the time the 4th highest club score. It was to remain ReynoldsΩ highest score. 
The 109no was out of 145-6 v Wallington Tudor. The 128no against Clapham saw his first 10 scoring shots go 
for 4. Eleven scores of 50+ matched the record of L Lenham and Eke. He scored 376 runs in July alone with a 
run of 82,59 and 144 included. Behind Reynolds, Simon Haggis improved further, 512 from just 16 innings at 37 
with his maiden ton, 117no, with 10x4 and 6x6 out of 183 all out. 

Nick Bazen playing Saturday matches scored 414 at 29 with 4x50 and a high of 76. Chris Salt not only 
passed 400 for the first time, but a final tally of 620 in 32 innings at 24.8 with 2x50 was built on strong defence 
and much grit ς indeed over the coming years Salt would often see teammates fall while he looked solid. Steve 
Luckhurst, 241 runs with maiden fifty (53no, inc. 4x4, 4x6), a 48 and a 40no in 4.3 overs which included 22 off 
last 4 balls of an over (6466). Richard Black 289 at 13 with 1x50, Dave Smith 147, Simon Dollner 281 with a best 
of 81 and Jaffa Ullah 123 all supported Reynolds.  29-year-old Martin Gander with 144 in 5 innings with a best 
of 60no was all too brief. Chris Prees only appeared thrice; W Winter, G Collins, T Haggis, John Eakins, David 
Peskett, Mangles and Glen Lester too.

This 1991 season saw, after a secret ballot at the AGM held at the Britannia Public House, a new Captain, Nick 
Bazen, taking over from Neil Reynolds. The 1st XI played 40, won 15, drawing 10 and losing 15. The league saw 
mid table again with 7 wins/6 losses. Annual subs had risen to £20 for adults, juniors remained £10. Reduced if 
paid before 1st June, £16/£8.50. Match fees increased to £2.50 for adults and £1.50. The West Country tour, 
based in Bath took in visits to Corsham, Bath Civil Service, Trowbridge, Purnells and Timsbury. Bazen was chief 
storyteller during the hours spent in a packed mini-bus getting lost around Somerset before and after games. 

Nick Bazen duly won the Batting Cup with 562 at 28.1 with 5x50 and a best of 81. Reynolds had 
another consistent season, though not as record breaking as before, 788 at 27 with 5x50 and an 83 best. Third 
was the returning Paul Thurston with 229 at 22.9 which included his maiden Manor hundred (110no) with 21x4 
against Portslade, deemed by many as one of the best seen at the Manor, as PortsladeΩs target of 163 was 
passed with 12 overs to spare. Scored in 66 minutes off just 45 balls it ranks with CƻƛƴŜǘǘŜΩǎ hour-long ton in 
cup final of 1938 as the quickest ton to this date. Chris Salt, less destructive, nonetheless contributed 518 runs 
at 19.9 with a 1st best of 88no on tour at the Minor Counties ground of Trowbridge. Steve Luckhurst with 399 
runs at 19 with 11x6 and a record 11 not outs, included a career best 93no at Handcross in April and came 5th.  
In that match Colin Mangles had been offered opener or 6 and chose 6. Luckhurst then opened with Reynolds 
(83) putting on 138 for 1st wicket. Richard Black 381 runs (1x50) and Dave Smith 427 runs (3x50) were now 
consistent, with Smith in particular showing signs of future prowess.  Martin Gander 217 with 50no and Chris 
Press 211 with 64 also hit fifties. Steve Webb, Bill Winter, Terry Smith, Terry Urben, Gordon Collins and Geoff 
Stanford all played >10 matches. Reynolds 17, Luckhurst 13, Smith 12, Black 11 were leading fielders. Luckhurst 
played 40 matches, Salt 32, Reynolds 31. 
The bowling saw a 7-32 return by Jamie Matthewson contribute greatly to 15-183 and a winning average of 
12.2. Nick .ŀȊŜƴΩǎ mix of swing saw 35 wickets at 15.7. Winter continued to accumulate wickets with 36 at 16.8 
with best 4-21. Luckhurst bowled 353 overs to be leading wicket taker with 56 wickets at 18, with a best of 5-
32, though the 10-7-7-3 in the 10-wicket league win over Belgrave was more important. Bazen later took 4-4 in 
same game. Gander 31 at 18 (4-21), Reynolds 31 at 19 (6-33 versus Portslade), Thurston 19 at 20 (5-60 best) 
and G Collins 17 at 27 with best of 5-31 all contributed.

The evening league side had a won 6, lost 6 record to finish second in division two. 
 
The club heard of the passing of Anthony David Brazier. Played 34 matches from 1934 to 1936. He was 82.

The 1st XI played 41 matches with 17 wins, 12 draws and 12 losses. League results saw 7 won and 5 lost and a 
top half finish. Annual subscriptions were now £25 for adults and £12.50 for juniors, reducing to £20/£10 for 
early payment ς match fees were £2.50 for members and £3.50 for non-members.  

Captain Neil Reynolds passed 1,000 for 3rd time (1,100 at 37.9) with 111 his best and 10x50, two of 
which were 94 and 92.

Winning the Bowling Cup for 1st time was Steve Luckhurst with an impressive 59 wickets at 12.1 off 237 overs 
in 29 matches, with 3x5w hauls including a career best of 21-7-45-8 against Pulborough in September when he 
took the first 7. This followed 6-2-7-4 and 12-5-9-4 the previous weekend; 18-61 in three matches- and a hat-
trick against Worthing Chipps in June too (Bowled, Bowled, LBW). Brighton & Hove Crescent CC described

Gordon Collins continued collecting wickets with 42 at 
17 off 272 overs with a best of 14-4-18-6; Reynolds 21 at 19 (6-18 best), Jeff Read 40 at 21 (5th most in debut 
season) with accurate leg-spin (perhaps second only to Les Lenham) with 5-ос ōŜǎǘΦ tƘƛƭƭƛǇǎΩ ǊƛƎƘǘ-arm medium 
accounted for 18 at 22 (6-39 career best). Nigel French continued to make batsmen hop/duck as he took 23 at 
24 with 5-21 his best performance to date.

There were six 100+ opening partnerships, Reynolds featuring in five of them, 2 with Griffin 152, 
210, with Smith 135, Mason 119 and Luckhurst 136. Mason and Mangles 112 broke the Reynolds monopoly. In 
all, 14 times totals were >200, the highest being 225-8, 222-3, 224-9, 217-7, 228-3, 213-3 and 243-1. Chris Prees 
became first player to hit 100 1st XI sixes!      

 
The 2nd XI saw one of their most successful seasons with just 4 defeats in 28 matches with 11 wins and 13 draws. 
Saturday Captain, 48-year-old Jaffa Ullah, regained the Batting Cup with 431 in 16 innings, averaging an 
impressive 39.18 including a maiden ton (101) against Aldwick, having put on 168 for 1st wicket with David 
Wood (61). This ton came 25 seasons after first playing for LMCC. Colin Mangles was again solid (as he would 
have been for 1st XI) with 350 runs in 16 innings at 23 with a 56 best. David Wood 276 at 18 with 61 (his last 
fifty for the club), newcomer Mike Vernon 254 at 13 showed grit. Bill Winter, Colin McKail (best of 59) and Nick 
Webb all topped 100 runs.  
However, a new player joined who for the next few seasons would almost single-handed carry the team, 44-
year-old left-hander John Smyth. Having played at a higher level for a handful of clubs, including Worthing CC, 
he would play out the last few seasons of career in a less hostile arena. In 8 matches he scored 365 runs at 
60.83 with 2 tons, 100no (in 2nd match for club, reached with a 6) and 116no. He clearly inspired Jaffa, whose

Having been relegated two seasons prior the league was restructured and the Manor 1st XI duly won the 
Ψ/ƘŀƳǇƛƻƴǎƘƛǇ 5ƛǾƛǎƛƻƴ нΩ ǿƛǘƘ ŀ ǇŜǊŦŜŎǘ мл ǿƛƴǎ. Neil Reynolds and Steve Luckhurst being, respectively, the 
Divisional leading run-scorer (430 runs at 53 average) and wicket-taker (18 wickets at 12 average).  

Overall, the 1st XI lost just 4 matches of 36 played with 24 wins and 8 draws, only 1989 saw more 
wins. After the record-breaking batting of 1994, this season was to be even more remarkable.  

The top five batsmen all scored over 600 runs. Top of the list again was Neil Reynolds, breaking all 
records with 1,448 runs with 6 tons (102, 112, 118no, 104, 125no, 110no) from just 26 innings at 62.96 average. 
He also had 5x50 (including a 93). A record high average over a summer of 20+ innings. Only Les Lenham had 
averaged more in a season but that was from fewer innings. That said, running him close (once back from 
university) was Dan Griffin, with 994 runs in just 19 innings at 62.13 and 4 tons (100no, 105, 128no, 102), the 
ŦƛǊǎǘ ƻŦ ǿƘƛŎƘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŀǊǊƛǾŜ ǳƴǘƛƭ ƭŀǘŜ WǳƭȅΗ However, he failed to reach 1,000 runs when being caught on the 
cover boundary at East Preston in his last innings of the summer.

Manor 
scored 257-1. At Cuckfield, Reynolds (125no) and Salt (75no) chased down a 211 target to win by 10 wickets, 
the biggest 10 wicket win for the 1st XI. Reynolds (110) and Griffin (102) put on 209 for 1st wicket at Ford Prison. 
A record 197 run win over Littlehampton 3rds saw Manor 284-5 (Reynolds/Ullah 159 1st wicket) then dismiss 
the opponents for 87. The Club average was 36 runs per wicket, it was the first time it had exceeded 30 runs 
per wicket. In July alone, Reynolds scored 531 runs and Griffin scored 405. The weekend of 14/15th May saw 
chastening away matches, Ansty hit 268-9 and then East Preston 266-1. Manor hung on to draw both. 

In November, LMCC approached Lancing College with the proposal of league fixtures being held on 
their grounds for the 1996 season ς they unequivocally declined. 
 
The 2nd XI also saw batting records (6 tons scored) within their 28 matches, 5 wins, 5 losses and a record 18 
draws. This was however the last season that 2nd XI was played on both days of the weekend.

Chris Prees hit 103no out of 168-9 against 
Friars Oak with 12x4 and 2x6. Pete Hudson 75, Pete Daly 44no, and Henry Nelson 38 all had a score. Leading 
fielders were Chris Dunne 11, Tony Lewis 8, Tony Manze 6, Colin Mangles 5, Jaffa Ullah 4.

Saturday Captain Neil 
Reynolds posted 1,064 in 32 innings with 3x100 and 2x50, the best being 136 versus Worthing 3rd where 100+ 
partnerships for 2nd and 3rd wickets with Mangles and then Mason saw Manor post 288-4. A superb 103no, 
carrying his bat in total of 191 all out against Broadwater (only man to now do so twice) and finally 113no 
against Southwick. Gary Mason with 791 runs in 29 inns averaged 35.95 with 71 the best of 5x50. Dave Smith 
continued to improve with a healthy 710 runs in 35 matches with a new career best of 111no at Haywards 
Heath II. He also had 3x50. Sunday Captain Chris Salt 576 at 24 in 34 matches, 64 highest of 2x50 again provided 
security in top order.

Tony Haggis lead the bowlers, like Ullah, he played 19 matches taking 25 wickets at 23.9 for a first 
Bowling Cup. Chris Dunne with 17 at 28 each qualified next. Mangles 11, Colin McKail 11, Winter and newcomer 
Peter Hudson both taking 10. No bowler took a 5-wicket haul, the best being Mangles (4-12), Pete Daly (4-13), 
Tony Haggis (4-16) and Neil Wooller (4-48). 
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The top team score was 252-5 home to Portslade II, where Smyth (114no) and Garrett (50) put on 112 for 4th 
wicket. Smyth and Ullah put on 160 for 1st wicket home to Brighton and Hove 3rds. Trevor Thorne took hat-
trick vs. Revelations, split over two overs, (Bowled, Stumped, Stumped), Stanford was the Keeper there. Two 
weeks later, Thorne conceded 22 (664042) against Barbarians. An all-rounder and ΨCǊŜŘŘƛŜ CƭƛƴǘƻŦŦΩ ƭƻƻƪŀƭƛƪŜΣ 
Andy Murray debuted.  
With the Sunday 2nd XI disbanded, an offer was made to those players to play on Saturdays, but that failed 
miserably. Therefore Tony Lewis (151 matches), Mike Vince (128), Billy Mills (94), Tim Vince (146), Terry Urben 
(260), Paul Phillips (150) and Nick Webb (199) had all ended their playing time for the club. 
 
Attitudes towards LMCC were mixedς It was raised at a committee meeting that a report in the Chichester

The application to the National Lottery for a grant to add showers to the pavilion was refused as 
no facilities were to be included for women.

The clubs 75th birthday season came close to matching the feats of the last two seasons.  

The 1st XI won 12, drew 7 with 18 losses in the 38 matches. The league side failed to trouble either 
end of table with 5 wins and 7 losses. Match fees had risen to £3 for adult members (£2 juniors), £5 for non-
members and annual subs were £25 for adults and £15 for juniors. 
There was a new winner of the Batting Cup, Gary Mason, his 6th season with the club already boasting a career 
average over 30 (very few had that before or since) with 963 runs at 37.04 in 30 innings with a solid 8x50+. If 
ƘŜ ƘŀŘƴΩǘ ƳƛǎǎŜŘ ǘƘŜ ƭŀǎǘ ƳŀǘŎƘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ season, he may well have joined Neil Reynolds, Steve Eke and Dan Griffin 
in 1,000 club. His top score was 68no, but batting at his favoured 4 often saw Reynolds, Griffin and Dave Smith 
also racking up runs and overs. Dan Griffin with 856 in 33 innings at 28.5 with 101no best and 4x50 was runner 
up. Smith came third with 581 at 26 with another ton (107) and 3x50. Reynolds, for him, came a lowly 4th, with 
845 runs at 25.6 with 5x50 (best of 96).  
Chris Salt produced another consistent season, with 462 in 27 innings at 23 with 4x50 with a best of 68no. 23-
year-old Dave Baker was improving each year as a batsman with 302 at 16 and a new personal best of 48. Dave 
Forshaw, 147 with 48 too as a top score. Other qualifiers were Owen Voice, Simon Langley and Steve Luckhurst 
who all had a 20+ score. Jaffa Ullah with 238 at 26.4 (47 best) sat outside qualifiers. Barrel-chested Pete Daly 
hit exactly 200 runs with 11x6 and 20x4. 148 runs to or over boundaries. His frequency of six hitting would 
eventually be the top of the list, ahead of Les Lenham, Norman Johnson and Paul Thurston. Promoted to opener 
at Fittleworth he hit 63 with 4x4 and 4x6 in 47 minutes - reminiscent of Norman Johnson who hit 4 consecutive 
sixes there in the 1975. Griffin Snr (Terry) debuted, as did left hander Adie Clayton and the wonderfully named 
Fergus Cable-Alexander. Catchers were headed by keeper Mason 17(+1 Stumped), followed by Griffin 17, 
Reynolds 13, Smith and Baker 12. 
The bowling unit was hampered by the loss of Steve Luckhurst for May and June after breaking his left hand in 
the second game of season at Eastergate whilst trying to stop a boundary. He returned in July to go on and 
reclaim his 3rd Bowling Cup with 37 wickets in 200 overs at 16.7 each, with a best of 4-27. Jeff Read with 59 at 
17.1 off 296 overs in 30 matches with 2x5w (best 10-3-11-5), slow medium Dan Griffin 16 at 17.4 with a late 
order 5-57 were runners up. Reynolds 34 at 20 with a career best - using hƛǎ ƻŎŎŀǎƛƻƴŀƭ Ψ²ŀǎƛƳΩǎΩ ƭŜŦǘ ŀǊƳ ǎǿƛƴƎ

A week later at Bolney the total was 23-7 as 
Griffin, Smith, Salt and Henry Nelson all got 0 within 20 balls. Only McKail (27no) and Baker (19) saved score at 
80 all out. However, at Pulborough the next day, order was restored as Reynolds (96) and Smith (107) put on 
204 for 1st wicket. The start at Hurstpierpoint in September saw Reynolds lose partners Smith, D Griffin, Mason 
and Salt all for ducks as the score became 5-4 before Ullah, McKail (again) and Winter took score to 71. At 
Newick (Griffin 101no) saw Manor declared at 194-1, only for Piers Morgan to slog 71 not out for hosts to win. 
The narrow 8-run win over Brighton & Hove Crescent CC was completed, as reported in their own season review

At Braypool versus Adelaide CC, 13th July, Luckhurst hit a 7 (helped by 4 overthrows), the only recorded such 
score off one ball. 
 
The 2nd XI were down to a nominal 13 Saturday matches. Jaffa Ullah continued as Captain. A far cry from the 
ŜŀǊƭȅ мфулΩǎ ŀƴŘ плҌ ƳŀǘŎƘŜǎ, they won 5, lost 8 and had 3 cancelled.  
John Smyth won his maiden 2nd XI Batting Cup ς mainly by getting out more often ς with 414 runs in 11 innings 
for an average of 41.4. His top score was 100 at Manor vs Lamb, where the team total was 233-7. Captain Jaffa 
Ullah chipped in with 179 at 16, with 50 best. Wicket-keeper Pete Hudson smacked 86no (12x4 1x6) in a 
partnership of 116no with Smyth (57no) chasing down a 194 target.  
Scotsman, Murdo McLeod (44no) made his career best, as did 56-year-old Ray Stanford who in his last season 
for Manor hit a maiden 50. Chris Prees popped up for one match and duly biffed 2x6 in his score of 56.  
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Bowling honours went to the trusty 55-year-old Gordon Collins, with 12 at 13 and a best of 4.2-0-12-5 taken as 
bowler number 6! Newcomer Jim Kublin took 10 at 23 (best 4-43) and Tony Haggis 14 wickets at 24 were only 
others to meet 10 wicket qualification. Bill Winter 9, Andy Murray 8, Ray Stanford 7 were close behind. None 
had a better average than Collins. 
With fewer matches, records were of course less likely to occur. The only record being the 26 runs conceded 
for each wicket taken.

The 1st XI played 42 matches, winning 16, drawing 14 and losing 12. The league record was 7 won, 8 lost and 1 
abandoned. Subscriptions were £25 across the board ς match fees were £4 for adults, £2.50 for juniors (£5 for 
non-members). 
Dan Griffin played 41 of those, regaining the Batting Cup with 1,141 runs at 33.6, scoring the only century of 
the summer (107no) in addition to сȄрл όǿƛǘƘ ǘǿƻ фсΩǎύΦ {ŀǘǳǊŘŀȅ Captain Neil Reynolds (who missed last 2 
matches) made 994 at 29.2 with 7x50 and a best of 67. Gary Mason 566 at 27, 4x50 (54no), Dave Smith 728 at 
26, 6x50 (64) all passed the 500 mark as was customary.  
Chris Salt was now living in Pulborough and now playing league cricket for them too. In his 15 Sunday matches, 
he made 295 at 24.6 with 73 his best. Pete Daly biffed 235 in 12 innings including 13x6 and a best of 85no at 
Lindfield (57 mins with 12x4, 2x6). He scored at 78 runs per hour, twice the rate of anyone else. Nigel French 
257 at 13, best of 50, Dave Baker 286 at 13 (38no), Jaffa Ullah 195 (50no) and new Sunday Captain Steve 
Luckhurst 199 (42), Jeff Read 120 (31) and Owen Voice 124 (38) contributed too. Andy Wilby appeared for first 
time. Leading catchers were D Griffin 22, G Mason 22, D Baker 14, D Smith 11, N French 9 and S Luckhurst 7. 

After 60 odd wickets over the previous 5 summers, 24-year-old Dave Baker exploded into being the 
principal spearhead with 51 wickets at 16.02 off 291 overs, 2.8 runs per over with best being 6.4-2-9-5 and 6.1-
3-10-5. Steve Luckhurst was close behind with 50 wickets at 17.1 from 235 overs, best being 10-6-18-6 and 8.2-
2-28-5. Nigel French combined wides with wickets with 46 wickets at 17.6 with his best 8.5-0-22-5 and 10-3-
38-5. Remove the wides and he would again have won the Cup. Pete Daly 22 at 18.8 with 7-1-28-5, Jeff Read 
47 at 20 with 16-0-76-5 his best. Reynolds 19 at 24 and Chris Dunne 17 at 27, Andy Murray, Terry Griffin, Jerry 
Hulland and Tony Haggis all took 5 wickets. Steve Luckhurst with 31 wickets was the leading wicket taker in 
League Div. 1, joining John Coles as the only such winner. 
Seven times the 200 total was exceeded, with 229 the highest. Griffin (107no) and Ullah (50no) put on 153no 
for 3rd wicket versus Hove Sports.

At Lurgashall 
on 17th May, Richard Black conceded 27 in an over (416466). .ŀƪŜǊΩǎ р-10 had seen Clapham & Patching fall for 
73 only for Manor to lose 8th and 9th wickets at 71, before Read hit a 2 (plus 4 overthrows) to see 1 wicket win! 
Another 1 wicket win, home to Worthing 3rds, saw Manor chase 228 target with 3 balls spare, French (41no). 
 
The 2nd XI played just 13 matches, 4 of which were won, 8 lost and 1 match abandoned. 
John Smyth retained the Batting Cup with 429 at 61.29 ς 110no best and 3x50 in 9 innings (2 not out). Jaffa 
Ullah 324 at 32.4 with 97no the best of 2x50 in 12 innings (2 not out) was runner up. Henry Nelson continued 
to show stubborn grit with 192 at 24, with 73 top score.  Andy Murray hit 69no with 5x6 and 5x4 in his 133 total 
runs. Newcomer Jon Tolhurst with 37no hit the top score of anyone else. Trevor Cummings, Neil Wooller, Peter 
Hudson and Tony Haggis all hit a 20 at some point. Nelson with 5 was leading catcher, ahead of Wooller 4, 
Smyth/Ullah 3. The bowling struggled. Gordon Collins only appeared once (3-мпύΣ ŀƴŘ .ƛƭƭ ²ƛƴǘŜǊǎΩ ŎŀǊŜŜǊ ǿŀǎ 
drawing to a close. Tony Haggis with 15 at 23 with a best of 4-21 was the only bowler to hit the 10-wicket mark, 
to finish with a Bowling Cup for the first time.

The Club average was a record 37 runs per wicket taken. 1998 did see the biggest and third heaviest 
defeats ever. Not helped by being placed in a very strong league Div 2. At Patcham, 30th May, Manor 2s lost by 
323 runs (381-2 played 58) as John Knight hit 248no with 13x6. The 1st wicket fell at 349! Andy Murray with 10-
0-79-2 did well. 248 is the highest individual score a Manor match has seen. At home to St Matthias, 29th August, 
the record total (424-4) against the club was scored. Alex Richardson 224no with 12x6. Manor scored 158 to 
lose by 266 runs. Andy Murray with 10-0-135-0 was a new high. His last 5 overs going for 87. The 582-14 
combined was also a new match high, though the opponents had 73% of it. On 8th August Manor 2s lost by 10 
wickets, 155-5 proving no target for Hove Medina. However, a week later the 230 total posted by Littlehampton 
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3rds proved too easy for Smyth (110no) and Jaffa Ullah (97no) who knocked them off with 2 of the 45 overs to 
spare. Smyth hit 2 boundaries to win the match, thus depriving Ullah of a ton. A club record high 10-wicket win, 
nevertheless. The 232 unbroken partnership was just 3 behind the record set in 1982 by Mike Livermore and 
Dicky Garrett and the 244 unbroken for the club made by Reynolds and Eke in 1989.

59-year-old Bill Winter chose this as time to retire. He completed 31 seasons with the club 1968-98 with all 
sorts of bowling records at the time. From a record 793 matches, a further record 6,387.4 overs with the 1,157 
wickets nearly 300 ahead of the next man, Russell Wood. He took 46 hauls of 5 or more in a match (3rd behind 
Rickard 66, Wood 57), the best being 23-12-40-8 in 1978. With 1793 maidens (700 more than next men), an 
economy of 2.42 says it all - sublime control. He won three 1st XI Bowling Cups and a joint record six for 2nd XI. 

 
After a year break the 3-match West Country tour took in Broadway and Horton, Street CC and Dogmersfield. 
At Broadway and Horton, the post-match hospitality was in part dampened by watching England lose on 
penalties to Argentina in the World Cup after David Beckham had earlier in the match been sent off.

The Bowling Cup was again won by Dave Baker ς stepping up further, with 71 wickets in 266 overs at a superb

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The 2nd XI saw the fewest fixtures since their start in 1976, just 12. However, only 1 was won in another tough 
season. The player exodus continued and many times the team played short of full XIs. Fortunately, 7 players 
were near ever-present regulars.

The decision was made 
to wipe the slate clean and remove all reference to the positions from club records and documents, as the 
committee did not know who they were or what they had done for the club. In hindsight this action was perhaps 
a little disrespectful to some individuals, for example Frank Allen, who had served the club for some 26 years.

Another strong season for the 1st XI batsmen, though the overall results of 11 wins, 8 draws and 13 losses 
indicates a mixed season. The league results were won 6, lost 5 for upper middle finish. Match fees were £$ for 
members, £5 for non-members and subs were now £15. 
Neil Reynolds was Captain for the 13th and last season. Dan Griffin the Sunday Captain won the Batting Cup 
with 833 at 36.2.  He hit 8x50 with the highest of 90. Dave Smith hit the summerΩs only hundred with 100no in 
his total of 520 at 32.5 in 19 innings. Reynolds 708 at 32 with 4x50 had a best of 96no. Bizarrely, at tea Manor 
were 231-0 with Smith (100no) and Reynolds (96no) against West Chiltington, a partnership just 13 short of the 
club record. Reynolds was on 95no with 2 balls to go, but only managed a single. West Chiltington then cruised 
to victory inside 35 overs at 233-5. Manor had lost despite not losing a wicket!  

A 25-year-old Yorkshireman Chris Hazlehurst had joined the club and in his second match hit 84 in 
88 minutes with 2x6 and 10x4 as Manor chased down 169 target.  He had got out with 26 to win, so perhaps 
missed the chance of a maiden ton. Steve Luckhurst 307 at 20.4, Miles Scerri 393 at 19.6 with 4x50 (74 best), 
Chris Salt 219 at 18 and Owen Voice 164 at 13 qualified. Non-qualifiers were led by Nigel French 332 at 41.5 in 
12 innings with 3x50 (73), Dave Baker 210 at 26 (55no) and Pete Daly 186 at 21.7 (71) who hit another 9x6 for 
the summer. Jeff Read played 20 matches, Andy Murray 12, young Martyn Stevens 17 and Terry Griffin 16 were 
all regulars. Not so regular were Gary Mason, just 5 matches, (but did hit a 74), Andrew Livermore and Gordon 
Collins both playing 4.   
The bowling saw Dave Baker regain the Bowling Cup with 30 wickets in 14 matches at a low average of 10.27 
including a career best 10.2-3-40-8 at Staplefield where the batsmen got out trying to hit out. Baker was now 
playing league cricket for Portslade CC on Saturdays (just for the one season so it transpired) and had taken 6-
18 for them against Selsey the day before ς so a combined 14-58 for this weekend. Perhaps more astonishing 
than the 8-40 was 7.5-4-6-5 at Watersfield where Manor recovered from 42-7 to post 76 all out.

After Baker had taken 
his 8-40, D Griffin (76) and Scerri (74) put on 132 for the 2nd wicket in 18 overs to see Manor to victory. MasonΩs 
74 at Parham was out of 132 all out with next high of 17. D Griffin (90) and Reynolds (37) put on 111 for the 1st 
wicket versus Dome Mission. At Preston Nomads (128), Manor slipped from a very healthy 103-2 to a not so 
healthy 106-8 (3-6), before finally reaching 119. Effectively losing their last 8 wickets for 16 runs. Luckhurst took 
his 3rd 1st XI Hat-trick for the club (Bowled, Bowled, LBW) in wrapping up the Shoreham tail with 4-15, then 
scored 21no alongside Andy Murray (2no) putting on 19no for the last wicket, to win with 4 balls to spare.

The 1st XI saw relegation with 3 wins and 10 defeats. The overall record was much reduced as the club had 
decided to strip the Sunday fixtures down due to a lack of interest from the playing members. In 21 matches 
there were just 3 wins, 4 draws and 14 losses, representing the fewest wins on record in a season. The opening 
match of season saw Manor take the field with 9 players only to then get bowled out for 53, troubling times. 

Neil Reynolds emerged to win the Batting Cup for a record 8th and final time, 3 more than Dan Griffin. 
Reynolds 329 runs in 12 innings at 32.9 with his 26th and final hundred, 117no, and a further 2x50. Nigel French 
scored most runs with 508 at 28.2 with 84 the best of 3x50, Griffin was next with 203 at 20.3 with just 1x50, 
73. Miles Scerri too was down on recent seasons with just 148 at 9.9. Owen Voice and Chris Hazlehurst qualified 
with single figure averages. Outside the qualifiers was Gary Mason, who had 398 at 49.7 in 8 complete innings 
with a maiden ton (106no) at Streat to rescue the side from 32-3. Dave Smith too, 263 at 32.8 with 56 high 
would have pressed for Cup had he got out more. A reduced qualification was introduced as opportunities 
reduced due to fewer fixtures. Andrew Livermore hit 64 in one of 8 matches. Craig Elliott debuted and scored 
0, then 55 and never returned. Owen Voice played most with 19, French 18, Scerri 16, Hazlehurst 14 followed 
by Steve Luckhurst and Jeff Read, 13.

Leading catchers were 
keeper Miles Scerri 10, Owen Voice and Chris Hazlehurst 5, Neil Reynolds 4 and Gary Mason 3. 

Bowling numbers were significantly reduced, with Dave Baker retaining the Cup with 17 wickets at 
19.1 in 8 matches, with a best of 5-24. Luckhurst was 2nd with 15 at 22 with 5-45 his best return. Read, in his 
final season with the club prior to moving to New Zealand, took 17 at 25 (4-19) and was the only bowler to bowl 
100+ overs and only one with < 4 r.p.o. Nigel French 13 at 34 (5-45), Neil Reynolds 11 at 21.8, Dan Griffin 7 at 
29, Andrew Livermore 7 at 46 provided support at times too.  A shortish ball by French sent a Horsham 3rds 
opener to hospital with a split forehead on the lively Horsham 2nd pitch. A blood patch on the batting crease 
was not a great sight!

In August the club heard the sad news of the passing of Roy Loveland. 270+ matches 1962-80. He was 69.

After 30 years the 2nd XI folded. It was clear at the AGM that player numbers could not support two sides.  

The 1st XI fixture list saw 9 cancellations due to weather and more worryingly, as the club struggled 
to raise even a single XI for late summer friendlies. In a record low 20 matches there were just 4 wins, 2 draws 
and 14 losses. League results of 3 wins and 7 losses saw back-to-back relegation. Chris Hazlehurst was Captain.  
Dave Smith won his first Batting Cup with an impressive 517 runs at 32.3 with 77, the highest of 4x50. 21-year-
old newcomer Wesley Sysum was introduced to the club by Owen Voice and hit the ground running and literally 
running faster than everyone in the field too.

Of the 22 matches played, 13 were won, 6 lost, 1 drawn, 1 abandoned, 1 tied and 4 cancelled. Chris Hazlehurst 
continued as Captain. Having been relegated for second time in 2006 to Division 3, the 12 wins and 1 loss saw 
the league easily won and greater enjoyment on and off the field. Brussels was the tour destination. After more 
than 20 years, pre-season nets were held at the Lancing Manor Leisure Centre. 
Andrew Livermore with 474 runs in 13 innings and a 43.1 average won his first Batting Cup. His top score was 
a second ton for the club, 113, plus 3x50 and 12x6. He also won the Leagues Batting award for most runs.  Nigel 
French with 433 at 33.3 with 3x50 (68 high) and 15x6 came second. Dave Smith was top run-scorer with 490 at 
32.7 and an 89 highest of 3x50.

The success of 2007 was not repeated as a tougher league saw 3 wins from 12 and almost certain relegation. 
However, the restructure and merger of leagues meant relegation was avoided.   

The total of 18 matches saw 5 won and 13 lost which represented the fewest ever in a season since 
the 17 in 1925.

Another change of Captain: Yasir Iqbal taking over saw results of won 5, drawn 2, lost 14. In the league won 3, 
drew 1, lost 11 saw Manor relegated for second year into Div. 6.  
However, the 1st XI moved ōŀŎƪ ΨƘƻƳŜΩ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ [ŀƴŎƛƴƎ aŀƴƻǊ ground halfway through summer in order to 
regain some local interest. The 2nd XI did not get going at all, with the first four matches scratched due to 
insufficient players, they were expelled from the league. This had been expected as winter nets (still at Steyning 
Leisure Centre) were low on attendees and indications were poor. They therefore stopped for a second time 
after a six-year run, the last being at the end of 2005. With that, Manor lost further players who wanted regular 
cricket leading to the pool of players dropping even further. Rob Black had moved away, Dave Baker still was 
working at the Amex, Neil Reynolds, Simon Haggis, Steve Eke had all retired. Andrew Livermore played just 
once. His sons David and Steven, five combined. Dave Smith and Gary Mason both played 8, Owen Voice 7, 
Miles Scerri 6, Steve Luckhurst 3 and Darren Radford twice. It was no wonder Manor struggled with so many 
recent 1st XI players falling away. 
Andy Long did step up, 378 runs in 13 innings at 29.1 with 2x50 (72 and 59). His opening partner Chris Salt 367 
at 19.3 with 2x50 (56 best). Yasir Iqbal 233 at 15.5 (44no) with 7x6 and thereafter, Nick Brown 94 at 9 (38), 
Chris Hazlehurst 117 at 9 (49). Andy Murray and Mark Roberts both had seasons to forget, averaging less than 
5. Outside the qualifiers, Mason with 284 at 40.6 with 2x50 (86 high), Dave Smith 144 at 24 (75) and Voice 103 
at 24.5 (78) all passed 100. James Francis had a maiden fifty (52); Steve Fermer (35) and Kian Shorter (27) had 
a good knock.  
However, all were overshadowed by the 6 innings played by Miles Scerri, first playing 11th June. His scores: 96, 
152no, 28no, 60no, 2, 80 for a total of 418 runs at a record 139.3 average. 280 runs came in boundaries. The 
96 off 47 balls came at Littlehampton 3rds where the hosts set 284, Manor were 260-6 with Scerri hitting 18x4 
and 1x6 in 53 minutes ς again just missing his own record for fastest ton. His fifty had 10x4, 1x6, 1x2, 2x1, a 
total of 544 runs in the day. The following weekend he hit the 5th highest individual score, 152no, with 19x4 
and 4x6 in 2 hours. Alongside Luckhurst (25no) a new 8th wicket record partnership of 97 unbroken in 13 overs, 
Manor scored 284-7. However, the visitors Felbridge & Sunnyside passed the target easily as 572 runs were 
scored in afternoon. ¢Ƙƛǎ ǿŀǎ aŀƴƻǊΩǎ ƘƛƎƘŜǎǘ ƭƻǎƛƴƎ ƛƴƴƛƴƎǎΦ His 80 at Scaynes Hill (13x4) took Manor to 
winning 250 target.

The bowling only saw one man hit the 15-qualification mark ς 10 was deemed too low and had 
caused a couple of unlikely winners in previous seasons. Yasir Iqbal 18 at 40 with best of 15-1-73-6 duly won 
his first Bowling Cup. James Francis had reason to bemoan the change with 14 at 17 (4-42).  Waleed Iqbal 10 at 
26 (4-36), Chris Hazlehurst 11 at 43 (3-45), Scerri 9 at 19 (3-48), Andy Murray 9 at 31.8 (3-29) and Terry Griffin 
9 at 41. David Livermore 8 at 21 (5-56), Harry Moreland 8 at 29 (3-30) contributed well too. On the Manor CC 
tour to Prague, Voice took a career best 4-1-6-3.  

In between those great wins were some chastening results. The absolute worst was the 25 all out, 
joint 4th lowest. Scores were 9, 4, 0, 0, 2, 0, 3, 0, 0, 1, 0no with 6 Extras at Horsdean as Dome Mission then 
knocked the runs off in 5.1 overs. At Buckingham Park, 42 all out versus Worthing Chipps 2nds. The return with 
Dome Mission saw the visitors 327-1. Waleed Iqbal was left stranded batting at no.4 as the last 4 batsmen got 
ducks in 113 all out for a 214-run loss. Opener Chris Salt was 8th out for 37 in a total of 84 all out at home to 
Broadbridge Heath. Chasing WalbertonΩs 199-7, the ten men of Manor, from 19-0, made 35. The last 8 batsmen 
making 14 between them, 10 of which were made by Roberts. Harry Moreland had a sequence of 0, 0no, 1, 0, 
0, 0, 0, 7, 0. Yasir conceded 98 against Dome Mission, the 5th most runs conceded by a bowler in a single match. 
 

The club was sad to hear former all-rounder John Ray had passed. 359 matches 1967-1993 with just over 
3,000 runs and 296 wickets. He was 76. 

 
The club was also sad to hear that Neil Hewitt had passed away. He took 249 wickets between 1963 and

Yasir Iqbal continued as Captain, the results were 2 wins, 14 lost and 3 abandoned. 2 wins in 12 in the league 
saw relegation.

However, new players did not come, and serious discussions followed by the committee on whether the effort 
of the few was a waste of time, and this was the end of the club. Shoreham, Lancing Athletic and Sompting had 
all folded in recent years as more cricketers joined the bigger clubs and preferred to play in 3rd, 4th and 5th XIs. 

On the field, Yasir stepped up with 409 runs at 27.27 including a maiden Manor ton (109) and 2x50, 
49x4 and 14x6 to win a maiden Batting Cup. This meant Yasir became 10th player with a 100 and a 6-for in 
career. His brother Waleed 294 at 24.5 and a 44no high had his best season yet. David Smith was more regular 
again with 232 at 23.2 (74 high). Chris Salt 332 at 22 (58), Nick Brown 143 at 14 (32), Harry Moreland (best 29), 
Andy Murray (22), Fifty something Mark Roberts and 15-year-old Fin Cheal playing 13-17 games each. 9 players 
played more than 12. Less regular were Andy Long 9 matches, Lee Stevens 8, Steve Luckhurst 4, Chris 
Hazlehurst, James Francis and Ben Bryce 3. Former Club Chairman (2004-2016) and stalwart of 28 seasons 
Owen Voice had moved to China. Former Captains/leading batsmen Darren Radford and Gary Mason three 
between them. Manor often took fielded with less than 11 men. Leading catchers: Yasir 7, Waleed 6, Smith,

The bowling saw Yasir claim a second Bowling Cup with 14 at 29 (3-21) the only bowler under 4 per 
over. Moreland had 11 at 30 (3-6), Waleed 13 at 31 (3-40), Cheal 10 at 36 (3-19) and Murray 10 at 37 (3-36). 
Bryce 4 at 19, Luckhurst 4 at 22. Newcomer and another 15-year-old ex-colt, Owen Howick, debuted with 3-28.  

The overseas tour was cancelled due to a lack of interest from sufficient current members. That 
ended a decade of European travel and much team camaraderie on and off the field. In total the club has been 
on 18 ΨhomeΩ tours and 12 Europeans tours. In the first match of season, 23rd April, Chris Salt became only the 
8th recorded batsman to carry his bat, making 37no in an all-out total of 80 at home to Hadlow Down.  Yasir had 
63no, 54 and 109 in consecutive innings. Yasir not only won the Batting, Bowling and All-Rounder Cups, he was 
also leading catcher and had a top score too! The 63no was in 50 min with 4x6 at number 7. His 54 against 
Storrington saw Andrew Livermore score 41 and take 4-7 for the opponents! A week later, from 18-3, batting 
at 5 he hit 109 (12x4, 5x6) and put on 146 with Salt (45).  Manor made 171-6. 
Manor were 66 all out after being 35-1 at Barns Green II and against West Wittering II, the 9 men of Manor 
were 3-3 before making 68. Perhaps the most harrowing result was when Manor took just seven players to 
Storrington where all three [ƛǾŜǊƳƻǊŜΩǎ had a key role, opening batting and the opening bowling/first change. 
That Manor made 86 was mainly down to Waleed, with 43. At St. Peters, Chris Salt (58) and Dave Smith (74) 
had opening stand of 126.

After one match in 2017, 16-year-old Owen Howick moved from Portslade 3rds to join his friends 
Harry Moreland and Fin Cheal. He was nearly a one-man team winning the Batting, Bowling and All-Rounders 
Cups. Batting wise ς after starting with a golden duck, he finished with 496 at 41.33 with a monumental 173 no

The season got off to bright start, Mark Roberts just failed to hit a maiden fifty (48no) alongside Lee Stevens

30 different players turned out for Manor, however, only 11 played more than 10 matches. Chris Salt and Mark 
Roberts were ever present in all 22 matches. Brown 21, Luckhurst 20, Cheal 18 and Murray 16 were most 
regular. Liz Hegarty would eventually play 8 matches with enthusiasm for someone who never believed they 
would play club cricket. Twice she had the unusual situation that her batting partner was her partner, Luckhurst.

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Park. After Tom Stokes 56no had helped Manor to 156-9, Luckhurst 2-1-2-4 then blew away the middle order 
of Southwick at the Manor. A return with Lightning saw Luckhurst 4-0-8-3 again to the fore as Lightning set 142-
7 (4 run outs!). In torrential rain and reducing light, Manor were ahead of the rate at 134-1 with 3 overs to go 
when, ironically, lightning streaked the sky and soaked players took flight to the pavilion and their cars. Stokes 
with 46no and Brown 31 had led the way. This took us to top of table and into the knock-out stages, where

In January 2021 the club saw news reports that the oldest living Test Cricketer, Donald Smith, had died.  
The only Grammarian/Manor player (3 matches) to have played Test Cricket (3 Tests). He was 97.

28th January marked 100 years to the day that Melville Jones, ΨBernardΩ Skinner, ΨLewinΩ Edwards, John Farrow 
and chairman George Kerswell got together and formed Grammarians Cricket Club.  

The 2022 season had much to look forward to: Pre-season nets at St. AndrewΩs High School, the 
indoor 6-a-side league, a Sussex Slam season as well as a full weekend club fixture list of 23 matches. Discussion 
regarding development of the pavilion, a new artificial wicket was installed in March and a bund created around 
the southern boundary. Furthermore, after the loss of two of the three ΨEastΩ chestnut trees that stood inside 
the boundary, the planting of around 20 new saplings outside both east and west boundaries. In time they will 
be a splendid backdrop. There was also the Centenary event at the Sussex County FA headquarters, Lancing,  
with many old friends attending. Your club is in safe hands.  

 
So, there we are. One hundred years of our cricket club. Not everything could be covered due to gaps in press 
reports, Ƴŀƛƴƭȅ мфслΩΦ ōǳǘ ǿŜ ŀǊŜ thankful that the early pre-war years were covered so thoroughly in local 
press. Some seasons are statistically thinner than others, ǇǊƛƴŎƛǇŀƭƭȅ ǘƘŜ мфрлΩǎ. However, I calculate overall 
we have circa 92% of the statistics for club. Quite remarkable considering 12 years ago we had perhaps, 50%. 
We now have scorebooks from 1961 (bar part of 1964, the 1966 book and part 1967) right up to present.

The 2022 season was however approached with mixed anticipation. The Iqbal brothers had joined their local 
West Chiltington CC, Tom Stokes had moved away, Jamie Burns and Adam Ingleby were to be working.  
However, three new players joined who would all be regulars, Rick Kelly, Nathan Curran and Ash Hilton. 
Furthermore, Henry King and former skipper, Darren Radford, returned to bolster the weekend squad. 

Nƻǘ ǎƛƴŎŜ ǘƘŜ мфслΩǎ ƘŀŘ ŀ ǎŜŀǎƻƴ seen 
no cancellations/abandonments due to the weather or lack of player availability. Chris Salt remained skipper. 

Kelly was a 41-year-old former local (Steyning, Storrington, Lancing Utd) goalkeeper, a big man 
who hit the ball further than anyone since Pete Daly some 20 years prior. 33-year-old Curran was seen as the 
quickest and committed fielder. 42-year-old Hilton was an Angmering stalwart of sound technique and 
remarkable consistencyΦ IŜΩŘ had some success against Manor in the past too. Indeed he was to top score for 
the hosts with 45 as Manor began this season with a 24 run loss. 
Thereafter Manor had a run of great results. The first home league match saw Steve Luckhurst 5-39 take a 
31st 5xW haul as Bosham 2nds were dismissed for 165. Debutant Hilton (45) and Fin Cheal (47, 10x4) before 
Jamie Burns and Andy Murray saw off the last 26 runs for a win by 3 wickets. The following weekend saw 
return fixture and host Bosham racked up 218-9 with Cheal 3-39 the pick of the bowlers. Dave Smith (54), 
Burns (28) and Kelly (21) kept target in sight but it was a tension filled 43no (28 mins, 9x4) from Mark Roberts 
that saw victory with 4 balls to spare. A brilliant win. 
Clymping were shot out for 130 with Cheal, Luckhurst and Roberts (3-21) sharing 7 wickets. Smith (49no) and 
Lee Stevens (career best 41, 9x4) putting on 80 from 35-5 taking us towards a victory by 5 wickets. 
At Fernhurst against regular foes Littlehampton, Clapham and Patching 3rds, tight bowling again saw hosts 
restricted to 162-8. Cheal 3-22, Hilton 2-20 and Luckhurst 2-37. Our pursuit was steady and then bogged 
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down as only Hilton (47no) getting innings of note as we fell short at 148-6 as hosts spread field and 
boundaries dried up.

Setting Bogor 3rds 174 proved perhaps 50 too low. Radford (38), Cheal (46no) and Curran (23). From 43-3 
Bognor put on 132 unbroken for 4th wicket. Cheal (2-33) again the pick of the bowlers. 

Perhaps the most exciting game (bar win at Bosham) was the home game with Littlehampton C&P 
3rds. Visitors made 221-9 with Murray (3-31), Luckhurst (2-31) and Moreland (2-32) the pick of bowlers.
